In medicine there will be a slump of 
about 125 from the total enrolment of 
1510*1911. This is owing to the excep­
tionally big class who graduated -last 
year, marking the wind-up of the four- 
year course. Five sessions of eight 

; months each are now required by the 
university before a degree in medi­
cine is granted, and the lengthened 
course -has caused a noticeable drop in 
the number of wquld-be medicos.

The students have been arriving 
daily for the past week and the uni­
versity campus and lawns are . taking 
en their natural appearance of anima­
tion. The supplemental examinations brought scores of students to' the city 
two weeks ago, but hundreds have ar­
rived since then.

Work has commenced on the new

a gymnasluAi, an assembly "hall and a 
club-house. The new central beating 
plant Is being tested and has shown 
up satisfactorily already.

•‘The government," he said, "should 
begin the good work by repealing the 
Lemieux Act, for if they don’t, the la­
bor people will Ignore it."

Mr. Gibbons has Just returned from 
the railway men’s convention held in 
St. Joseph, Bio. He passed thru some 
fine farming country, and returned 
home with one idea firmly fixed In his 
mind.

"In Ontario," he said, "the farmers 
are much more progressive than on 
the other sida The farms here are in 
a better condition; they have more and 
njuch better stock, and our farm hous­
es and buildings are much superior to 
theirs."
