Engligh, .in the very heart of the¢ Em-
pire.
An Awe-Iaspiring Scene.

Above rises the noble ciipola, behind
us ‘the fluted: Corinthian celumns, the
majestic pediment, the stately turrets
of Wren's greatest creation. Around
the churchyard, their bayonets glitter-
ing in the ‘soft, glad light, are ranged
the forces of the Empire. Giant Mao-
ris from New Zealand, diminutive Dy-
aks from Borpeo, tall, imposing Sikhs
from India’s hills, Chinesé police from
Hong Kong, negroes from British
Guiana, light infantry from Ceylon,
scarred, coal-black Haussas from Sierra
Leone, Australians and Canadians,
make up this force, the like of which
has never - been seen before, White
men, yellow men, men black 2s char-
roal, are gathered here from every
quarter of the world to. witness the

thanksgiving of their Empress-Queen.
‘®ome indeed hias had her trinmphs,
when there were gathered within her
walls the representatives of her wide
provinees. But the half-savage ' van-
quished of Rome, dragged at the char-
iot wheels by a victorious consul, are
not worthy of comparison with the jew-
eled rajahs, the governing premiers, or
the sturdy sons of _the Epmpire, who
are grouped at this moment around the
portico of St. Paul's,
When Fhousands Sang.

There is for - the moment a peculiar
silence: we wait expectantly. Irom
my vantage point I can hear the sub-
dued buzz of the thousand tongues, and
coming dreamily iip through the sum-
mer air I hear the far-off strains of
* Rule Britannia,” voiced by the host
on the Strand. Even nowxthe scene
is one of -unparalleled magnificence.
The whole churchyard is a .vast amphi-
theatre, garlanded with flowers, draped
with flags and filled with twenty thou-
sand spectaters.

The Blind Chaplain :'I’Conzrrn Was Asked
for an Assmrance Me Could Not Give.

BRITAIN AND JAPAN,

Talk of an Alllance Between Them —Salis-
bury Favers *‘Understandings.”

London, July 4.—One of the most im-
portant political incidents connected
with the Jubilee concerns the relations
between Great Britain and Japan. The
latter country, since her war with
China, has assamred all the dignity ani
prerogatives of a great power. Now,
with proud humility, she confesses that
she needs a European ally, preferably
Great Britain. This Government has
been repeatedly approached during the
past year with a view to the conclusion
of an Anglo-Japanese alliance. The
matter was discussed at an interview
of the Mikado's Jubilee envoy with
Lord Salisbury on Monday last.

The British Premier does not favor
tallianices prfor to war, but he is veiy
fond ‘of “understandings,” aud there is
good reason to believe that he has ar-
rived at an understanding - with Japan
which would be converted into'an actusl
defensive and- offensive alliance .should
trouble oOccur between Engiand - and
Russia, which might happen at any
moment. It was, therefore, in accoed:
ance - with the fitness of things that
Japan made a brave show ar the Jubi-
lee maval review. She was represented
by one of the finest battleships anchored
at Spithead, and the officers and men of
no foreign warship walked about Ports-
mouth with a finer swageger and in
mere gorgeous plumes thau the little
Japs.

England Gets the Bulk.

London, July 4.—Of the 1656 square
miles of territory in Manicaland, South
Africa, the ownership of which has
been disputed by 'England and . Portu-
gal, 1337 square miles have been award-
ed to England by the arbitrator, Signor
Vigilant.

Mr. Woodford Explains.

Madrid, July 4.—It is officially said
that Gen. Stewart L.' Woodford, the
newly appointed American Minister to
Spain, has cabled to the Goverfiment
here saying that he never authorized
his name to appear in the list jof the
members of the Cuban Junta in New
York, and that any speeches that he
made in favor of the insurgents were
made .over 23 years ago.

Labbv Will Censure Rhodes.

London, July 3.—It is understood that
Mr. Henry Labouchere will make an in-
dividual report on the subject of the
Transvaal raid, strongly censuring Mr.
Cecil Rhodes, but admitting that the
conduct of Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, the
Secretary of State for the Colonies, had
been’ perfectly straightforward.

The Commoners Mollified.

London, July 3.—To soothe the his-
toric pusceptibilities which were im-
mensely rufled when the members of
the House of Commons attended the
Queen’s reception at Buckingham Pal-
ace, upon which cecasion many of the
commoners were unable to enter at all
and others arrived too late, Her Ma-
jeésty to-day entertaified them at a gar-
den party at Windsor.

Col. Hays’ Reception.

London, July 3.—The reception of the
United States Ambassador, Col. ' John
Hay, at his residence on Carlton House
terrace to-day, was attended by 1600
people. - American and British flags
predominated in the decorations, and a
Hungarian band was stationed on the
terrace, where the guests gathered.

Fourteen Bodies Recovered.,
Daris,. July 4.—Fourteen bodies have
heén recovered from the floods caused
by the rising of the River Garonne,
mest of them being found near Awuch,
the capital of the Departinentyof Gers,
on the River Gers, west of Toulouse.
