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Il HW OF 1,000.treaty was made, 'but the principle of 
Canada's right to representation in the 
making at all treaties affecting herself 
has been admitted for many years. 
What Sir Wilfrid Laurier succeeded in 
doing was in making this principle re­
troactive in regard to two treaties that 
had been ratified previous to the gen­
eral recognition of the principle. Sir 
John Macdonald fought for and estab­
lished the principle. Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
merely made it retroactive. He has 
won for Canada no new prerogative, be­
cause nothing like the German or Bel­
gian treaties was possible in the future, 
even if they had never been de­
nounced. Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s coup 
d' etat has no prospective significance. 
Canada was really as much of a nation 
in 1806 ns she is in 1897.

As a matter of fact, the new Imperial­
ism is antagonistic to the nationality of 
the individual states. Tli'e British Em­
pire must be known to the rest of the 
world as an official unit in regard to 
many things. What Canada really 
should strive for is not so much indi­
vidual nationality as equality among the 
states of the Empire. The self-govern­
ing states of the Empire should all en­
joy equal privileges. I| copyright is to 
)>e a state question, as the tariff is, 
then Canada oyght to enjoy complete 
autonomy in respect o< it. If, however, 
copyright is to be considered an Importai 
question, then Canada should have 
same voice in the formation of the Im­
perial policy. In the matter at prefer­
ential trade, we ought to claim equality. 
Canada haa a right to expect that Great 
Britain shall favor Canada in her mar­
kets in proportion as Canada favors 
Great Britain in the markets of the 
Dominion. Canada wants no nationality 
outside of the Empire. Canada wants 
equal rights within the Empire. That 
is all.
