HamiMon, March'  25.—(Special.)—The
Liberals have decided to protest East and
West Hamllton ,and the first step will be
taken to-morrow. Personal bribery is to be
charged In both cases. It Is learned on
good authority tnat this action did not
originate here. The Liberals of Hamil-
ton not only are satisfied with the elty’s
choice of the Mayor and Ald, Carscallen as
provincial representatives, but they did not
look for success In elther protest. The
Hamilton Liberal Executive has undoubted-

ly been unwillingly driven into this course
by orders from ‘L'oronto,

Aunviher Ratlway Project.

It looks as if Hamliiton, aiready the fo-
cus of a network of electric raiways, will
Lave another line to tap the wealtn of the
surrounding country. ‘Ihe Hamiiton, An-
caster & Braotford Rallway last evening
proposed terms, wiich caught the ear ot the
majority of tne Minance Committee, and
those who ought to know say that the Coun-
cil will be ot the same way ot thinking.
The company asks no bonus, but offers to
the city for $12,000 In 12 instalments of
$1000 the Beckett Mountain Drive with
branch road and adjoining quarry, 10 acrés
of iand below the mountain and the use
'0f Chedoke Fark, one of the most beautiful
spots in the country. Ancaster has pro-
mised a bonus if the road is finisaed by
December, 1898, and the right of way has
been secured to Brantford. The road wil,
its projectors say, cost the-city notliing
at the end of 12 years, be a feeder to the
Street Rallway, go far to solve the free
road problem by removal of the tollgate,
and, above all, give the city another free
entrance from the south.

Street Rallway Questign.

The evening of Monday, April 4, has been
set aside for the special consideration of
the Street Raflway question hy the Civic
Iinance Committee. Of the 1800 names at-
tached to the petition for better terms,
which the company has filed, it appears
that a very large proportion were secured
on the absurd representation of the Street
Rallway people that uniess their request
is granted the large number of smail
holuers of stock, many of them r teacn-
ers, will stand to lose ail they invested.
While such stories are being used to work
the public, the aldermen, it is said, are being
got at by a judicious distribution of passes.
Some of the city fathers who saw turough
the trick returned the bribe at once, but
several aldermen’ have for the first
time in their lives, it is alieged, for the
past week been traveling on complimentary
tickets.
