He sald the matter
should be brought to the attention of the
Ontarlo Government. It was the Council’s.
duty to see that all buildings wnere people
are working are properly equipped th
fire escapes.

Ald. Hubbard was of the opinion that
either the city or Government should be
allowed to control all buildings, because,
as it now was, the responsibility was.di-
vided.

The Mayor : It is important that we
should protect the interests of the citizens.
We have the machinery by which we can
learn if the act relating to the subject is
complied with. For instance, it would pbe
easy for the assessors to be required to
report if any bylaw the citizens are inter-
ested In is not visibly adbered to.

Ald. Hubbard enquired if it was found
that the law was not carried out ‘could
the city do anything.

The Mayor Yes; we can lay informa-
tion against the parties.

Ald. Shefcpnrd thought that the officials
of the Polce Department, and not of the
Assessient Department, would be the pro-
per persons to imstruct to see if the act
was carried out.
