| mon delivered in Tabernacle church last

evening by Rev. P. J. Stackhouse, on
“The-Righte of Children.”

He took for his text the following:—

“A Child left to himself ‘bringeth his
mother shame.”’—Proverbs 29: 15.

He thought the rights of children a
mcst important subject. Much tad been
heard of the rights of women and of the
laboring man, but he pleaded for neither
the women or the laboring man. The
average woman, he said, could twist a
man around her finger, but the children
were ignorant and did not know their
rights and were apt to be imposed upon.
He referred to ancient times when par-
ents had absolute control of life or death
over their childrén and later to the Sav-
jour’s love for the little ones, and while
it was true that today childhood is
honored more than ever, we must not
forget that children have rights as well
as the rest of us.

He contended that every child was en-
titled to a common school education, that
every parent was responsible for seeing
that they got it, and if not the law should
step in. He . favored compulsory educa-
tion. The invention of machinery was
the cause of many children being employ-
ed in factories and in recent years child
labor had increased greatly; there being
1,750,000, children. employed in the United
States alone.

He thought the church should help in
keeping down child labor. They did to
a certain extent, but then the employer
stepe in and takes them, and he charac-
terized it as a damnable sheme. He
then made the statement quoted above.

Referring to the right of recreation, he
said the rapid increase in the number of

from school loaded with books and, while
the studies might be all right, they should
not be so extensive as to interfere with
the children’s recreation, He thought the
agitaticn now being made by newspapers
in this city in favor of supervised play-
grounds was worthy the support of the
city, and the citizens generally.
