He is to have a salary of $2,000 per yem"
and a residence in the university - build-|
ing. He will be a member of the board
of education, and also of the university
senate by virtue of his position.

Prof. Jones is a mnative of Moncton par-
ish, and ds about thirty-five years of age. |
After teaching in the public schodls of the
province for several years, he took a
oounse at the University of New Brums-i
wick, graduating in 1897 with high honors
in mathematics and mathematical physics.
He also won the Governor-General's gold
medal in his senior year. He took a gost-
graduate course at Harvard and received
the degree of B. A. from that institution
in 1898. One year later he took the M
A. degree from his Alma Mater, and in
1902 received from it the degree of doctor
of philosophy. He has filled the position
of professor of mathematics at Acadia
since 1898. .

Prof. Jones is a married man, hie wife
being a daughter of Samuel Baird, of
Chipman, and a sister of Rev. Frank
Baird. He enjoys the reputation of being
a systematic worker, ripe scholar, and a
most capable instructor. It is generally
believed here that he will accept the ap-
pointment.
