Chicago, May 27.—Existence of a plot 
to wreck the' American Association and 
form a third major league was revealed 
at a special meeting of the association 
here yesterdav. The meeting was for the 
purpose of formally cancelling the inter­
league series of 46 games with the clubs 
of the International League. The vote 
for the cancelation was unanimous.

The plan to disrupt the association 
outlined in a statement issued by 

Thomas J. Hickey, president of the or­
ganization. While declining to mention 
the names of persons alleged to be bac< 
of the movement, Hickey said that a 
meeting of the association club owners 
would be called in the Immediate future, 
and “all members will act in concert to 
defeat such disrupting efforts.”

Joe Tinker, president and manager of 
the Columbus club, said he understood 
the plan for the formation of a third 
major league included disruption of both 
the American association and the Inter­
national League. The four leading cities 
in each organization were to be selected 
to make up the new league, he said.

The club owners pledged themselves to 
reduce the salaries of high-priced players 
25 to 50 per cent. Players refusing to 
accept the reduction will be released, it 
was announced. Probably a dozen men 
will be asked to accept a cut in salary.

James C. McGill, president of the In­
dianapolis club; O. H. V athan, of Louis­
ville; and Roger Bresnahan of Toledo, 
the three who opposed calling off the In­
ternational League series, did not attend 
the meeting. They were represented, 
however, by Thorn8S A. Burkcr, &n fit 
tomey of Louisville, who demanded that 
the proposal to play two schedules of 77 
games each, instead of the inter-sectional 
series, be dropped. As a result it was 
decided to add 42 games to the present 
schedule, increasing it to 154 games.

Edward G. Barrow, president of the 
International league, is understood to 
be willing to abide by the decision of 
the American Association in regard to 
the cancelation.

These captured officers related that they 
were first aware of the presence of the 
monitors through an agitated telephone 
summons from Trieste stating: “British 
and Italian navies in Gulf of Trieste 
preparing to bombard the coast.” Motor- 
craft which had scouted the gulf ascer­
tained the presence of two Austrian sub­
marines, which issued from Trieste just 
after the monitors left.’

Plans for a national monument to the 
memory of Col. William F. Cody, known 
the world over as “Buffalo Bill,” have 
been facilitated by official action of the 
city of Denver,’ which lias dedicated a 
most appropriate site for the last rest­
ing place and monument of the popular 
plainsman and army scout. The site sel­
ected is on Lookout Mountain, near Den­
ver and 2,000 ft. higher than that city, 
from which the proposed equestrian sta­
ture will be visible. Territory lying in 
four states—Colorado, Wyoming, Ne­
braska, and Kansas—which were the 
arena of the great scout’s famous ex 
plaits, may be seen from Lookout Moun­
tain. and a painting which depicts Col­
onel Cody leaning forward in the saddle 
in typical western scouting attitude has 
been chosen as a model for the menu- , 
ment. The site is reached by what is 
known as the Lariat Trail, one of the 
most spectacular mountain highways in 
America.—From the June Popular Me­
chanics Magazine.
