The following is a copy of a letter 

written by Pte. B. C- Taylor, member of 
the staff of The Union Bank of Canada, 
Winnipeg, pte. Taylor joined the 44th 
Battalion in June, 1916, went overseas. | 
On October 1916 he was drafted to re­
inforce the 27th Battalion and he fell in 
action "while advancing with the Cana­
dians at Courcelette on October 8, 1916. 
He is buried at Courcelette.

The following extracts are from a let­
ter to his father, dated June 8, 1916.—

“Speaking of troubles, I think that at 
once one comes to the very point of 
everything.

“The Canadians in France have a very 
high standard of courage and bravery.
I consider myself as brave as the aver­
age—probably no braver, but as brave.
I consider myself as intelligent as the 
average Canadian, and probably not more 
so. For that reason, I think my thoughts 
and views at present are a fair example 
of the thoughts and views held at present 
by the average Canadian soldier.

“We are here fighting for an ideal. We 
are not here for glory- There is no glory 
in slaying a fellow man—a fellow crea­
ture created in God’s image.

“We are not here for fun or our amuse­
ment. There is no fun or amusement in 
modern warfare.

“We are fighting for peace, for the 
fellowship of man in its fullest meaning 
—for the equal rights of the weak both 
for man and for nations. When I joined 
the Canadian army I did so after a care­
ful survey of the question from all sides 
and angles. I will not mention now the 
causes of the war; they are too well 
known to need repeating, sufficient that 
Canada and the Allies are right and my 
duty lay as a Christian and a gentleman 
to try and do what I could, as well as I 
could, to bring the war to a successful 
termination.

“And the big idea I want to impress 
on you is that if it is my lot to' die, I am 
satisfied.

“ ‘Is life so dear as to be purchased 
at the price of slavery? said Patrick 
Henry, ‘In what cause could man die 
better than that of principle?

“Yes, it is really a privilege to help in 
this great cause, and if necesgary to die 
for it. If I lived to be a thousand years 
old, I could never spend my life in a bet­
ter way than in sacrificing it for the 
same principles as those involved in the 
present war.

“And that, I am satisfied, is the view 
held by the great majority of Canadians

, “Thousands of Canadians have already 
died and probably many more will die, 
and we will hot grudge the dying if we' 
accomplish what we set out to do.. How­
ever, if party politics and weak 
rupt officials at home offset and lose for 
“à at home what we have fought and 
died for ont here, then dying will still 
have been worth while,—for we will have 
doBe our best,—but it will make Us lose 
to^ great extent the satisfaction of

“But I myself hope that I will not have 
to die. * Life is sweet. We are ready if 
necessary, bit we hope that it will not 
be necessary/' Time will tell. I would 
like to see all my friends—to be home 
once more. Tf I come through this I shall 
fry to be a better man—on that point I 
am resolved at least As you see, I was 
goin£ to speak of troubles, but it seems 
petty for me to speak of troubles I have 
seen when dthers have seen so much 
worse. Revenge is a unworthy impulse 
and I will not cherish it for myself, but 
some guilty ones must some day be pun­
ished for the grevious wrongs they have 
done and sins committed. There Is a 
Higher Judge in whose hands all this 
rests* My life is also in his keeping. Our 
only prayer in these -days must be to 
teach us to say ‘Not ours, but Thy will 
be done, oh, Lord I’. It Is not 
though.”
