" Soldiers Find Reception Dif-
ferent Than Last Year’s

Some Talk of Dr. Simons Be-
ing Forced to Resign Post
— Pressure Brought on
Austria Has Effect.

Allled Military Headquarters, Neuss,
March 10—Allied forces have virtually
completed the occupation of the Rhine
ports of the Ruhr region, all that re-
mains to be done being the seizure of a
few villages and important cross roads.
As yet commanding officers have not

arranged for a division of the occu:pled]
zone among the British, French and Bel- |

gian units gathered along the eastern side
of the Rhine.

The soldiers engaged in the operation
were delighted with their “military
promenade,” which was favored by un-
usually fine weather. They draw com-
parisons between - the reception given

them here and in Frankfort last year,'

and there seems to be a sort of friendly
atmosphere in the occupied district.

A Drusseldorf newspaper said yester-
day that tf the Allied authorities follow-
ed outlines laid down in the proclama-
tion by General Degoutte, the occupation
of the clty would be “supportable.”

New Proclamation.

General  Gaucher, in direct command
of French units here, has issued a new
proclamation, saying in substance that
the German delegates at the London
conference showed unwillingness to ob-
serve the Versailles treaty, and that the
Allies were forced to coerce the German
government to fulfill its obligations. He
has laid emphasis on. the fact that the
occupation is in no sense a hostile act
toward the population, and that, not
only was freedom to work guaranteed,
but the Allies authorities would do their
best to improve the conditions of the
people and assure an ample food supply.
He has said, however, that the people
must obey any regulations that may be
laid down.

While the presence of Allied troops
has been accepted in good grace by most
of the people, business men in the oc-
cupled district are worried over the con-
sequences of the new customs system.
Reports are currant that certain factor-
jes have cancelled orders amounting to
sixty million marks, but these rumors
have not been confirmed.

People of the middle and working
classes fear there will be an increase ini

the cost of living. They are laying in
stocks of provisions and are besleging
stores. In some cases, fear is expressed
that stocks of food will be rapidly ex-
hausted.

May Foece Stmons Out.

Berlin, March 10—The German gov-
ernment is issuing a white book on the
London conference. Both pan-German
and the moderate newspapers concur in
the statement that Dr. Simons’ latest
offer to the Allies was unauthorized and

declare that he will be obliged to re-|.

sign as foreign secrefary because he
ceeded the limits prescribed.

Hints at Woek Cessation,

Duispurg, March 10—Vague hints that
work throughout the Ruhr district of
Germany will cease within the next few
days, as the immediate result of Allied
oecupation of Duisburg, Duesseldorf and
Ruhort and the setzure of customs, were
made by German mine operators, civil
officials and workmen here last night.
There seemed to be little unrest among
workingmen last evening after they had
finished a full day’s work, however, and
thousands gathered on the streets to
watch curiously, the French sentries and
to inspect the French machine guns and
tanks. They appeared quite cheerful
and showed no resentment at the pres-
ence of Allied trobps.

Well informed Allied officials
clared they did not believe there would
be a strike in the Ruhr district, one as-

ex-

serting:—“The people do not intend to'

strike. Communists are pointing toward
Russia as Germany’s salvation, but
workingmen have repudiated that idea
and will repudiate it again. Business is
not at a standstill here and I think it
never will stop.”

Copenhagen, March 10. — There was
virtually no firing during the day yes-
terday between the combatant groups in
the Petrograd area, according to the
Helsingfors correspondent of the Poli-
tiken. The stream of fugitives from
Russia into Finland has almost ceased,
the correspondent reports, pointing to the
conclusion that Petrograd has been cut

off.

The effects of the Bolsheviki fire upon
Kronstadt are declared to have been
small, whereas great damage is reported
to have been caused on Petrograd by the
firing from the outside.

The message reports that Bolshevik
propaganda is- creating nervousness
among the workers in Kronstadt, who
are fearing a reactionary coup.

A message to the London Times from
Abo, Finland, states that the batteries
at Kronstadt, the Russian naval base,
where the revolution began, opened fire
yesterday against the seventh Bolshevik
