London, April 14—(Correspondence)—
During the mext d electricity will
become the main motive power of the
British Isles. In every part of the coun-

. try the use of electricity for powerlight-
ing and coal saving is being considered.

The government is planning the es-
tablishment of t power stations suf-
ficient to ptovigl:‘for the needs of the
whole country. These stations will be
built within the areas of the great coal
fields and are expected to be the means
of saving an enofmous amount of trans-

At the same time engineers are busy
getting out plans for a great extension
of the system of producing electricity by
water power, There is abundant water
power in Britain, especially in the north-
ern districts. This is to be harnessed
for the production of cheap electricity.

It is this rivalry of traction system,
over which railway engineers have dis-
puted for years as to which would prove
the best, the most efficient and the most
economical in the long run that has main-
ly held up the whole question of railway
electrification so long. Now it is being
recognized, even by the most conserva-
tive of railway directorates, that electri-
fication must come, and the sooner the
better for the transport system of the
country.

The scheme of electrifying the main
lines depends upon and coheres with
the great linking up and extension of
power stations on a national system
which will provide electricity through-
out the country for all users and pur-
poses. It is estimated that when elec-
trified the railroads will use one-fifth
of the total consumption of electricity
and that the scheme will prove a very
remunerative proposition. .
