MAINPROTECTION FOR FOX

A SAFE INVESTMENTIN QUEBEC PROVINCE A Fine Stock of Cloth­
ing Suitable For 

Working Men

Quebec, Jan. 16—Foxes receive 
aiderable attention in the annual report 
of Hector Charron, superintendent of 
fisheries and game which has now been 
made public.

Mr. Charron finds that there is a gen­
eral movement "In the province in favor 
of the breeding of fur-bearing animals. 
He notes that considerable work in this 
connection has been done at Lorette, in 
Rouville and at Lake Edward. These 
are in addition to previous establish­
ments at Lorette, Charlesbourg and Pi­
astre Bay.

“Since the breeding of foxes and oth­
er animals has already assumed such a 
development, which should not only be 
encouraged, but also protected,” con­
tinued Mr. Charron’s report.
Protective Means

“To that end an amendment was in­
serted in the game laws forbidding the 
hunting of yellow foxes between April 
1 and November 1 of each year, because 
before the yellow fox was protected 
hunters ignored the law protecting black 
and silver foxes and always told the 
game wardens that they were hunting 
red or yellow foxes. In connection with 
this, I must say that some provinces, 
such as Prince Edward Island and New 
Brunswick, are making great efforts to 
get as many foxes as possible from this 
province and I think I may say the 
same of the United States. Therefore, 
It is our duty not to let the animals be 
taken from us such as the black whose 
value amounts tq from $5,000 to $10,000 
a pair.

“The regions which require specially 
to be watched are the Upper St. Mau­
rice, Upper Lake, St. John and the Narth 
Shore, for the supply of foxes for our 
breeding farms comes chiefly from those 
regions where the agents for foreign 
companies will try to get them from us.

“We grant residents of the province 
wishing to establish a breeding farm 
licenses permitting them to take twelve 
yellow, black or cross foxes during the 
dose season. These licenses are given on 
certain conditions, among which is the 
prohibition to sell any of the foxes ta­
ken under the license to non-residents of 
the province unless the latter themselves 
have a license from the department per­
mitting them to capture or buy such 
'nimais here. The question as to wheth­
er the issue or such permits should be 
more strictly limited might be studied 
next session. In my opinion, every per­
ron wishing to have fdxes transported 
,n the province or to export them, 
should be bound to obtain a license 
with tags from the department.”
