MR. SWITH WILL
BE 101 YEARS OF
AGE  TOMORROW

Veteran North End Citizen Hearty
As He Makes New Stride Into
His Second Century

Probably the oldest man in St. John
is Louis Smith of Magaszine street, who
will be 101 years old tmorrow.

Mr. Smith has been a familiar figure
in the city for many years and many
a cheery greeting he gets as he goes
about selling fresh vegetables, which he
takes round in a wheelbarrow from
door to door. It spite of his years he
still raises it himself.

Mr. Smith was bomn in Havre, France,
on Aug. 20, 1812, and has seen many
adventures. ' He was one of the crew on
the vessel sent out by the French gov-
ernment in'search for Franklin the Arc-
tic explorer in 1848 and at another time
was shipwrecked off the New Zealand
coast, being one of five who were saved
out of a créew of twenty-four. Two out
of the five were afterwards killed and
eaten by savages to whose mercy they
were thrown by the sea. He also ser-
ved in the Crimean war but deserted
and swam & mile to escape in an Ameri
can vesel which landed him at this port.

Three days after landing he was mar-
ried to Catherine Reardon. He now has
three 'sons and. three daughters, forty-
six grandchildren and six great-grand
children. Mr.: Smith is still an active
man despite the burden of years.
