—Intending Students must be members of the Church in

good standing. They must be assured of the sincerity
of their motives, and the l‘ca.lity of their desire to serve
God in the work of the Ministry. Also, they must be
satisfied that they possess sufficient scholarship to pass
at least the examination for entrance into the literary
course. (See “ Literary Curriculum.”)

—They must-apply through the Ministers of the Congre-

gations to which they belong, or other Ministers of the
Presbyterian Church in Canada who are able to certify
to their moral and religious character, to some Presby-
tery of the Church, before which they must appear at
the time of application, to ul»tai’{l a certificate to the
Senate. ’

—They must send notice to the Registrar of the College,

or to the Principal, of their intention to pass an entrance
examination, not later than the first of October ; trans-
mitting therewith their Presbyterial Gertificate, speci-
fying also the extent of their Literary attainments,
and the year, Hivet; ' : k .

: in which they propose to enter. (See
“ Literary Curriculum ;” “Students in Theology,” &e.)
Graduates of Universities are exempted from examina-
tion in General Literature, but nmst state and be pre-
pared to certify their Degrees, and whether they have
passed an examination in‘iiebrew, with evidence of the
same; failing which, they must give notice of their
intention to pass the said Hebrew Examination (see
“ Students in Theology : Hebrew ”) on the first Thurs-
day in October.
