Witliout any doubt the most respectable
of these societies existing in this country at
the present day, is that of the Freemasons,
In applying the adjective “respectable ” to
a society condemned by the Church, we re-
fer solely to its antiquity, its action hitherto
in the United States, its members, its exten-
sion, and the repute of its members among
their fellow citizens. So far as this coun-
Iry is concerned, it may be rated as a pure-
ly beneficial institution (wilt the reader. be
pleased not to confound this adjective w'th
beneficent), for although it passed, in the
early part of this century, through the or-
deal of a very heated Suri,(‘l o(‘ state can-

with but passion—mad passion—it

wrong, and we certainly cannot prove the
reverse; still, the organization here is
affiliated with foreign organizations ot the
Same name, which have been and are daily
doing wrong.

‘We certainly do not overstate the fact,
| when we say that the vast majority of Ma-
sons In our couatry practically deem the
Lodge ““ a good enough religion ” for them-
selves; and we recall vividly to mind the
sensible and prudent words of the late Arch-
bishop Spalding, of Baltimore, who answer-
ed a Mason's letter asking why the Catholic
Church condenmins the Order, by saying:
“* This is.done for many vivid reasons,
chicfamong which is the fact that Masonery
18 the very best human andnatwral counter-
Jeit, avming to supersede our divinely re-
vealed and supernatural religion,”
Freemasons contend and teach by their
ritual that the Order owes its origin to the
building of King Solomon’s temple, and they
weave together rather a pretty, though utter-
ly tutile tale about
their Grand Masters while that structure
was as yet unfinished. Of course this is
very absurd, und an archaologist will readi-
ly perceive their whole ritual and instruc-
tions, from the degree of Entered Appréntice
up to the very highest conferred, to teem with
ill-assorted patchwork, incongruities, and
anachronisms, which take away from it all
claim to historical credence. The most
reasonable supposition is, that the workmen
and architects who built those splendid
temples of the middle ages, being necessit-
ated to pass from country to country, as
means or material for continuing a given
building failed, or as it became necessary
to stop, so that the portion last erected
might thoroughly settle, were obliged to in-
vent some sort of signs, grips, passwords,
ete., by which, when they should individual.
ly meet another body of operative masons,
they might not only secure employment, but
the employment and wages to which their
skill entitled them, Hence the names of
the various degrees of the Blue Lodge, the
whole ritual of which ;s filled with deno m-
inations taken from the stonemasons’ handi-
craft. To these words they now strive to
attribute a hidden, mysterious, and allegori-
cal meanipg, but the attempt is an utter
failure, and had but the effect of moving our
derision, until we found seme of the later and
more advanced German philosophers serious-
ly attempt to deduce sun and moon myths
from the ordinary nursery rhymes and tales.
It was sufficicntly ludicrous” when learned
men ““ with a bee in the bonnet,” undertook
to allegorize the Iliad and Odyssey—mirth-
provoking, but withal a little painfal, when
they would have us believe that the sacred
cow of the Brahmans impersonated the vital
principle; but these erudite professors had
not attained the superlative of babbling
idiocy, till they informed us that Jack and the
Bean-stalk, Lille Jonnie Horner, Liey-diddle-
diddle, and their foreign counterparts, in-
volve abstruse doctrinal allusions to the all-
pervading essence. The inanities of Frec-
miasonary are as nothing to this!
We should be travelling beyond the re-
cord did we say that all the other secret so-
cieties of our country have becn distinetly
modelled, to a greater or less extent, upon
Freemasonery. Of some among them we
canno! speak for lack of information, but so
far as our inquiry has extended, that is
about the statement of the case.  With some
changes in the titles of the officers, always
in the sesquipedalian direction, more or less
(especially more) unintelligible humbug in
the ritual, u change of some sort in the
idiotic regalia, and some modifications of the
oaths, fees, ceremonies of initiation and ad-

vasses, and even of a pr i

yet nothing whatever was definitely proved
against it, beyond its secrecy and oath-bound
nature—at least nothing that would, in the
eye of the civil law, prove it to militate
against the good of religion or of the body
politic. 'We have in abeyance the sath by
which its members were charged with bind-
ing themselves under the wost hideous im-
precations: ““ never to reveal, and ever to
conceal the crimes.of a brother Master Ma-
son, murder and treasoy alone excepted,
and these at my option,” since it was not
absolutely proven that such was, in dis-
tinet terms, their oath; while it was made
sufficiently ifest to all persons accns-
tomed to weigh evidence, that if the Ma-
sons took such obligation, they certainly
did not abide by jt. It is true its members
did at that time as Masons descend into the
political arena, but they could not then have
done otherwise. They were casentially
under persceution, and were obliged to de-
fond themselves by their votes against the
ostracism to which their opponents endea-
vored to subject them.  The anti-Masonic
party was a claptrap political or inti

ement, any one ot these, perhaps harm-
leas, certainly stupid, socicties will be found
very much like any other, and all of them
bearing plainly the earmarks of Masonry.
‘Lye only feature that is of any practical avail
in any of them is on the benefical, or, if you
please, the mutually helpful side, which
might readily exist without any of the sec
recy, oaths, tawdry regalia, or ridiculous
ritnal. Every man joining them, however,
is liable to find, to his cost, that he has tak-
en to himsclf a master in the shape of every
single member.  But he is once there. It
is much easier to get in than to get out,

however galling be the yoke. He might
have staid outside and had friende among the
members, but he cannot leave them with-
out making every member an enemy. How,
if he be a sensible man, he will endure, as
officer to go through with, or as member to
witness, from night to night all that so'emn
tomfoolery which sosoon becomes monoton-
ous, palls on the tongue, and causes the
stomach to gag, is more than we have ever
been‘able to comprehend.

{From our own Correspondent.] -
Washington, D. C., June 24.
Congress has gone. The last days of

what has been a semewhat i
session witnesssd unusual confusion and
Some scenes which but illy accord with the
dignity and character of such a body. The
end of the session is always attended with
more rush and excitement then the begin-
ning, but I have never witnessed snch a
general hub-bub as prevailed in and
about the Capitol during the last four days
of this session. Crowds of spectators
filled the galleries, corridors and Ppassage-
ways, while the lobbyists hurried to and
fro remaining at their posts until the last
vote was taken and the gavels of the
prosiding officers announced that the end
had come. The confusion and unusual
scramble was not confined to the erowd
outside, and the hundreds of eager indls
viduals: who were interested in some
schemo or itom that had boen tacked on
to one or the other of the omnibus appros
priation bills, but it extended to the floor
of Congress, where the importance of the
work in hand wolld seem to demand
calm, intelligent deliberation.
It is one of the unaccountable things it
tho history of each succoeding
that the important and real work of overy
session is left almost untouched until the
last moment, and then crowded pell-melly
nelter-skelter, through the fow last dayd,
It is then that comes a neck and crop rage
between the friends of each measure, and
this or that scheme which ought to be de:
