NORTH ATLANTIC IN JULY

MONSOONS AND HURRICANES PRE-
DICTED FOR THE MONTH.

The Hydrographer's Review of Jume
Weather and Predictions for July—
There will be Frequent Dense Fogs
Off the Banks.

[Boston Post.]

The African monsoon, will make its ap-
pearance soon. During July, August
and September the Southwest Monsoon
prevails throughout the wedge-shaped
region from about lat. 10° N., long 35°
W., to the African coast. This monsoen
and the accompanying easterly Guinea
current, should be remembered by mas-
ters of vessels who have to cross the line
during these three months. Captain
Striker of the Br. Bk. “Brunette,” who
has been crossing regularly twice a year
for the past 14 years states as follows:
“These winds blow for three months
of the summer—July, August and
September. In the monsoon season
wé get very little rain; it is a dry, strong
breeze from lat.4° N. to 11° or 12° N.
in the Bight of Benin and off the coast
about Cape Palmas, and sometimes as
far north as the Cape' Verde island;
thence the region extends westward, in
the shape of a wedge, to abeut lat. 10° N.,
long. 40° W., where the SW. monsoon
draws into the usual 8 SE. wind: The
true direction of the monsoon is SW. by
8.” This report confirms the indications
of Maury’s charts and other authorities,
and is especially valuable as coming
from a navigator who bas crossed the
line with such regularity and frequency.
Large numbers of icebergs, some of
them of enormous size, continue to be
reported off the Grand Banks and to the
eastward, and the latest reports show
that there are great quantities of bergs
and heavy field-ice east of Newfound-
land. The danger from theice and the
probable increasing frequency of fog re-
quire that the greatest caution should be
taken in crossing the Banks, and the
safest routes are south lat.

On the 25th a
storm originated to the northward of
Bermuda, and passed rapidly to the
northward and eastward, disappearing
on the 28th. It was accompanied by
moderate gales, with shifts of wind in
heavy squalls, On the 27th a long area
of low barometer stretched along
the Atlantic coast from Quebec
to the Gulf of Mexico. Thispass-
ed off the coast and increased in
epergy. A secondary to this storm seems
to have formed between noon of the
28th and 29th, about lat. 40 deg. N.; long.
62 deg. W. This secondary developed
very great energy, a reliable barometer
reading being reported as low as 29.26
(mercurial corrected) at6 p. m. on the
28th, about lat. 41 deg. 20 N., long 62
deg. W., and it was accompanied by very
heavy shifts of wind and squalls of hur-
ricane force. The main storm moved to
the northward and eastward, and disap-
peared after the 20th to the northward
of the transatlantic routes. The
secondary moved more slowly,
not disappearing till after the 30th and
héavy gales are reported as far south as
the 36th parallel, in long.60° W., and as
far east as the 35th meridian, on the
20th Fand 30th, after which the storm
moved north of the region of observation.

Domestic Cruelly.

By the death of Mrs. Rooney, which
occurred in Carleton last evening, a case
of domestic cruelty is brought to light.
The woman has been ill for several years,
and for nearly six weeks has been un-
able to leave her bed. A few weeks ago
a daughter of the deceased, a girl of
about eighteen years of age, was lying
in bed with her mother.JWm Rooney,her
father came into the house, she says,and
ordered the daughter to get up and get
some food ready for him. The girl was
ill and unable to comply with the order.
Her father thereupon caught her
by the hair and dragged her
out of bed and around the
house. She begged and screamed for
mercy but all to no avail.

The poor girl was a mass of bruises after
this beating and is now suffering almost.
total deafness from the effects of the
violence. It is also said that Rooney
was very bratal to his wife and refnsed
to supply her with sufficient food to live
on. At one time, a few years ago, Roon-
ey struck his better half with a wash-
board with such force that he destroyed
her liver, From that blow she never re-
covered and regularly during
her life spat up blood. Her dy-
ing request was that her husband
should not be allowed to see her.
Quarrels have been very frequent in this
household and Rooney has been often
seen beating his daughter.

The police will likely devote some of
their attention to this affair.

The preliminary examination of Chas.
M. Augustine. who was arrested a few
days ago, on suspicion .of having caused
the death of Frederick Schroder, was be-
gun this afternoon. Wm. H. Ingram
was examined. He testified to having
lived in St. John for the past five or six
weeks. He was at James Miller’s boarding
house on Wednesday, Thursday and
Friday nights. He knew the prisoner,
Augustine, and had seen him at Miller’s.
He heard Augustine say that the other
man (Schroder) had called him bad
names and that he had hit him and
knocked him down stairs. This happen-
ed the second night he (witness) was
at Miller’s. Agustine did'nt  tell
him of the occurrence, but
spoke out before a number of people,
among whom were Miller, three of his
daughters and some sailors. This was
the day before Schroder was taken to
the hospital. Augustine’s words were,
“He called me bad names and Ihit him
a clout and knocked him down stairs.”
Miller who was present told him to hush
his tongue,

On examination by Mr. Davis, counsel
for the defence, witness stated that when
he heard of Schroder’s death the prison-
er’s words recurred to_him, and he then
believed it was Augustine who had caus-
ed Schroder’s death. He thought Augus-
tine should be punished, but had some
feeling for him, believing that he might
have been in drink at the time he struck
deceased.

James Miller was then put on the stand
to testify.
