in England that they were employed only 
by the higher classes at the nHiIdle of the 
seventeenth century. About the period 
of the Revolution, 1668,few English noble- 
men had more than a dozen frks of silver, 
along with a few of iron or steel. At length 
for general use steel forks became an arti- 
ele of manufacture at Sheffield ; at first 
they had but two prongs, and it was only 
in later times that the three-pronged kind 
were made.
