Boston, Mass., Feb. 4.—“I intended 
that it should go through my heart-, and 
am sorry that it did not,” said Warren 
Spurr to Dr. Parker, as the latter leaned 
over him in his (Spurr’s) room at 5 
Beacon street, last evening.

Spurr, who is 30 years of age, formerly 
resided at 8 Bowdoin street About two 
months ago his wife died, and soon after 
he went to live at 5 Beacon street The 
loss of his wife brought on a fit of des­
pondency, from which his friends have 
since been unable to rally him.

Yesterday he sent a note to a lady, a 
friend of his family, and one to his 
brother inviting them to join him at 
dinner at a restaurant The brother 
failed to 
Warren
together, after which they returned to 
his room expecting to find his brother 
there.

Upon arriving at his room and not 
finding his brother, Warren requested 
the lady to go to his father’s house on 
Bowdoin street and call his brother. She 
went, but failed to find the brother. 
When she returned to Spurr’s room she 
found him in bed, apparently suffering 
great agony. At Spurr’s request she 
called Dr. Parker of Bowdoin street.

Spurr told Dr. Parker that he had shot 
himself About an inch below his heart 
was found the bullet wound.

Dr. Parker ordered, the removal of his 
patient to the Massachusetts General 
Hospital, and while preparations were 
being made for the removal, Spurr used 
the language quoted at the beginning 
of this story. He also told the doctor 
that he had taken a half teaspoon­
ful of crystalized chloral.

The hospital physicians probed for 
the bullet but were unsuccessful, and 
considered Spurr’s condition critical.

Warren Spurr is 30 years of age, is a 
nephew of Howard W. Spurr, and is well- 
known in society.

Ottawa, Ont, Feb. 5.—Hon. Wm. Mc­
Dougall one of the fathers of confedera­
tion and formerly a supporter of Sir 
John Macdonald has returned to his first 
love. He has created a sensation in 
political circles by declaring himself op­
posed to his nephew, Erastns Wiman’s 
policy of unrestricted reciprocity and 
direct taxation. In an interview he 
said .

Do you think it probable, he was ask­
ed. that a majority of the people of Can­
ada will be disposed to support Mr. Wi­
man’s scheme of commercial union in 
preference to a treaty of reciprocity on 
the principle of the treaty of 1854?

“When you talk of the wish 
or the opinion of the majority in 
such a case as this, one is inclined 
to give the answer of the Indian 
"white man very unsartin.” In 
.» recent letter to Mr. Wiman. 
who is as you know, a Can­
adian and being also a near relative as 
well as a devoted and generous friend, I 
took the liberty of'dissentidg from his 
scheme of reciprocity as outlined in his 
speech at Boston.

The.following summary of my object­
ions though not intended for publica­
tion yon may copy and publish if you 
think proper I regard annexation as 
unattainable in our day except by 
force, which means war between 
England and Canada on the one side 
and the United States on the other. I 
don’t expect to witness that catastrophe. 
If annexation therefore is out of the ques­
tion in our time why should we permit 
it to obscure the true issue? 
Why aboudon the reasonable 
beneficial and probably the only feasible 
scheme, to wit, thj free interchange of 
enumerated home productions on both 
sides? Even this adjustment, as you 
know, will not give us free trade; there 
will still be a wire fence. Foreign goods 
cannot cross the line from either side 
without payment of duty. Custom 
houses, therefore, must still be main­
tained.

In my humble opinion a reciprocity 
treaty on the basis of that of 1854 but 
including a greater range of articles is 
the only practical method of dealing 
with our neighbors while Canada re­
mains a British colony.

1 throw out these hints as an old 
timer who has had practical experience 
in political affairs. Burdened with 
nearly $800,000,000 of debt and a yearly

question. The provinces are pretty 
heavily hardened already in that line 
and any government proposing 
to raise say $40,000,000 a year by direct 
taxation might as well secure tickets for 
Honolulu or some other remote but hos­
pitable island beyond the reach of your 
telegraph system. Believing that a suf­
ficient revenue by direct taxation will 
not be achieved in onr day, I am in favor 
of reasonable import duties for 
federal revenue; moreover, . it 
must not be forgotten that free 
imports from a foreign country will 
have to be free from the mother country. 
Tariff discrimination against her in fav­
or of foreign countries would soon sever 
the British connection.

Mr. McDougall said in conclusion: 
The proposals of the Dominion govern­
ment through the Secretary of State for 
the colonies, do not seem to conflict with 
my views as expressed in my letter of 
the 28th January, and I am therefore 
well pleased to find myself so strongly 
endorsed.

