WHEREAS, by the 255th Section
of “The Customs’ Act, 1898,” it is
enacted that the Governor in Coun-
cil may prohibit the exportation or
carriage coastwise of the following
ammunition and
gunpowder, military and nayal
stores and any articles which He,
by and with the advice aforesaid,
deems capable of being converterl
_| into or made useful. in' increasinz

‘stores, or far purposes of hoetility,
or destruction in war, proyisions, or
any sort of victual which may ba
used as food by man.
