He was, it 18
said, going to some KEuropean horse
race. So he was angry at us becausc
we-stood in his way when claiming our
rights as United States citizens. But
Fod overrules all. The consul ecame frorl
Beyrout, secured a list of our com-
plaints and worked with great energy,
firmness and prudence. The governor
of the state was ordered on board the
cruiser. He presented a list of com-
plaints against me personally, which
were proved before his face in the pres-
ence of the naval consul to be utterly
untrue and preposterous. On the other
hand, every claim I made was sustain-
ed, my points were all granted. The
Sultan had demanded my deportation
from the country, but the grouuds -of
this demand having been proved base-
less, the TTnited States declined to allow
it. - Now the United States cruiser
Marblehead is anchored in front of our
home where we can signal if needed. I
feel- assured that but. for its preésence
there would have beeh another massa-
cre in Morsini, and other places. No
city now of any considerable size has
escaped massaere in the interior. We
are hoping God will soon intervene and
upturn this detestable government.

SAID TO BE A PLANT

Belief That the Filibustering Cuban
Steamer Was Only Used as
a Blind.

And That the Arms and Ammunition
on Board Were franshipp-
ed ag xea.

Chicago, Jan. 30.—A special from
Washington City says:

There is a curious rumor here to the
effect that the true story has not yet
been told as to the alleged wreck of the
steamer Hawkins, which had just set
out to carry a load of men and ammuni-
tion to Cuba.

Some people close to the revolutionists
say the whole thing is* a ‘‘plant,” and
the Spanish minister and the United
been cleverly
fooled. For some reason that cannot be
definitely traced there is a beliet in the
Cuban colony that the arms supposed t6
have been on' the Hawkins were eithe:
transshinped at sea or sent out secretly
on some other vessel and suspicion in-
tentionally directed against the Hawk-
ins for the purpose of throwing the
Spanish spies and the United States
revenue authorities off the track. Peo-
ple here are wondering what the steam-
er was doing on Long Island Sound if it
was en route to Cuba. Minister De
Lome was apparently supplied with the
fullest information in- regard to the
movements of the steamer Hawkins.
and acting ‘on his instructions officers of
the navy and revenue marine were in-
structed to look after the steamer and
its intended consort all 'the way from
Hampton roads to Tampa. ~ While the
stories of the survivors appear to read
straight enough, the general opinion is
that there has been something crooked
ahout the whole transaction. It is
known here now ‘that in a previous casc
the Cuban revolutionary committee sup-
plied the Spanish minister with false in-
formation regarding an alleged filibus-
tering expedition and then, while he
was busily engaged with the assistance
of the United States in endeavoring to
head it eoff.-at -genuine expedition-slipped. -
out without notice and made a siecess-
fnl landing in Cuba. The understand-
ing seems to be that something of the
kind was attempted in the case of the
steamer Hawkins, but just what the
wreek had to do witu it or whether it
was part of the programme ecannot be
definitely ascertained.

New York. Jan. 30.—Gloom pervad-
ed the headquarters of the Cuban revo-
lutionary  party to-day. The leaders,
who would not admit last night that
any filibuster expedition met with dis-
aster, freely admitted that the repnort-
ed wrecking of the steamer Hawkins
was correct. Thomas Palma, the ac-
knowledged head of the Cuban revolu-
tionary party, said that about $100,000
had been expended in fitting out the
steamer J. W. Hawkins, including arms
and ammunition. One Cuban made
the startling announcement that it was
evidence there had been treachery.

Havana, Jan. 30.—Several members
of the central committee of the reform-
ist party have resigned. It is estimated
that one thousand persons: have fled
from Sabinilla to Matanzas. The in-
surgents plundered stores in Cilrd and
attacked Guiera Macurijea, south of Sa-
binilla. = The garrison repulsed the ene-
my, when the attack was renewad. he
insurgents suffered severe loss and re-
treated five miles and then

reconcen-
trated.

An Order-in-Council is Passed Prohib-

ing the Importation of Bulbs and

The following order was passed on
the 17th inst. by the Governor-General
in council:

Whereas, in view of the reported presence
of Asiatic cholera in epidemic form in cer-
tain districts of Japan from which the im-
gortation of bulbs and plants was excluded
rom vessels bound dlrectlg to the United
States, and which were su sequently to be
sent forward by one of the steams:ip lines
to a Canadian port, it is advisable that such
bulbs and plants, not suspectible of being
disinfected, should be prevented from pas-
sage through Canadian quarantines.

His Excellency, in virtue of the provisions
of Chapter 68, Revised Statutes, intituled
“An Act resgecting Quarantine.” and by
and with the advice of the Qucen's
Privy Council of Canada, is pleased to order
that the importation inte Canada of bulbs
andegrowing‘ plants in earth, from the in-
fect: cholera districts of Japan, shall be
and the same is hereby prohibited.

His Excellency is further pléased to order
that the present order shall be. and the
same is hereby declared to be a quarantine
regulation. .
