Public Works.

Honoluly, April 7.—The government

itic laborers. The conditions read: “The

i tie labor has been discriminated against
! ¢irectly by 1he . government, and the ef-

on a vast waste of water, whose yellow
waves. tossed high by a strong breeze
from the the porth all day, rolied over
wiat last’ week were fi.lds and ghrdeuns
 and dooryards. All day the torrent
poured from the Missouri across Norti
Omaha’s gardens into Florence and Cut-
i off lakes. The former has lost its id=u-
! tity in the general flood, and the latter
| may soon.

To-night the water is seven feet high-
er than it was on Tuesday morning, anc
is surely cutting away the dykes that

i hold it-back from sweeping to join the
i Missouri and turn the long abandoned
i course of that stream again into a race.
At sundown the wind had died away
to a great extent, but was still blowing
| a steagy breeze. The stream running
into Cut-off lake from the mnorth 'has
! been increased in volume, but no longer
| had a bank to tumble over. The wa-
| ter in the lake has risen to the level of
! the water above, and the whole flood
was spending itself against the first of
the dykes at the foot of the lake. 't'his
is still two feet above the surface of the
water, but the waves have cut it ter-
ribly during the day, and it may give
wav before morning. . :

The . situationn down town is un-
\ changed. The river is rushing at'a
fifteen-mile gait. The Burlington: has
dumped several train loads of stone ,n
the place where its tracks were under-
mined and a further cut is impossible.
The Union Pacific has protected its
track from further encroachmgefrts.

A special from Vermillion, S. D., to-
night reports a further rise in the river
at that point. There have been no
lives lost so far as is known, but the
damage to farm property and live stock
has been enormous.
