LONDON, Jan. 16—“Truth publish-
es a heartrending story of how a con-
filding but penniless English peer was
trapped into marriage by a heartless
American heiress. The peer was, in
the first instance, in the clutches of a
money-lender, who, having presumably
squeezed him dry, suggested that a
marriase with an American heiress
would be the best way of placing him
in a stable financial condition. The
peer concurred, and the delicate
scheme was placed in the hands of a
soclety marriage broker, who soon pro-
duced an American lady with a certain
income, and a marrlage was duly ar-
ranged; but, almost immediately, the
broker heard of' another American
heiress, from whom = latger commis-
sion could be obtained, and, pointing
out the superior advantages of this al-
lance from a flnanciel point of view,
he threw over the first lady, and the
peer became engaged to and married
the second. The pafinful fact then be-
came kmown to him that the sum
mentioned to him as his bride’s in-
come was her entire capital. He con-
siders he has been ruthlessly swindled,
saddled with a wife he did not want,
vithoat the fortuns he did want. It is
pitiful to nreflect upon the miserable
time this romantic sprig of the Eng-
lish nobiiity must be having.

FRENGH ROYALISTS
USE VIOLENT LANGUAGE

PARIS, Jan. 186.—Some attention is
being directed to an attempt now be-
ing made to bring about an active
Royalist agitation in France in favor
of the Duke of Orleans, the French
pretender.

According to certaln persons, who
profess to be well informed, the pre-
tender recently expressed dissatisfac-
tion with the manner in which the
Monarchist propaganda has been car-

.ried on, and M. Bezine, chief of the

Duke’s “political bureau,” feeling him-
self disgraced, resigned. It is consid-
ered evident that the resignation of M.
Bezine marks the inauguration of more
active and more violent methods.

At a Royalist meeting held in a Par-
18 hall, a few nights since, the most
violent “language was used. M. Leon
Daudet, son of the novelist Alphonse

Daudet, and editor of & new daily Ro- |
yalist néwspaper, said to be subsidized |
by the pretender, spoke in the most in- |

sulting terms of President Fallieres,
praising the waiter Mattis, for assault-
ing the president. M. Daudet added
that if ever M. Clemenceau, the pre-
mier or M. Briand the Minister of Jus-
tice, dared to enter his private house,
or even the offices of his newspaper,
they would have thelr brains blown
out with a revolver.

A great struggle, he declared, was

about to hegin between the Royalists !

and the Republic, which would lead to
the loss of lives.

WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY
10 BE USED IN AIRSHIPS

BERLIN, Jan. 16—~The German mili-
tary authorities are making exhaustive
experiments with the working of wire-
less telegraphy from airships. The par-
ticular questions which it was -desired
to have answered were whether the use
of wireless telegraphy on board an air-
ship carrled with it the danger of an

.explosion, and whether it in any way

interfered with the working of the ma~-
chinery. The system of wircless tele-
graphy employod is said to have been
already tested in this way by French
and Belgian aeronauts in the airship
It has been found that it is
possible to hold communication with
wireless stations on the earth without
any kind of injurious effects to the aer-
ial craft. Another series of experi-
ments have been carried out with regis-
tering balloons. These are provided
with receiving apparatus, and a special
contrivance by which a valve is op-
ened as soon as a message has been
recorded, and the balloon is brought
dowr. to the ground. Excellent results
are said to have been obtained with
this arrangement, which it is believed
would be of great utility in time of
War.

- A HOSPITAL BURNED

Yesterday the Trull Hospital, a pri-
vate institution owned by Dr..J. Frank
Trull at Biddeford, Me., was burned.
Fifteen patients were removed to
places of safety after much difficulty.
The loss is $40,000 and is partlally cov-
ered by insurance. The hospital was
burned twice before.

Yesterday’'s blaze was discovered
about nine o'clock, “in the cellar, over
the boilers. 'The paticnts were removed
during a blizzard and the firemen bad
a difficult task fighting the-flames.

The hospital was first opened in
June, 1900, and was burned on March
1, 1906. It was reopened and dedicated
again in February, 1%07. The previous
fire was a sensational one, because the
sungeons, who were in the midst of an
operation on the top flor of the build-
ing, remained and finished their deli-
cate work wiile the fire engines bum-
med cutside and the attendants held
umbrellas over the physiclans and the
patient to leep off the water coming
through the roof from the firemen's
