tha the deliverance of the Imperial
Privy Counocil.did not in the least affect
the discretionary power of the Governor-
General in Council and of thw Parlia-
ment of Canads, The force of that de-
liverance was simply advisory, and, in
aocordance with the 28ad Seotion of the
Manitoba Act, subsection 2, (under
which alone, as their lordships decided,
the appeal of the minority was admissa-
ble) it could not possibly be otherwise.
The Juadioial Committee of the Imperial
Privy Councll simply decided that the
Roman Catholic minority of "Manijoba
had a case, and that ander the provispns
of the Manitoba Act, they were engftied
to present an appesal to the GoSernor.
General in Council and that the Governor
@enera! in Council could issue & remed-
ial order and could introduce remedial
legislation, But whether the Canadian
government should issue such an order
or introduce such legislation remained
a matter entirely within its own disore-
tiony a discretion which could not bé
overruled by sny ocourt or judicial
authority in the Empire.

If these were our own unsupported
conclusion they would of course pass for
very littlé, and certainly the Mrssexoxs
Axp VisiTor is too modest to venture fo
put forth in such a case its unsupported
opinions in opposition to the deliver-
ances of gentlemen learned in the Iaw.
But the present oase is evidently one‘in
which “doctors differ,” and plain people
like ourselves must per-foree do the best
they ean to reach correct conclusons in
the presence of conflicting legal oracles.
But these conclusions do not lack very
distinguished legal support, as any one
who has read the record of the debate
which occurred in the House of Com-
mons at Ottawa on the 16th and 17th of
July must be convinced.

Sonth Rawdon, Hanta Co,, N. 8, has a
Baptist church, which though among the
smallest of our churches, has done good
segvioe, by giving to the world men of
mibch ability and usefulness. Among
the ministers of the past generation korn
here, or born from above -here, are the
late Richard McLearn, Michel Doyle,
and John Dayle,

This church was organized in Nov. 5,
1823, Rev, R. Mclearn was the first
astor. By the cburch record we learn
that this pastor did vigorous service,
which resulted in the conversion of many
Early in its hutor{ this church appears
to have taken a foremost place in the
brotherhood. It has passed through the
usual vicisitndes of our early churches.
Its trials have not been few. Belween
the lines of its history we may read of
independent thinking—crude ideas of
christian life, church fellewship and dis-
cipline, such as ‘may aoccompany the
breaking in of evan, ali«lm on
the darkness of n cold and f ritunl
ism. and the early days of & new life in
Christ Jesus. Rawdon has supplied good
material for ourfeducatioual institutions.
The names of illulm and are
found on its lists, and doubtless in the
final summing up of its work it will be
found that much good has been done.
The additions o the church sinoce its or-
gnniution nearly 72 years ago, are sowe
vo hundreg. By emigration it has con
tributed largely 10 the strength of other
churches Itnow has about ome hun-
dred resident members.

Bro. Byzanson, Blc., is serving in the
)astorate, with much moceptance. The
iants County Auxiliary Home Mission
Board held its quarterly meeting at South
Rawdon on the 5th of August. This
place s quite out of the centre of the
district, yet a fair representation of the
churches was present. Pastors Weathers,
Murray, Rees,and G. E. ‘Roop and W
Byranson, Lidentiates, were here, and all
engaged with care and zeal in the con-
sideration of the atfairs of our churches in
this county. The reports -from the
churches were hopeful. The pastors and
people are united and struggling bravely
with all the trials incident to Baptist
church life. No special revivals.-so
much sought for—have been enjoyed
during the quarter. All the too-common
perplexities of financing in our churches
are being expe:ien After all the
long discussions we have had on this
subject, and the oarrying out of warious
methods in some of onr ohurches, which
have carried us far beyond the expe:r
oental stage, it is not complimentary o
us that so many of our ohurches ard yot
in the fog on the question of finances,
when the simple application of business
prinoiples with the added foroe of chirist-
an beneficence would at anoe lift a1t our
churches and pastors to s doniforiable
position.  The sconer we sbandon the
potion that want of financial ability s
our chief diffioulty the better for us. For
the renl troable In the onse lies in" the
aheonoe of the right use of our means.

