SUBSTITUTE
RED ENSIGN
FOR THE BLUE

The Lords Commissioners of the
Admiralty have requested all yacht
clubs having Admiralty warrants to
substitute the red ensign for the blue
ensign for the present, and the R.K.
Y.C. have issued instructions to this
effect to all yatchts of the squadron
entitled to fly the latter.

The white ensign and the Union
Jack may be flown only by ships of
the Royal Navy and there is @ heavy
penalty for any other  craft fying
either.

The blue ensign is the flag of the
Royal Naval Reserve and there is also
a heavy penalty (500 pounds sterling)
if it is flown by any vessel not quali-
fied.

As regards yachts, the qualifications
are that they must belong to a yacht
club having an Admiralty warrant; the
yacht must be registered and carry a
warrant issued by the Admiralty
through the club secretary.

The red ensign is the flag of the
merchant marine and is flown by all
vessels not entitled to fly the whita
ensign or blue ensign. This red ensign,
or in Canada, the Canadian ensign, is
the only flag that may be legally flown
on yachts that have not warrants 1s-
sued by the Admiralty. The pilot
jack, which is the Union Jack, with a
white border, may be flown at the
stemhead of any vessel.

Dr. W. H. Wallace, of Cal-
ifornia, now in ecity, tells
of sights in Paris during
war time,

To have a European trip and the op
portunity of his daughter attending a
college in Germany prevented by the
declaration of war, is the experience
of Dr. W. H. Wallace, who was at the
Royal Hotel yesterday, While he is
disappointed that his tour had to be
interrupted and his daughter unable
to attend to her studies in Germany,
Dr. Wallace has undergone an experi-
ence that he will always remember
and is happy that he is safe on this
continent again.

Dr. Wallace is a former $t. John boy,
having left this city 31 years ago for
California and is now one of the most
successful physicians in Eureka,.Cali-
fornia. He last visited his old home
fifteen years ago. He is a nephew of
the late Dr. Steeves and a cousin of
A, J. Gross, superintendent of the
Railway Mail Service. s

In speaking to a Standard reporter
yesterday Dr, Wallace sald that he had
seen a great change in St. John sinece
he attended school here. With the ex-
ception of older residents with many
of whom he has had the pleasure of re-
newing acquaintance most of his boy-
hood friends are gone but among those
he met here were Joseph Knowles
and William M, McLean, inspector of
schools, Mr. McLean, although only
a couple of years the senior of the
doctor, was at one time his school
teacher in this city, and that was
shortly after Mr. McLean graduated
from the Academy at Fredericton, At
the present time Dr. Wallace's daugh-
ter is visiting friends in Hillsboro,
Albert County, and she will be joined
by her father today.

About a month ago Dr. Wallace com-
pleted plans for an extensive tour of
Europe with his daughter, and after
their tour Miss Wallace was to re.
main in Germany to complete her
studies. They did not get beyond
Paris, owing to the war.

A Story and Propheoy t
and Thrilled
Great Britain in 1875,
after the Franco-Prussian
War—Relied on Channel
Fleet and was Caught Un-
prepared—Fleet was Des-
troyed by Floating Bombs
—A Remarkable Similar-
ity between Conditions as .
they Now Exist and thoge
Described.

A thrill and a shudder went through
Great Britain in 1875 over a sort of
prophecy of a German invasion that
wag published in Blackwood's Maga-
zine at the time, and which, though
published anonymously, was clearly
the work of some military man who
had as rare a literary geniug for nar-
rative as Defoe. For it was of so cir-
cumstantial a character that it seem-
ed llke the detailed report of one who
had been, not only an eye witness i
the events connected with the iu“;-
sion and conquest of England, bul.
one who had taken part in the de-
fense of the country in the capacity
of a private volunteer soldier.

The narrative-story reflected the
feelings in the minds of most of the
people in England at the time; for it
was just after the Franco-Prussian
war, when Efjland was astounded at
the swiftness with which the German
armies had rushed through France to
Paris, crumbling up and vanquishing
armies in the world at the time—the
armies of the Emperor Napoleon III.
England was then wondering what
she could offer in the way of resis-
tance to such armies had they been
landed on her own shores and the
general verdict was that if the chan-
nel fleet could. not protect England
from any such attack, England like
France must succumb, for, Fngland
was wholly unprepared on the land
to meet such armies.

And somehow that curious article
in Blackwood's nearly forty vears ago
seems just as trite today as it did
‘'then, and more so, for what did not
then seem very much of a possibility
is now an actuality-—war between
Germany and England, and England
is today relying on her fleet as much
as she did forty years ago—that proud
fleet, the destruction of which was
told in such a dramatic manner. That
fleet was destroyed by torpedoes and
bombs, which the Germans had scat-
tered in the night all over the North
Sea—just as they are trying to do to-
day.

The title of the article was “fhe
German Conquest of England in 18§5,
and Battle of Dorking.” It was sup-
posed to have been written fifty years
afterward, when the glory of Eng-
land was but a reminiscence, when
she had been stripped of all her colo-
nies and possessions and reduced to
poverty by the tax and indemnity im-
posed on her by Germany. The sub-
title of the article was ‘‘Reminiscen-
ces of a Volunteer, describing the ar-
rival of the German armada—destruc-
tion of the British fleet—the decisive
battle of Dorking-—capture of London
—downfall of the English empire. By
an eyewitness, in 1925.”

The old man is supposed to tell the
story to his grandchildren, and in
opening he says:

England Wilfully Blind

“The danger did not come on una-
wares. It burst on us suddenly, 'tis
true, but its coming was foreshadow-
ed plainly enough to open our eyes,
if we had not been wilfully blind. We
English have only ourselves to blame
for the humiliation which has been
brought on the land. I declare, even
now, though fifty years have passed,
I can hardly look a young man in the
face when I think I am one of those
in whose youth happened this degra-
dation of old England—one of those
who betrayedq the trust handed down
to us unstained by our forefathers.

“What a proud and happy country
was this 50 years ago! Free trade
had been working for more than a
quarter of a century, and there seem-
ed to be no end to the riches it
