A Terrible Conflagration in the

- North

End.

Two Hundred Houses

Burned and a Thou-

sand People Homeless.

The greatest fire in the higtory of B,
sJohm, wih the exception of the
fire of 1877, which completely wiped ount
the city, cocurred Thuraday afternoon.
Fire broke out in a house owned by
John Porter, on Bridge street, adjoining
Nase’s warehowse. The warehouses
moon caught and both were blaz-
ing flercely when the slarm had
sammoned the fire depariment.
A strong wind from the southwest spread
the fire with astounding rapidity. The
apparatus on the scens was entirely in-
adequate and Chiet Kerr appalled at the
prospest sent in a gemersl alarm. All
the available apparatus in the eity hur-
ried to the scene. The apparatus, how-
ever, was inadequate. The aistrict,
with hardly sn exception, contains
wooden buildinge. The wind seemed
in violepce and
was soon L1)wing at the rate of filteen
miles an hvur. Driven by this tne
flamies fairly rushed up the Indiantown
hill. The firemen were driven back
from house to house, block after blick.
For nine hours the flames held sway
and when, at 10 o’lick in the evening
the fire had burned itself out Indian.
town wes po more, fitteen blocks and
parts of block of buildings Lad been
swept over, two hundred buildings had
eup in emoke, $500,000 damage had
mn done snd m:re than a thousand
people were home ess,
o district was inhabited principally

of the im
jury done and of the hardship caused.
As the news spread through

the town of the extent of the conflagra-
tion in the North End. Business almost
came toa mandetil, The street rail-
way was forced to stoo running its cars
ng thousands of people hurried on foot
to the fire. Business were :in
semo cased clossd and the clerks harried
to the North End to sssist the headof the
firm in savirg his bousehcld effecte. In

- other establishmente clerks were ¢l lowed

to lsave their business tosave whas they
uidtm:thou own homer. Bloviu,
diays and expr ss wagons were rushed
to tio scene :nd load alter load of stufl
was havlsd out of harm’s way. The

teamsters made a good thing, as
they demanded and goft ome
doliar peid down for each load
belore they woul i take it.

A pad event was the death of Miss
Ann Cunpard, an old lady whose home
wason H By etreet, Whils trying to
save her rousehcld effects she was
esught in the burning houee and per-
ished in the flames. Aithough advanced
in years she wss none the less active.
She was liet seen a
women, to whom she banded &
ehair with a request that it be taken to
a place of safety. She went back for
something else, and was never geen
again until a cherred portion of the
tronk of & woman’s body was taken
trom the ruins in the evening.

A number of iremen were injured,and
many people were bruised, barned and
eut in saving tbeir eflects.

As the fire flend ruashed up Main street
from the star ing point, it destroyed the
residences, stores, and offices on both
gides, and did not fail, where another
branched off, to exert its devastating
iorce there sleo, eo tbat as it spread up
the principal thorougblare, it algo wes
reducing to embers the buildings along
Bridge, Holly, Kennedy, Metealf and
Viectoria st:eets, Victoria lane, Ham-
mond street and Robertson’s wharf.

In its prog essa up Main street the
principal p'aces taken on the south side
were Cuuard & Gorhsm’s pork-packirg
establisbment, J on McCann’s dwelling
and grocery, J. Horneas 12 & Co.’e gtores,
D. D. Glaz er & Son’a tugnoat cffice, J,
W.Corkery’- barber shop, E J Mahoney’s
drug store, and the Lorne hote'. It was
thought that poseibly the fire having
reached the corner of Kennedy street,
eonld be prevented from crcssing that
sfreet and continwing up Main, and »
determined etand was made by the fire
fighters here. Portland engine No., 2
was ordered to & hydrant on Keanedy
street and streams put at work on the
boarding house kept by Mzre. Bpence, the
second house from the upper corner of
Maip, This building had taken fire,

Wm, B. Day wase tenant of the 1 wer por
tior. This house did mot burn until
some time after tte fire had rounded on
to Main street again.

Oa this cormer stood the building
where the Indiantown hotel used to be.
On the Main strest side was an unoccn-
piea stor=, and aleo the grocery of L.
Danphy & Co. The structure was total-
ly destroyed. Next to it,on Main atreet,
was R. B, Travis’ residence. To check
the flames it was deciced to use dyna
mite and blyw the house to pieces. Thia
waus done, but the effort was not fruiiful
inresals, fr tbe home of E. J. Mahoney,
drougist, canshf, -

When Mr. Mabhoney’s drog store, far-
ther down, had been visited by the fire,
bis stock was taken out and placed in
his home, and a recond transfer had now
to be made. Willing hands aided him
in the work of salvage, and the house
was abandoned. It was destroyed, and
served, in its burning, as a passsge for
the flames to the building owned by W,
@G Brown, in which he 1 ved and where
-; bis store and the Indi ntown post
office.

