Mr. Battle, who had talked 
with District Attorney Osborne, that if 
he did tell the whole truth some measure 
of consideration would be shown him. 
This and his conscience, he said, in­
duced h'm to admit his guilt of murder.

New York, April 3.—Charles F. Jones, 
the valet secretary of William Marsh 
Rice, the rich Texan, resumed the giving 
of testimdny today in the proceedings 
against Albert T. Patrick, who is charged 
with causing Rice’s death in order to ob­
tain his property by means of a will, deeds 
and checks, which, it is alleged, 
forged.

Jones began today by relating that 
Monday, the day following Rice's death, 
four men who represented themselves to 
be lawyers, called at the flat and asked 
questions concerning the circumstances 

- surrounding the death. Jones told Pat­
rick he thought these men were detectives. 
The next morning Jones went to police 
headquarters. When lie returned home 
lie found a number of detectives in the 
place. On Thursday afternoon lie was 
taken to police headquarters, where lie 
was questioned, die found Patrick also at 
police headquarters. Patrick told J ones 
lie had destroyed the will witnessed in 
his (Patrick’s) office, and a number of 
bogus letters written on the will matter. 
The witness related at length the inci­
dents of the day when the body of Rice 
was cremated. Jones said he was locked 
up about 11 o’clock in the evening of Oct. 
14. Before this lie made a statement which 
was entirely fictitious and which lie could 
not recall. Jones testified today that at

This, in brief, i« 
that the action of the powers in opposing 
the Manchurian agreement will make it 
impossible for Russia to leave Manchuria 
at all. The comment upon this suggested 
plea is that Russia deliberately proposes 
to commit a greater offensé in the Per­
manent seizure of Manchuria, if the powers 
will not connive at a lesser one, in allow­
ing her to make a secret and private agree­
ment with China.

This plea, it is said, would be laughed 
out of any court of international law, so 
disingenious is it. Russia is displeased be­
cause the powers discouraged China from 
signing the agreement; yet Russia herself 
joined with the other powers in under­
taking to avoid any such private arrange­
ment involving the acquisition of Chinese 
territory. Even if she persists, even if 
she forces China to sign the Manchurian 
agreement, there is no obligation upon the 
powers, and certainly not upon the United 
States to whom this Russian pledge was 
given, to look upon it as binding at any 
point. By the same reasoning, should 
Russia, failing to secure an agreement.— 
continue in Manchuria beyond a reason­
able time, there is no obligation upon any. 
power to respect her title and it may be 
predicted that this subject will lead to 
controversy of the gravest character.

Pekin, April 3—So soon as the generals 
of the powers notify the ministers as to 
what disposition is desired of articles 8 
and 9 of the protocol, everything will be 
practically concluded, except the indemni­
ties, the only claims not ready being the 
iUritish, German and Japanese.

• mans say they can be ready in: two days 
and the Japanese assert that they can be 
ready at a moment’s warning. Private 
claims, however, can be filed until May 14.

A majority of the ministers are in favor 
of making a general claim so soon as the 
government claims are in, making allou- 
ances for a few thousands for possible fu­
ture claims.

Li Hung Chang and Prince Ching have

Effort of Chicago Board of Trade to Down 
Phillips. was

Chicago, April 3.—A strong effort was made 
on the Board o£ Trade today to crowd George 
H. Phillips, .the “corn king," to the wall. 
He was driven clear out of the wheat market 
but gave up none of his holdings in corn or 
oats.

The day was the biggest of its kind the 
board has witnessed In many years. A Jam 
of struggling, howling brokers and traders 
tilled the public galleries to the limit. May 
wheat sold down to TU4 to 71% and closed 
at 72% to 72%, a net loss for the day being 
1% cent.

Calls for margins were made on Phillips 
to the extent of nearly $230,000 more, all such 
demands being met promptly. His firm now 
bas nearly $8,500,000 up as margins, some 
of Which will be released tomorrow.

Phillips struck to his policy. At the close 
he declared he had not been shaken out of 
his corn and oats and believed they would 
do better tomorrow.

The wheat deal was a different story. Phil­
lips unloaded nearly 1,000,000 bmÿiels early. 
This wheat showed an average loss of at 
least 2% cents a bushel or nearly $25,000.

The prompt response by Phillips to morn­
ing calls for margins steadied the markets, 
but towards noon there were further sharp 
declines.
