He had powerful friends,
potably among Standard Oil interests, and
pad the disposal of a good deal of Stand-
wrd Oil money. He was caught badly last
wpring in the sharp rise of St. Paul and
pther allied stocks, which was the begin-
aing of his. “wearing away.” Although
be may resume business, the $1,000,000 of
rapital with which he started in ten years
2o is gone. ! .
The failure created hardly a ripple in
Wall street, for the simple reason that it
el:nncems almost entirely only the man who
iled.

» Now York Herald Indicted.

There is another good reason for James
Gordon Bennett to remain in Europe. The
roprietor and editor of the New York
erald was indicted today by the United
~ Btates grand jury for “sending certain
lewd, lascivious and obscene printed mat-
ter, to wit: copies of the New York Her-
ald, through the mails.”

With him the Herald corporation_and
Manly M. Gillam, advertising counsel of
the Herald, were also indicted. The in-
lictments each contain eight counts and
the pénalty on each count is five years in
prison or a fine of $5,000, or both. The
rorporation could be fined a maximum of
}40,000 and Bennett and Gillam could each
be fined a similar amount, in addition to
which, if the extreme penalty were im-

ed, each could be sent to prison for
rty years.

SAYS HE SAW SEVENTY-
NINE MEN DROWN
FHOM HOUSE BOAT

' One of Four Tidal Wave Victims Res-

cued‘ on Raft 90 Miles at Sea Tells
Thrilling Story.

Mobile, Ala., Oct. 22—The Mallory liner
Colorado, which arrived in port today,
has as passengers Joseph Nelson, Charles
Olsen, Charles Anderson and Otto Brink
who were picked up at sea Saturday morn-
ing, 90 miles off Key West.

Nelson says he saw 79 men drowned
from a houseboat which was wretked off
Long Key ,in last week’s storm. The four

‘men were found by the Colorado’s crew,
jstanding on a raft made out of six logs

Halifax, Oct. 22—The Intercolonial Rail-
way officials on the Cape Breton division
have received orders to hold themselves
in readiness for the landing of the Eng-
lish mails at North Sydney. This is the
extent of the instructions received so far.
It is learned that this arrangement will
hold good only until the close of the gulf
navigation.

The steamers, after landing the mails at
North Sydney, will proceed up the gulf
to Mantreal and land their passengers and
cargoes there. Returning, they probably
will pick up passengers at North Sydney,
although there is nothing definite as to
this part of the arrangement.

The landing of the mails will be car-
vied out pretty much the same as in the
case of the Allan line Virginian two years
ago. A tender will meet the bouts outside
the -harbor and convey the mails to the
terminal wharf at North Sydney, where
a special train will be in waiting with or-
ders to rush west with all possible speed.
The t1ain will be given a clear road as
was in the case of the special carrving
the Vinginian’s mails. It is thought that
probably the first class passengers or such
as want to get to their destination quick-
ly will also be landed at North Sydney.

Tt is not known when the boat will ar-
| rive or which ome it is. The officials have
already carried out the department’s in-
structions and everything s practically
ready for the special run.

DESPONDENT HALIFAX
SEA CAFTAIN SUICIDES

Nelson Payzant, for Many Years ir
Employ of Pickford & Black,
Hangs Himself,

Wife Found Him Suspended trom
a Nail When She Returned from
an Errand, and OCut Him Down,
But Life Was Bxtinct.

Halifax, N. S., Oct. 22—Capt.
Payzant, who for years was on one of
Pickford & Black's steamers, sailing out
of Halifax, committed suicide this morn-
ing. Deceased beclonged to Lockeport, but
thirteen or fourteen years ago he came to
Ialifax. He sailed from this port for scv-
eral years and was a most capable officer
in addition to being highly respected by
all with whom he came in contact. Some
seven years ago he was attacked with
fever and rtheumatism while away from
home and could not return to Halifax for
several months. Finally on his veturn his
constitution was so ‘weakened that he
had to retire from the sea. Since 1ihirlt
time he has been practically an mva_h_fl
and had been unable to work for over six
yeare.

Being out of employment and out of
money, he finally became_ despondent.
This morning his wife went down :n a
city firm with some work and on her
return she opened the door to enter her
apartments on the second story. The door
would not open freely, but when she fin-
ally succeeded in getting in she received
a terrible shock, for there behind the
door was the body of her husband, sus-
pended by the neck by a canvas belt, the
other end of which was fastened to a
nail above the door. She called for help
but before it arrived she cut down the
body in the hope ‘that her husband was
not yet dead. When the canvas was cut
the body fell in a Ireap on the floor. The
sight almost overcame Mrs. Payzant as she
became fully conscious of the fact that
her husband- was dead.
