Death of Another Statesman.
- Hon. Joseph Howe, Lt.-Governor -of
Nova Scotia, died yesterdny morning
at Government House, Halifax, - within
a short distance of the spot. where he
was born sixty-nine years ago. His
life has been so active, and his achieve-
ments so numerous and so great, that
it seems as though he had lived and la-
bored more than sixty-nine years. Mr.
Howe began the serious business of life
as ajournalist, a profession for which
nature and education had qualified him
He was highly endowed with the true
journalist’s eagerness to reform the so-
cial and political machinery of the

-eountry, and never did a journalist find

more need of reformation in the Tsti-
tations under which he lived. Legis—
lation was virtually controlled by -life
appointees of the crown, the officials
who handled the people’s money were,
not responsible to the people or their
representatives, all the offices of honor,
and emolument were given to the mem-
bers of certain families as though they
belonged to them by divireright, Hali-
fax and other towns were govcérned by
irresponsible magistrates,andthe talent-
ed youth of the country were regarded
as of no social account in coihparison
with the petty imported officials who
wrote letters, or brushed boats, or tied
up parcels with red tape for the occupant
of Government House. The clear in-
tellect of the brilliant young journal'st
grasped the sitnation at a glance, "and
he threw himself into the work of ef-
fecting a reformation with all the ardour
of youth and hope. ‘Snobbery tried to
put him-down, but he cared nothing for~
the snobs. The magistrates had him

arrested for libel, but the eloguence]
with which he defended his denunci-
ations of their administration gained his
acquittal amid the cheers of the throng.
The magistrates, disgusted at not being
able to imprison the man who dared call
their acts in. question, resigned in a
body, and the way for municipal insti-
tutions was thusopened. Warmed and
inspirited with this triumph, he threw
himself into the work of obtaining Re-
sponsible Government —the governmen

of the Province by Miristers responsible;
to the people’s representatives in Par-
liament. This was gained, after a fierce
struggle, Mr. Howe taking the lead of
the reformers in the press, in the Legis-]|
lature, and on the platform. Mr. Howe.
since the accomplishment of a work
that would have been a fittingcrown for-
a long life, has been an active politician |
—in power or in active opposition. His
history is the history of the country. He:
had worn himself out in the struggle,
age and infirmity had weakened his
powers, and “it was fitting that his last
years should have been spent quietly as
a Cabinet Minister of Canada and that

| his death should have occurred within{

the walls of the Gubernatorial mansion!
of his own native Province. The active
brain of the politic’an has ceased its pul-’
sations,the eloguent lips of the orator are
closed, the trenchant pen of the pam-
phlateer is at rest. Joseph Howe in:
his grave will be wept for by those who-

honored by those whom political exig-
encies have led to denounce and revile
him. The next generation wil look
backand see in him the greatest man of
his time.

THE CAREER

JOS. HOWF,

A universal feeling of intense sorrow
and pain spread throughout the city last
evening when it became generally known
that the Hon. Joseph Howe had died in
the morning, at Halifax. = The health of
the .distinguished Statesman  had
much improved, and he was convalescing
rapidly. A few days ago he was
sworn in as the Lieutenant Gover-
nor of his native province, @ high honor
conferred upon & Wworthy citizen and
countryman by a grateful people.” His,
death at the comparatively early age ‘of
sixty-nine years was in no way anticipat-
ed, and when the sad news of his demise
‘reaiched St. John & gloom was cast upon
the ¢ity, and all felt that a great states-
man was no more. Mr. Howe has ever
beén ¢losely identifled with colonial in-
terests, and his tongue and pen have al-
ways been strenuously employed in their
behalf. -His virtues are many and his
vices few. - He was born ia the North
West Arm, Nova Scotia, in 1804, and
‘hete in this romantic spet, in the fall en<
joyment of its rich natural resources,
woodland rides and rambles, and the
proud seca forever lashing its shores, the
first thirteen years of his life were spent,
An island called Melvitle Istond stands at
the head of’ the North: West Arm, and it
is fall of traditional and historical as-
sociations. During the last French and]
American wars prisoners wére confined
there, and poesy dwells in every mook
and ravine about the place. Mr. Howe’s
first poem was written here in full poetic

.rstirement, and dedicated to the “spot.r

There thirteen years of his early youth
were spent in maturing a robust consti-
tution, and at the end of that time heé
lef: the place of his-birth and ‘went to
Halifax and worked on the Gazette, his

