That cantal interment or burying was 

of the oldest date the old examples of 
Abraham, and the parti!archs are suffi­
cient to Ulastrate.
- The Indian Beachmans seemed great 
friends onto fire, who burned themselves 
alive and thought it the noblest way to 
end their days, in fire.

The Chaldeans, the great idolaters of 
fire, abhorred the burning of their cart as 
ses asa pollution of that deity.

The Persian magi declined it ppon the 
like scruples, and being only solicitons 
about their bones; exposed their flesh to 
the prey of birds and dogs.

The Egyptians were afraid of fire, not 
as a deity, bat as a devouring element, 
mercilessly consuming their bodies and 
leaving too little of them; and,therefore, 
by prêtions embehnents or handsome in- 
dosnres in glasses, contrived the nota­
bles! ways of integral consecrations.

The Scythians, who swore by fire and 
sword, that is. by life and death, were so 
far from burning their bodies that they 
declined all interment and made their 
graves in the air.

The Ichthyophagi, or fish-eating ni­
trons about Egypt, affected the sea for 
their grave, thereby declining visible cor­
ruption, and restoring the debt of their 
bodies.

The old heroes of Homer dreaded no­
thing more than water or drowning.

The Baiearians had a peculiar mode,fbr 
they used great nrnr and much wood, 
bat no" fife in their burials, white they
bruised the flesh and bones of the dead, 
crowded them into urns, and laid heaps 
of wood upon them.

The Chinese, without cremation or 
nrnal interment of their bodies, made use 
of trees and much burning, while they 
plant a pine tree by their grave and burn 
great numbers of printed draughts of 
slavps and horses over it.
(Christians abhorred this style of obse­
quies, and though they stickled not to 
give their bodies to be burned in their, 
jives, detested that mode after death, af­
fecting rather a deposttire than assump­
tion, and properly submitting under the 
sentence of God to return, not unto 
ashes, but unto dost again, and confor­
mable onto the practice of the patriarchs, 
the interment of oor Saviour, of Peter, 
Paul and the ancient martyrs.

The U*jjSSfjfiMi .hehevers will never 
admit this fiery resolution, for they hold 
a present trial from their black and 
white angels 1n the grave, which they 
most have made so hollow that they may 
rise upon their knees.

The Jewish nation, though they enter­
tained the old way of inhumation, yet 
sometimes admitted this practice, for the 
men of Jabesh burned the body of Sanl ; 
and, by uo prohibited practice, to avoid 
contagion or pollution in time of rpesti- 
lence, burned the bodies of their friends.

How the bulk of a man would sink in­
to so few pounds of bones and ashes may 
seem strange unto any one who considers 
not its constitution, and how slender- a 

will remain upon an open and urg­
ing fire of the carnal composition. Even 
bones themselves reduced into ashes do 
abate a notable proportion, and consist 
in much of a volatile salt ; when that is 
fired ont made a light kind of cinders.
. To be knav’d ont of our" graves, to 
hare our skulls made drinking bowls and 
our bones turned into pipes to delight 
and sport our enemies, are tragical abo­
minations escaped ip burning burials.

Umal interments and burned relics lie 
not in fear of worms or to be a heritage 
for serpents. In carnal sepulture cor­
ruptions seem peculiar unto parts ; and 
some speak of snakes out of the spinal 
marrow.

Christians have handsomely glossed the 
deformity of death by careful considera­
tion of the body and civil rites which 
take off brutal terminations.

Men have lost their reason in nothing 
so much as their religion.

The anciehts burned not their children 
before their teeth appeared, as appre-.
