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P. B. Ball, Government Commission- 

er to England, was in the city yes­
terday and met a number of the 
Maple City business men at the Hotel 
Garner. Mr. Ball is commissioner for 
the Birmingham district and there 
are six million people in his district. 
Those who were at the Hotel Garner 
were John Piggott, Robert Gray, Ben. 
Blonde, Chas. Hadley, J. S. Turner, 
C. E. Lister, W. H. Taylor, Harry 
Stevens, James Innes, Frank Mal- 
colmson and others.

Mr. Ball talked over export trade 
with the Maple City representatives 
of trade and gathered much valuable 
information. He left his address with 
ex-president of the Board of Trade 
John Piggott, so that anyone desir­
ous of securing information might be 
able to do 60.

Canada already had a large trade 
with England, but it was sought to 
increase this. Mr. Piggott stated 
that this country was particularly 
adapted to the raising of hogs, and 
offered a good site for the estab- 
lishment of a pork packing factory. 
Mr. Ball promised to recommend 
Chatham to any persons he might 
meet who contemplated the erection 
of such a factory in Chatham.

The conference proved very bene­
ficial to all who attended, as they 
gathered valuable information.
