The items on th 
schedule were : “Value of goods and chattels 
cash in bank or in hand, mortgages (interest 
only), bank stock (interest or dividend), note* 
and accounts (at actual value), income, per­
sonal property in possession or control of, ns 
agent, trustee, executor, guardian or other­
wise, vessel property, all other property - 
except real property.,r The following declara­
tion was affixed : “I declare the above a cor­
rect statement of all personal property and 
income owned or received by me or held in 
trust as executor, administrator, guardian, or 
otherwise, and I make this declaration, con 
scientiously believing the same to be true.”
The assessor had not the power to swear 
the individual. Provided however he consid­
ered the tendered statement a fraudulent one 
he could himself assess the property at his 
own valuation, and the individual under oath 
before the Court of Revision might get the 
amount corrected. Some of these scliedu.ed 
declarations were the most barefaced and 
laughable frauds.

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A TYPE-SETTING MACHINE. woman
piinish-Prnctleal Tests Applied to Joseph Tbsrne't 

Invention.
From the Hartford Courant.

A large number of people visited Colt’s 
armory yesterday, to witness the operation of 
the machine invented and developed by Mr. 
Joseph Thome, which sets and distributes 
type at a great pace, and which has had a 
practical test of more than a year in New 
York where several have been steadily in use 
during that time. The machine looks like a 
round tower with a keyboard in front and 
shelf at the side. The operator plays on the 
keys, and type are carried out to a trough and 
on to the shelf where the procession of pieces 
of metal is cut at intervals, each corresponding 
to the length of a line. Here another operator 
justifies the matter, that is, takes out or puts 
in spaces to make the words come at proper 
distances from each other and the type exact- 
y fill the line. While this is going on other 

type are being distributed. To understand 
this it is necessary to go back to the upright 
cylinder first mentioned. This is made in two 
parts, one revolving above the other and each 
having ninety vertical grooves in which the 
type rest. Each groove in this lower cylinder, 
which is stationary, has ridges within it 
which correspond to the projecting tumblers 
in a lock, those in each groove being different 
from those in any other. Each type has cor­
responding notches cut in it, like wards on a 
steel key, and the arrangement is such that 
the type falls from the upper revolving cy­
linder only when iD notches correspond to the 
wards in a groove of the lower cylinder over 
which it is naming. Now by a simple arrange- 

hole line of type is thrust into the 
cylinder. This is revolving fast and 

when the lowest type finds its appropriate 
groove in the lower cylinder it drops into it. 
Then the one just above it goes through the 

performance and then the next, and so 
on. There is an ingenious arrangement by 
which the type that are set are got into the 
trough. The motion of the key sur ply throws 
them out horizontally. They fall on a round 
table a little larger than the bottom of the 
cylinder in one of whoee grooves 4hey have 
been resting, and its motion throws them out 
against its circumference where at a certain 
point they sue shunted into the trough and go 
on to their final place. The machine was 
working nicely and was said to set at a rate of 
6,0» ems an hoar, LOuOibeing fast work for a 
man. A book printed from type set by the 

bine was exhibited and was a very credit­
able piece of work. Mr. Thorne has been for 
years engaged in developing and perfecting 
the machine, which ja said to be now perfect 
as far as any mechanical device can be. It has 
had practical teste that seem to support the 
claim, as a number of the machines have been 
at daily work in an office for more than a 
year, and some improvements have been made 
since they were built. These are incorporated 
in the machine shown yesterday, which was 
put together a week ago.

There is no branch of the work performed in 
Mr. Morris’ factory in which he himself is not 
skilled. He has rediscovered lost methods 
and carefully studied existing processes, says 
Emma Lazarus in the Century. Not only 
do his artisans share his profits, but at the 
same time they feel that he undesrtands then- 
difficulties and requirements, and that he can 
justly estimate and reward their performance. 
Thus an admirable relation is established 
between employer and employed, a sort qf 
frank comradeship, marked by mutual respect 
and good will In this relation, Mr. Morris 
seems to have borrowed all that was sound 
and admirable from the connection between 
the mediaeval master workman and his artist 
apprentices. The excellent custom, restored 
from the generally despised days that preceded 
the invention of the steam engine, Mr. Morris 
has modified, by adding thereto that spirit of 
intimate, boundless sympathy which, under 
the name of hunymitarianism, is the peculiar 
product, as it is the chief dawning glory, of 
our ownjage. The exquisite fabrics to be found 
in his workshop, which have so largely in­
fluenced English taste in household decora­
tion, are intended to perform another service 
less conspirions but still more important than 
the first. That the workman shall take 
pleasure in his work, that decent conditions of 
Jght and breathing space and cleanliness shall 
surround him, that he shall be made to feel 
himself not the brainless “hand,” but the in­
telligent co-operator, the friend of the man 
who directs tne labor, that his honest toil shall 
inevitably win fair and comfortable wages, 
whatever be the low water record of the 
market price of men, that illness or trouble 
befalling him during the term of his employ­
ment shall not mean dismissal and starvation 
—these are some of the problems of which Mr. 
Morris’ factory is a noble and a successful 
solution. For himself, he eschews wealth and 
luxury, which are within easy reach of his 
versatile and brilliant talents, in order that, 
for a few, at least, of his brother men, he may 
rob toil of its drudgery, servitude of its sting, 
and poverty of its honors.
