tively by 95 percent of those
questioned.

One third' of the faculty alumni
members said the alumni should
influence faculty hiring.

Other responses were:

--72 percent thought the alumni
should attempt to get involved in
the long-term academic planning
of the university.

--44 percent wanted the alumni to
have representation on the univer-
sity budget committee.

-78 percent thought the alumni

should have a closer relationship
with the Student Representative
Council.

-73 percent said the alumni
should not have representatives on
the SRC.

-65 percent said the director of
alumni affairs should be responsi-
ble only to the alumni council. Only
two percent said the director
should be responsible to the
president of the university.

-53 percent said the alumni
director should be an ex-officio

member of the Board of Gover-
nors.

--50 percent wanted an alumni
opinion column in THE BRUNS-
WICKAN, with 17 percent voting
against the column.

--40 percent said the alumni
should influence student discipline
by the university.

--50 percent wanted the alumni to
become more involved in the job
placement of graduates.

--25 percent want students to be
represented on the alumni council.

--15 percent said most alumni

funds should go to provide student
services.

--46 percent said the alumni
should have more elected mem-
bers on the board of governors.

The 80-questions, originally
intended as a mail-out question-
naire to all 14,000 alumni, will still

be used as a guide for the

participants despite the low
number that were returned due to
the mail strike.

The conference participants will
be given the results of those
returned and in groups of ten will
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decide what changes in alumni
affairs they would like to propose.
The issues will deal with the
alumni’s board and senate repre-
sentation, fund raising, academic
programs, student affairs and the
alumni office and director.

The decision on which proposals
the groups agree to will be made in
a final main session Saturday. The
committee will study the resolut-
ions and present a series of
recommendations to the annual
alumni meeting.

The conference, planned by
chairman R.E. Tweeddale and
committee members James K.
Chapman, F. J. Beairsto, E. T.
Owens and W. G. Reddin, gets
underway at noon Friday and
continues until 1:30 p.m. Saturday.
