roaming at large, feeding or pasturing may be impounded and dealt

2¢ The indian Agent or some one appeinted by him shall be pounde
kesper for the reserve.

3 T™e pound«kesper shall keep & book in which he shall record a
desoription of all animals impounded, with the date of impounding,
dama e claimed, date redesmed or sold, 'and disposal of the proeeeds.

4, Any one finding sny animal on the reserve, resming at large,
feeding or grasing, in eontravention of the foregoeing seetion 1,
may deliver same to the pound, whether the owner of such animal

be® known or net.

5e The poundekeeper shall, within twoe days after the impounding
of any animal, have notices posted in at least three conspioucus
places on or adjeining the reserve; if the owner of the impounded
animal is known, notice of impounding such animal shall be fore

warded to such owners

6. Suffielent grazing and feed shall be previded for animals
impounded,

T« The ownar of an animal in said pound may redeem such animal
by the payment of feee as hereinafter provided.

8. When an animal has not been relemsed from the pound within
twenty days after the notice has been pested as previded for in
ssction 5, the said animal shall be sold by publie suetion after
notice of sush sale hos been posted eight days in three eenspie-
u:- pl;ul within reasgnable distance of sald pound; and at sueh
sale, the ound-k-esper, a justioce of the peace, or licensed su
tioncer, éoul g! !h- xui‘u inm. &al be the auctioneesr, -
and sugh sale shall be held at the pound and shall commence at
twvo o'cleck in the afternoen. |
