As a result of ondeavours to secure headquarters in
London which would be a oredit to the lLominion of Canada,
by an agreement of sale dated June 26, 1923, s bhullding
wae offered to the Jominion Covernment whioh, with certain
alterations, 1t 1s thought, will fully meet the roquire-
meats and sccommodate all ite activities in London, The
building 18 known as the UNION CLUS and is eituated at the
