Tnls result, together with the unduly large size of
the Counsil can he atiriduted antirely to pressure
from the Latln Aserisan states which insisted upon a
large Jounsil and whiech slso indulged in elesticneering
practices as a s0l1d hloo, whileh rasulied in the
Latin Amarican slave for the Youncil nelng shosen,
ingluding Urasll, Hexlico, and jdelglum in the Iirst
satagory, along with the U,i.,, the U.l., rance and
the Hethorlands,
