‘That each passenger shall be allowed to take with him or Her, one trunk or other baggage 
reasonable extent, free of charge ; and it shall be the duty of the person,.in charge of any 
vehicle to load and unload the same free of charge.

That children under five years of age shall not be charged for as additional passengers, and 
children over five and under twelve years of age shall not lie charged for as additional passengers 
move than half rates.
