GrEAT BRITAIN.—The steamship Balbec for
Halifax, took out a brief announcement that an
explosion of some sort -had occurred on board
the Great llastern. The following are the de
tails. It appears thatin the alternoon of the 9th,
when ofl Hastings, a feeding-pipe casing in the
forward funnel, which bad been introduced on
the ground of economy in heat, and to keep the
heat of the funneis from the cabins, exploded
with terrific force, blowing the funne! into the
air, and tearing to pieces the grand saloon and the
lower deck cabins, through which the funnele pas-
sed, and otherwise doing great damage to the in-
ternal fittings.  Great consternation prevailed on
board, and prompt cflorts were made to get at the
unfortunate men in the engineering department,
who were ecither baried by the rubbish or pros-
trated by the stcam, Three firemen were found
in a dying state and scon expired, while eight
otbers were more or less injured, two of whom
eubsequently died. One fireman was lost over-
Loard,baving cither falleu into the water or Jjump
ed into 1t to escape scalding. The injured men
were progressing favourably, although two or
three of them were in a very precarious condi-,
tion. b

‘The numerous gucsts on board had only quit-
ted the prand saloon through which the tfunnel
passed, and in which they bad been dining a
tfew minutes betore the explosion took place. But
for this the consequences weuld bave been most
rerous.

The explesion is said to bave been one of the
most terrific which a veseel bas ever survived,
and which none in the warld could have with
stood, save a vessel of such marvellous strength
as the Gireat Eastern.  She not only resisted it,
her frame sustaining no injury whatever, but it
made so little difference to the movement of the
vessel that the engines were never once stopped
she reachad Portland.

It is said that great objections had been made
fo the casings around funnels, but the directors
persisted in adopting the plan, notwithstanding
that it was tried and abandoned in the Collins
and other steamers.