Said Hon. W. Costigan toyyour corres­
pondent : I am of opinion the opposition 
will not carry more than three seats in 
New Brunswick. If they secure four 
I would be disappointed. Everything 
indicates a conservative victory all 
along the line.

London, Feb. 6.—The Standard in an 

editorial argues that there is a political 
object lurking behind the new American 
tariff which seeks to drive Canada into a 
corner and inflict the greatest possible 
commercial injury on her, hoping that 
the Canadians worn out by the struggle 
will ask admittance to the United 
States. This the paper declares 
constitutes a weak point in Sir John Mac­
donald’s, otherwise statesmanlike policy. 
Neither Sir John Macdonald, nor the 
opposition proposal are likely to be en­
dorsed by America bat the former’s is a 
dignified patriotic scheme of which 
no Canadian or Englishman 
need be ashamed. An elec­
tion will compel Secretary Blaine and 
his government to show their cards face 
upward and will thus serve a useful pur­
pose. One thing is perfectly clear, 
America will never help Canada to get 
rid of her commercial embarrassments 
unless Canada consents at the same time 
to surrender her political independence.

The Times says:—The adoption of 
the McKinley bill is hardly to 
lessen America’s opposition to Sir 
John Macdonald’s offer of reciprocity, 
but the collapse of the tariff movement 
may weaken the forces of the American 
protectionists and incline them to a com­
promise. We doubt whether the ques­
tion will be fought out at the elections 
on a broad issue of commercial union; 
It is feared there will be an attempt to 
capture the popular vote under false pre­
tences. It would be rash to speculate 
upon the verdict We have no sym­
pathy with the so-called national policy 
to which is chargeable some of the 
Dominion's present difficulties.

The Sawtell Harder.
The Chicago police are said to have 

under surveillance Dr. Blood, the man 
accused of being responsible for the mur­
der of Hiram Sawtell in New Hampshire 
about a year ago. Isace Sawtell was 
convicted of killing his brother but after 
asserted that Blood was the man who 
engineered the crime. Blood disappear­
ed from the scene of the mnrder soon 
after the excitement and was supposed 
to have gone to Denver, Col. It is now 
claimed that he is in Chicago selling his 
medicines under an assumed name. The 
New Hampshire authorities, it is thought 
are not in a hurry to get him as they 
have no evidence on which to convict 
him aside from Sawtell’s word. They 
are,.however, having him kept under 
police surveillance so that in case any 
new evidence is discovered they can have 
him brought back for trial.

Telegraphic Flashes.
Assistant president Shaughnessy of the 

C. P. R. was interviewed last evening at 
Montreal, with reference to a report that 
the Canadian Pacific railway train men 
contemplated going out on a strike. He 
denied that there was any trouble with 
the conductors and said that certain con­
cessions have been made to the other 
hands. He could not say if these con­
cessions would be accepted by the men.

At II a. m. yesterday at Hazleton Pa. 
while two men were dri.ling a hole in a 
chamber in the lower lift of No. 1 slope, 
they broke into old No. 8 slope, which 
had been idle five years and been flooded 
to the mouth with water. In a moment 
the water rose so rapidly that before any 
attempt could be made to rescue the rest 
of the workmen the mine, 630 feet deep, 
was filled to the mouth. Eighteen men 
were lost, eight of whom were married.

Inconsequence of ship owners taking 
hostile legal action, the I ondon docks’ 
joint committee has abandoned discharg­
ing ships and a confli t between the 
dockers and shipowners has commence t. 
The latter will be comnelled to organize 
a staff of 2,5h0 loaders and unloaders to 
meet the ordinary demands of the port. 
The entire police division will also be 
needed to protect the men while at work.

In the house of commons in England, 
yesterday, Gladstone moved the second 
reading of his bill to remove religious 
disability and during the course of his 
remarks said : "Its seriously doubtful 
now whether Roman catholics are legal­
ly disabled from holding the offices of 
Viceroy of Ireland and Lord Chancellor 
of England. The catholic^ relief act did 
not impose in so many words a dis­
ability to hold these offices. It pro­
vided that no catholic should be entitled 
to hold them otherwise than as now 
legally entitled.” After some debate the 
motion was rejected.

FURNITURE. CATTLE SHIPPERS, 
lie Withdrawing; From the Service 
An Object Leeeon for Striker*.