As n ritle comparctive indiffer-
ence to ruligious things is the sequel of
such neglect wherever found. In Den-
ver | saw three Brothers who were once
members of a Baptist church in Nova
Scotin. One of them had been active
for several years in the First Baptist
church of Denver, having secured and
presented his letter without delay, But
the other two, omitting this, had by the
timme I met them, grown quite out of
sympathy with the aims of devoted
Christians, One Sabbath during my
stay in that stirriog, city, while the one
brother was employed as usher in the
chureh above named, the othertwo were
engaged in tahing 1o the exhibition build-
ing the remainder of their exhibit that
they might have everything in order
against the openingof the Exposition
on the following day. The interest of
the one in what pertains to the welf
of souls had been debpened by continu
ance within the warmth of a churel
home ; and the measure of interest
which the others had had in such thin
prior to leaving this’ province, was al-
most entirely lost after s period of ab-
sence from their native village and their
tallure to identify themselves with God's
r«opla. in the city where they were doing
business. In the face of such examples
as this, which might be multiplied inde-
finitely, the sfirmation may be made
that exertion for the keeping of those
who change their location in active con-
nection with Christian -ob k is not

lled with the strangers

whom you now dwell. Means must be
used for continuing nigh the Saviour;
and when nigh unto Him there will be
nearness to the devoted afar off as well
a8 to those with whom we daily mingle.
Let parents counsel their children wisely
then, touching this thing. Letthem in-
form the pastors into whose vieinity
their ohildren come, of the fact of their
coming and bespeak for them what will
be spiritually helpful. Pastors accord
hearty wel to epistiea ying
information of this sort from parents
and friends, and altogether too few of
them are written, Too often, allg, are
pustors left to find out about new-comers
as best they oan.

Thirdly, "the pastors themselves ought
ever to be on the alert about this watter—
alert to follow up those departing from
their own comgregations and escourdge
their wnion with Baplist churches where
they go; and. alert, too, to discover ond
win those emigrating from other Baplist
churches inlo the lerritory o by
their ownm, For effort, let us bear well in
mind, is needed _at both ends.—at the
place left and the place reached, The
thing may be properly! worked at one
end, but entirely miscarry becanse

ly worked, or not at all. at the other.
It is high time, assuredly, that the
non-resident lists in some of our church-
o8 were ver iderably reduced.

The cold ia less felt than we easterners
oan imagine as we read the degrees
below gero. | met many Ontario snd
Nova Scotia people who told me they
would not exehange - their Manitoban
climate for our eastern, and have no de-
sire to return.  They believe their T«n
country is yet golng to be a sort of land
of Cansan, and they are hopeful in” the
extreme. Idon't think any person in
the east need fear the climate. There
is an abundance of room and the people
are among the strongest and most level
headed I have seen. A good imigration
of Baptists to all those regions would be
of untold good. Itis n wonderful outlet
for surplus population and for those who
desire to make provision for those wha
are to be the succeeding generations.

Who can estimate of how much worth it
would be to the cause of our Redeemer
if every church in our convention should
at once turn to an examination of its
roll of members, and, after getting infor-
mation, if possible, as 10 the whereabouts
of each person, use every legitimate
means to induce absentees to call for
lotters and unite elsewhere?