Ag tiret the fira in the Brown house
wae but the restl:of sparke f:1ing on
tr-e roof, and #alvage corps men and
others formed a bucket crew and worked
bard on the rool. - Had & hose been fo
nand the place might have been saved,
but or some resson or other, there was
no stream used snd the building suc-
One of the rooms
of this honse was & curicsity and s
velied ome.. It was that of
Witiijssa Brown and its peculiar
feature was that its walls were
papered with used postage stamps of
many varieties, very artistically ar-
ranged as to ¢cl)y, effects and pat err.

The fine residence of Mr. Wm, L.
Hayford stood next above on Main street
nu{mtholut one there to be de
stroyed. The next house was the brick
oneowned by Mr. A, E, A, Pidgeon, snd
the determined eflorts of the fi-emen,
sided by a decrease in the force of the
wind, and the charscter of the building
prevented its eoatching, and so
nere the fire’s destructive work
finished so far as the south side of Main
street is concerned. -

Back of My. Hayford’s house was
the warehonse of Messrs. Horncas 1-,
fil ed with a valuable stock, The buil -
ing went but much of the stock was
saved and teken up a back street to a
place of safety.

Oce side ot Kennedy street lost but
three or four houses, and the other did
not have that many, but there branched
from it 2 emall etreet known aes Victoria
I.lnoJ. It T“ Il::‘ mor}. :lh: g:hluabnéh}-
ing. Jae, T. an, Jo! rry, B, Bel-
yea and other bniidlnn being qaickly
burned.

Oa the north side of Main street P.
Nase & Son’+ grocery burned, and cross
ing Bridge street the fire tooi the stores
avd dwellings upto Holly street, leaped
the ptreet there and (Il mbed the
hill on whose crest etands the
row of residences oveilioxing the
street, and which are reacned by long
stairwayr. They burned ome saf er the
other till Mr, Luther Jordan’s wae
reached—Nc. 76 "Thisercaped, and ex
cept for t~e matter of some holes made
by sparke in the houses mext in order
o - the street level, the gide of this street
wae to know no more troulls from the
flamee,

Bridge street was made but a lsne
through smot I lering hillocke of timber
and ashes to within 100 yarde of Bug
town bridge. The bul!i s were near-
ly all residences, and in & 1:rge number
of instances contained shops. Oae of
the principal st~res was that of C. B,
Pidgeon, on the corner of Main, In
buildiogs other than shops and dw:l
1ugs there wera burned the ware
no.ees of P Nage & Sons, J E Porter,J W
Keast, the boat shop of D. Glasier &
sons spd their two warehonses, J. l?
R berteon’ shed and 8. T. Veughan’s
lLivery stat1s, The Bridge street v sit
ation meant the loss of nearly 40 build-
ioge.

Then up Metcalf and slong Holly
street, still farther up Metealf to Albert;
avd up Victoris to Albert, then in a cir-
cuit which took in the dwellings in an
open space from Albert street to Bug:
town went the fire, nu?ing away 8'-
most every building and leaving this
tableland & burning mass of ruin.

About 5 30 o’clock the fire had gone its
limit and the firemsn saw they bad the
upper hand. Tho wind had shifted cox-
siderably to he esouthward and de-
creased in force. This fact aided the
firemen in their hard tsak of getting the
fire under control.

The 1t hounse on Victoria ctreet to
foll in ruins and the furtbesteaston that
street was Mr. John McAllister’stwostory
wooden building oppoate Aloert street.
It was shortly after 5 o’c'ock when this
fell. The house wss occupied by the
owner and Herbert Roberts, and most of
the farnitare was saved.

There ie a large vacant lot to the eas’-
ward of thie building, and this checked
toe fire. It did not go farther up thut
side of V ctoria Street. The McAl ster
building was left fo its fate
and the firemen in thet district were
kept hard st work on the rear of the
houses on Alvert street.