Kirg's printer and Postmaster General of
Nova Scotia. He died full of honors in
1835. Joseph’s brother was a clerk at
this time in the post-office. For tenf]
weeks the fature Cabinet Minister work-
«d at the printing business, and occasion-
ally assisted his brother with his pest-
office duties. It Was at this time that he
wrote his famous poem Melville Island,
and others soon followed. The Land of
our Fathers-is a spirited bit of verse, and
the Song for the Centenary,of the founding’
of Halifax, has been set to music.
and = achieved -quite a reputation.
It was published ‘in 1849. Mr. Howe’s
satiric productions and lampoons have
been quite poteworthy in their day. The
Lord of the bed chamber, being a squib
on the maladministration of Governor
Falkland, is perhaps the ‘most amusing
of any. Mr. Howe soon dropped the
«gtick,” turnedl his back on the compos-
ing room and sought the editorial sanc-
tum. In 1829 he purchased the Weekly
Chronicle, changed its name to the Aca-
dian, and began the ‘hewspaper profes-
sion in earnest. The first year there was
an entire exclusion of political matter.
More attention was paid to developing
the natural resources of the country and
guarding its 'intérests whenever they,
were in danger. In January, 1828, Mr.
Howe bought from Mr. G. R. Young, for
the sum of £1050, the Nova Scotian Jour-
nal. He then sold his share in the Aca-
dian and became sole editor and proprie
tor of his newspaper and remained so for
many years. He had at first much to
contend against. The same charges
which everywhere beset Wm. Pitt were
levelled at Howe. He was too -young,
too inexperienced to suit the populaf
prejudices of the old school politicians.
0ld fogyism was the issue then, and for
a long time the new venture seemed &'
terrible = burthen, and ° the young
printer felt. daily, dess heart in his
work. A gradunal feeling of de-
spondency came ‘over him. He rose,
however, superior to his difficult-
ies. - He worked harder than ever, and;
in a few years saw, with pride, his paper
founded on’a-sure and firm basis. He re-
ported the debates ot the House of As 4
sembly himself and all the reports of
impeortant Iaw cases in the courts,and this
occupation brought him into cctive con-}
tact with men of every shade of political,’
religious and moral belief. He travelled
abeut the country familiarizing himself
with the manners dnd customs:of the
country, until he know every town and
city and hamlet in the Province, their re-
quirements and the best means.io sccure
that end. He was often in the saddle a
month and frequently remained indoors
for Weeks at a time studying and writ-
ing. This strong mental training did
much to improve him, and in a short
time amply made.up for the neglect of his
educational 'training, while a youth.
Under the heading Western and Eastern
Rambles, hé gave s comprehensive and
lively accont of the beanty and fertility
of our sister Province. The Club was an
excellent department of the Nova Scotian,
and was framed after the style of Christo-
pher North's Nocts Ambrosine, originally
published in Blagkwood. To this reposi-
tory of wit and humor such men as Hali-
burton (Sam Slick), Doctor Grigor, Law-
rence O’Connor Dople, and Captain Kin-
caird contributed regularly. Henry
Clinch, now of Boston, and a writer of
some beautiful verses,was &1s6 a frequent
contributor to the Nova Scotian.
In 1829 Mr. Howe first took up the great
question of Responsible Government,and
in a few years carried it out to & success-
ful issue. In this year he published in
two volumes a valuable historical work,
Haliburtor’s Histery of Nova Scotia, but
the edition was too large to sult the re-
quirements of the “times and he lost
heavily by the venture. In 1830 he com-
menced a series of papers which he con-
tinued some years, called ¢ Legislative
Reviews.” In 1836 one of the greatest
events of his eventful life occurred. He
had attacked the magistracy of Hali-
fax and that body had in return sued him
for libel. Mr. Howe warmly condicted
his own case and had not only the satis-
faction of gaining his cause, but of arous-
ing such a perfect storm of indignation
against the eflete and imbecile system of
civic government, as eventually broke it
up, and in a very short time too. His

countrymen. charmed with the daring of

his condtct and his foarlessness on this
oceasion, presented him with a magnitl-
cent service of plate. At the close of
1841 Mr. Howe retired from the editorial
management of the Nova Scotian, and sold
out his interest in the concern. Subse-
Guently Mr. Annand became proprietor
of the paper. In 1844 Mr. Howe on soli-
citation of many frieuds, who promised
theit supportand patronage but who gave
neither, was induced to resume his pro-
Tession again, and from that time until
-the year 1856 he edited his old paper and
also a new,venture of Mr. Annand’s, the
HMorning. Chronicle. Mr. Howe in these
papers was very violently ‘Opposed to
Lord Falkland and his mmanagement df
thinge. He attickél him in-pdetiy and
prose. . :