‘of passing over into the Roman Cathelle
chureh. Failing to make himself known
o Baptists ugion coming 1o the oity, and
ovinoing no special interest: in his own
denominatian, some Cathollo friends ()
with whom he was thrown in contact
by cireumstanocos, set about in wily way,
s usual, to enlist his sympathies with
them. Quiet disoussions in the family
soon unsettied him a little from old be-
liefi ; and then a priest, of affable and
persuasive manners, was brought in, and
#0 craftily did he operate that the young
man was almost unconsciously, led for
ward to the point where he was begin-
ning to think of hecoming a votary of
Rome. Never shall 1 forget that fore
noon with this exoellent brother, nor
the day soon after, when it was my pleas
ure togwelcome him by letter from the
church where ho was baptized, 10 mem
bership with us, Happy wes he indeed,
at thought of what he had escaped ; and
concerning nothing did he afterwards
speak more emphatically than the nec
essity, for purposes-of protection and
growth, of sffecting an immediste (rans.
fer from the roll of one Haptist church
to that of another at change of residence,

Permit now a few definite suggestions,
—old wuggestions, but such as require
frequent repetition

The firetin that the Baptist brother or
sigter who removes  from ome comgmunity
to another showld promptly secure a letter
from the church m behind to the Bop-
tist church én_whose vicinity residence ia
taken up., Often it removal there is un-
certainty as to the length of the sta
that will be made in the new place, and
for this renson many allow years to pass
in o religiously homeless "state. Uon-
nected only by name with the old
church, they are livin* with slight sense
of religi ibi d th

»es, soime, and some
churches weloome many, of the non-
residents of sister ohurches ‘to places
made vacant by those dismiseed. «

We have frequently enough been told
of the boy who was asked if his father
was & vnr{num, and who, in reply, said
“Yes." but signifioantly added, “He
isn't working at itnow.” Miny another
son could say the sume of his father and
many a father say jt of a son. And one
great reason why multitudes of Christian
men and women are “not working at it
now' is becande of neglect in this very
matter of transferring membership at
going fMrom place to place. Not a-few
who were sotive where they were, are
1ot active where they are, on account of
not having assumed any responsibility
in the new ocommunities. There are
rersons who find excuses for not seour-
ing lotters in the all unsociability
sod unfrienditness of « among whom
they have come to reside. But it will
be found that sooiability and friendliness
are shown us when we oursefres give
exhibition of the ssme unto others. o
ocho that is heard is & rdpetiiion of the
words first spoken, and what we bestow
upon people largely determines what we
recelve in return. Delay in casting in
our ot with others conveys the ides that
wi would prefer holding aloof and that
we onre not to take upon ourselves any
obligations.

Removal from the atmosphere of one
ohurch 1o that of another often reveals
socrets that would otlierwise remain
hidden. We may think we are doing
things wholly for the Lord when wWe are
doing them ohiefly for ourselves and our
friends. Back yorder in the former
ohurch we knew everybody and every.
body knew us, and what we did was
recognized, and we muoh liked the way
things were done there because we were
brought up to that way. Dut in the
place of worship we now enter all are
strangers, and everything wears an
unhomelike aspect. And do we on this
aoccount take the attitnde of eoritical
spectators merely? If so, we are “weigh-
ed in the balance and found wanting.”
It the spirit had been what it ought to
have been in the previous sitnation
would there pot have ensued quick and
cheerful adjustment to the new condi-
tions? Such as can identify themselves
with no_band of christians of like faith
and order except there be an environ-
ment there of & certain sort are in no fit
state to labor for the spread of the gospel
anywhere. To blame circupstances for
absence of energetic effort is.to proclaim
our need of some change within, It is
well that now and again we shifted,

Some of them are from Nova Sootia and
there. is room and need for more. The
churches are far apart and will be so
untl wo can open up new Helds and push
this evangelistic work.

The Boards of both men and women
are strong, intelligent and trustworthy.
Their far-seeing and sound judgment
impressed me muek as also did their
own personal self saorifice.

I , therefore, for substantial aid
lish, German, Boandinavian and
India work that this nefv part of our Do-
minion so providentially opened up for us
may not be left to grow s of in-
ditference, skepticism, and their attend-
antevils, Now is our time as Baptisth
to go forward In ve effort.