The fire on the south side cf Victoria
street reached ae far as Mr, J. B. Van-
war'’s large wooden buliing om the
corper of Albert, and the barne and out-
houses in the rear of this building and
others facing on Albert street, as fa
down as Metcalf street, were partly de-
stroyed. The Main buildings were only
saved from utter deetruction by the
hard and ernest work of the firemen

For a time it looked as if the fire
would realiy burn the houees onm the
western eide of Albert street and, jamp-
ing acroes the street, éontinuing on its
tour of destruction. Fauraoitere in the
houees iv danger was in readiness for
remov: 1, bat «t 5 30 0’1 0k it was found
thatthe tire was practically beaten.

Oa Metcalt streets, the fire destroyed
the dwellings up to the house on the
porth corner, and this was slightly
damuged io the e 1.

Bewweer 5 and 6 o’clock the employes
of Steton & Cutler’s big Indiantown mill
were fortunate in corqnering the fire
when it had reached wichin 200 yards of
the mil!. Afterthe eteamer May Qaeen’s
warshouse had gone upin smoke tne fire
caugbt in the Jumber piles on the mill
wharvee. A couple of good streams
from the mill snd from & tug boat w. re
ased with eflect, and & bucket gang,
sho dipped water from the river, did
excellent work, After a few lomber
piles had been destroyed the fire was
checked and beaten near the end of tce
larze rar.

Inetead of siding in saving property, a
large number of 1rafers might have been
eeen about this 1ime lying abomt deal
piles, drinking from bottles of 1 quor
eaved from s:lsone. The soond of ostne
and drunken brawiing could be heard
frcm many quarters.

The hignh ocky hills back of Bridge
street Bugtown bridge presented a very
ancommon aigh’. Numerous fam 1 ee,
eome with very 1litle :urni are,
were stacking up their goods and
making ready for the coming night.
Horees, cows, pige and hens were ra:-
Mf' about the hills taking care of them-
selver,

It was.pearly 6 o'clock before the
people could safely w:lx along the
fire burnt parts of Bridge, Victoria,Holly
aod Mein streets and then the
heat and smoke was sl nost unbearablie,

A pombver of families had hardly any
idea woere fo spend the night, while a
number of women were starticg out to
fiad unoccupied houses which they
could rent,

The streets were crowded all during
the progress of the fire, and the salvage
corps, with Chiet Clark -nd some of his
men, were busied in keeping the psople
beyoud the fire lines. Bome thought it
nard to be kept out, but when the dan--
gers from falling bu liioge ani flying
embers was considered, it must be seen
that the precauntion was for the genersl
safety. Some did foreibly objeet to be-
ing kept omtside, and in one instance a
man refused point t1ink to obsy when
ordered out by a salvage corpe
officer. They could e¢all the
police if they wanted to, he esaid.
Chief Clark was passing and the ot ject-
ine party was soon outside with asstist-
ance spammaerily administer-d.

Teams of sll kinde were utilized in
the work of salvage and in transporting
eigkt-seera to the scene of the fire. Tue
’busses did a great business and came
trom Carieton and Fairville to join in the
rusn. Exprees wagons and 1livens
pesced up and down in confusion snd
carried away loads of farmiture, and
other goods to places of saf-ty.- It
was as in the big fire of '77 when
wvery poseible means of saving movable
property was utilized. The shouts of
drivers, the noise of wheels, and the
c'ang of the gongs on fire appsratus and
g:me private wagons, together with the
awfal roar and orackle of the fire, made
a confasion indescribable, and while it
excited one it was appalling,

The scene sl ng the water front was a
pathetic one. Many fam lies of moder
ate means lived in the large tenements
and sma 1 wooden buildinge along B:idge
gtreet. As the fire worked its way down
each side of the street men, women ana
children harried out of the houses like
snts from their mnests, each person
carrying srmsful of bouneehold
effacte. These were deporited in the
streats, on the wharves and on board
no-ts—in fact, any open piace which
seemed to promige immupity from the
flamee., I'ne fire ateon and or; house
sfter house smouldered, buret into
fl smes, blaged fariously snd crumbled
10 a mass of red emberr. From the tali
Oourt block, at the corner of Main and
B-idge streets, & colomu of flame
enot high into the air. This buuding
pregented a beautifal but terrible eight.
Che fire seemed to tlize from every
window. Corners and cornices were
licked by 14ng tonguesof fire. The build-
ing stands alone and as the walls burned
away leaving a frame of glowing
timbers, the wreck like
a pyrotechnic wet piece. The
Star line and May Qaeen warehouses
and wharves remained untouched by
flames ling after the buildings across
the street were on fire. The wind was
blowing the flames away from the water
edge. As the embers acoumulated in.
tense heat was generated and soon p‘;:
gan fo smouiaer, Then men and
women an their §:il apew with the
heat bnd&g. thelr

from the
flesh, they piled

o, bexes, barrel
and all of the eflects they had been abie

to move, on tags, snd into small boats
which awarmed about the wharver. In
this way a great deal of stufl was takep
acras the river to Pleasant Point
and saved. Several woodboats were
lying at the wharves, and these proved
very usefal as repoesitories before they
were hauled out into the stream,away
from the flames. Al'hoogh much was