Mr. Howe first’ entered the Nova Sco-
tia Legislature in 1835, and sat as mem-
ber of the Assembly with but slight inter-
ruption from that time until 1863, when
he was appointed by the Queen as Fishery
Commissioner. For a long time he led the
Liberal Party, was once Speaker of the
House, and twice was Premier of his Pro-
vince. He worked assiduously for that
great Colotital boon, Responsible Govern-
ment. He was actively engaged in pro-
1moting the establishment of Steam com- :
munication and the conveyance of mail
matter by steamers between Eurbpe and
America. He carly projected the build-
ingof the Intercolonial Railway, connect-
ing Canada with the Maritime Provinces
by tail. He was a strong and able advo-
cate for the union of the British North
American Colonies, and for many years |
sought to have the Provinces represented
in the British House of Commons. As an
orator, Mr. Howe took a foremost rank.
His eloquence was convincing and pow- ¢
erful. As a keen debatét he had few
equals, and his reputation as a lecturer
caused him to be much sought after. In
1 67 he was returned to the Hou e
of Commons, Ottava, was chortly
after called into the Government, was
sworn in and took a portfolio which he re- :
tained until a few days ago, when he was .
offered and accepted the Governorship
Mr. Howe has written '
many letters and pamphlets addressed on
important topics te ‘such men as Lord
John Russell, Mr. Gladstone, Rt. Hon. C.
B. Adderley, &c. His gieatest oratorical
effort, however, may be called his Board of
Trade speech at Detroit in 1866. The De-
troit Tribuae says it ¢‘combined eloquence,
argumentand rhetoric in the most masterly |
manner, : n | thronghout gave evidence of |
the highest order of oratorical ability.” .
JIn 1858 Mr. Wm. Annand edited two"
volumes of Mr. Howe’s speeches, of 642 7
and 558 pages respectively. These con
tained his speeches and a few poems
down to the year 1849, when Responsible
Governthent became firmly established in |
British America.

Perhaps Mr. Howe’s greatest mistake
was when he attempted to unwrite what
he had writtén all through his life. The
decided stand he had ever taken on the
question of Union, the ¢“dream of his boy-
hood,” as he expressed-it, was too strong
in him to keephim long without the pale.
His “latter-day pamphiets” were against
Confederation, and the only answers he
received were his own speeches in favo:
ot that movement, and these’ were more ,
telling than a thousand worn-out plati- -
tades from windy politicians. Cana-
da his lost two great sta‘esmen witl'in a
month—Sir Geo.

a life of recklessmess and profligacy he
was brought to:serious reflections, which
induced the abandonment of his evil
habits and . his‘ application 1o more
profitable and honorable efforts in
literary pursuits, to which he was
naturally  disposed. His writings
(mostly in hexameter and pentameter
lines) exhibit a spirit of deep devotion
and abound-in beautiful exemplifications
of the “awakened soul terrene.” Accom-
panying the biography there will be a
very impressive picture of the poet
(photographed from an old oil painting)
representing him sitting upon a rock on
the sea shore, breathing inspiration from
the refreshing scenes of nature, which he
is now unable to behold, dictating his
poetic reflections to his little grand-
daughter sitting by his side, who is en-
gaged in committing them to writing.

The. Indicator of St. John is a new
publication, the authorship of which is
a profonnd mystery. It appears fort-
nightly and consists entirely of original
articles of a literary, political or social
character. It assumes qnite an independ-
ent stand, reprehending or applauding
according as the occasion may honestly
call for, comgletely regardless of person
or party.

The Indicator spares ndbody whomsoever,
and, in spite of public opinion, accords
commendation whenever it is justly de-
served. The literary articles in the Indi-
cator at once stamp their authors as men
of learning and ability, and whenever you
take up the paper you may be sure of
getting some valuable information |
which you did not possess before.
It abounds in wit as well as wisdom, and
does not hesitate to indicate individuals
personally whose conductis obnoxious or
objectionable. It is really ridiculous to
shserve the quaking anxiety of the thin-
skinned many who never cease to dread
that they ““will be indicated.” As there
always will be in every community some
silly persons who delight i1 making them-
selves most palpably absurd there is no
doubt but that the Indicator is a powerful
engine of good in St. Johw’s. I think it
weuld be wise for us to follow the cxam-
ple of thie Newfoundianders, and estab-
lish an Indicator here, so that some of
our unbearable social abuses {and abu-
sers too) may be unmistakeably indicated .