J eaved in this way much was not, and

when the flerce heat drove the laborers
from the |¥ot great piles of clothes re-
mained. These burst into flames; Then
tne ferry house flared up; the Btar line
warehouse burst into a Llase, A great
piléof cord wood hsd beem unloaded
from 8 woodboat for the Btar Line
stesmers in the morning. The pile will
never be put to the use for which it was
intended. 1t caught from the blszing
warshouse and in a few minutes gener-
ated such an intense hest that the May
Qa¢en’s warehouse 200 feet away
wag ignited. This threatenmed
set! fie to great piles of desl
ranjed up behind it. Had these caught
the big Stetson & Cuiler m 1. would have
zond.

Orlv three howses, and
thesp just at the Bugtown bridn. were
apan The Star and Springfield ware
houses, on the south side of Main street,
were nea: the origia of the fire and suc-
cumbed early.

The Cl.fton, David Weston and May
Queen arrived from up river when fhe
tire st its fi-rcest, The sight must
ce ly have been a surprising one for
theit passengers and crew. One of the

psssgngers eaid from the river it looked
as i1 the whole of the northern 'emd of
the gity was allaze, When she May

Q1een got down all of the warehouses
were bDurning snd apparently every
housd in Indisntown was on fire. As
far a§ counld be seen from the boat the
city was wrapped in dense smoke from
which darting tongues of flame ehowed
o1 1y foo plainly, the smoke had not been
blow® over the town from the burning
wategfront,

Sad eights indeed were on all hands
back of Victoria street, Meny peopleno
donbt are hardly aware of the
fat that- thers were but two
or three b'ocks of buildings between

the side of Main s reet and the
open lcdantry, These were all of dry.
wood #nd as the flames devoured them

::o) fled with what they could save

marshy valley. There seemed to be &
great many old poeg;o, and a great
many heavy loade earily old men
and women earried aver the ragged roc!
part of the few belongings which they
had beem aole to accumulate during
their years of toll, and which had
during their decBning yesrs made
existance more bearable.. Oae load
depoeited in what was thoughttobe &
eafe dietance from any possible danger.
The saving of another load weas imvera-
tive, and another harried trip woull be
made. Frequently on ving at thp
place where the first had been de-
posited it would be found that fiving
embers had ignited it, and it was Fst
More frequently the first place chosen
was found to be' too close and gonds had
to be taken further amay. In more then
one ¢age, after the goode had been moved
two or three times, they were fiaally
abandoned to the devouring element by
their tired ownere. .

INCIDENTS AT YHE FIRE,
Some of the fire engines were near
lost on Mainstreet by being surrounde
with fire, N>, 5 engine had a very close
ocsll. The men had $o leave her on ac-
count of the great heat. The chief was
‘called, s long rope was faken and hitched
to the engine by the plucky firemen,
then a team hauled it out of danger.

At 3 o%Jck the fire was making great
headway down Victoria street and the
firemen were working liké besvers, some
of them were overcome with the smoke
and heat. No 3 engine did good work
in this section of the fire,

No, 1 engine on Main street had two
streams going and her crew were fight-
ing the fireon the north side of Main
atreet.

Four or five women fainted on Masin
street during the rees of the fire.

.work and looked after a great number of
1he poor le who were burnt ou',
The chief hsd the ambulance placea
near the car sheds in case it waes re-
quired, while the mayor with a gang of
men went from house to house helping
them fo move out.

A team load of housebold goods, wh'le
going along Main stree', took fire and a
lot of the things were destroyed.

Robert Travis’ small brick buildirg
was tlo>wn upat 430 on Main streetto
try to stop the advance of the fire, but
the scheme did not succeed, for tte
n:.x'l. building eaught in a very few min.

Two cases of confinement were taken
away by the ambulance.

A colored men, while working at the
Hayford house, on Main street, had his
right wrist cut with glass. He was
looked afier by Dr. Bonnell.

The J. W, MoAlary Company lost &
valuable horse in the Qreen’s ware-
house, The pror brute wouli not come
out of the bu.lling and was burned to
death.
