Kamenetz-Podolsk is the capital of
Podolia, on the Smotrich, an affluent
of the Dniester.

Its popu-
lation is 34,500.

Proskurov is on the main road
from Kamenetz-Podolsk in the same
province. is an important garrison
town and has a population of 23,000.

Rome, Aug. 8.—There were
lively encounters on the 'T'ren-
tino front yesterday, between
Austro-Hungarian and Italian
patyols, says the report issued
by the Italian ‘War Department.

New York, Aug. 8.—Conditions in
Syria and Palestine are declared to
be ‘“‘the worst possible,” by a re-
fugee who fled from there and by
circuitous routes. has just reached
New York, and reported to the Am-
erican committee of -Armenian and
Syrian relief.

Globe, Ariz., August 8.—A force

es of the Agbestos: Mines, in that re-
gion, were reported.to be surrounded
by a mob of more than 100 striking
Indian and Mexican miners, while u
forest fire set by the Indians .was
sweeping the mountains.

First news of the trouble, which
began yesterday morning when the
Indians and Mexicans employed in
the Acebestos mine went on strike
for higher pay, was received - last
night in a telephone message fyom a
forest ranger, who had ridden twenty”
five miles to give the alarm. The
ranger reported that the Indians had
set fire to the forests and had = been
prevented from burning the buildings
only~by prompt action of the guards.
Another telephone message was re-
ceived saying that nine white men in
the camp had been driven into a dug-
out on the mountainside and were
surrounded by the Indians and Mex-
icans. The men in the dugouts were
said to be supplied with only a few
rounds of ammunition and a small
quantity of provisions, and it was
feared that they will not be able to
withstand the combined assault oi
the strikers and the forest fire. -
Because of the lack of eommunica-
tion, all messages having to be car-
1ied 25 miles to a telephone, details
of the uprising are not yet known

IN NEW GERMAN GOVERNMENT

Dissension Created by Michaelis’ Sel-

Cabinet Ministers;

Socialist Party in Opposition to Plat-
form of Government ;

Copenhagen, Aug. 8.—The Demo-
cratic movement in Germany, which
reformers believed was getting such
a splendid start in their recent reich-
stag ~crisis, seems: now to be slip-
ping b‘q,ckwards down grade. Tl}e
Liberal®*and Radical newspapers' in
Germany generally interpret the se-
lection by Dr. Michaelis, the chan-
cellor, of his colleagues as a distinct
rejection of the principle of parlia-
mentarism or parliamentary influ-
ence upon administration.

The Socialist organ, Vorwaerts
announces that the cabinet mem-
bers, Spahn, Krause and Mueller,
enter the government as individuals,
not as party representatives. There-
fore the party assumes Do responsi-
bility therefore, but retains com-
pletely a free hand toward the gov-
ernment. Herr Mueller particularly
has long had no active connection
with the Socialist party, and has a
purely administrative non-political
post.

The Vorwaerts declares that the
present government mpst be the last
of its kind, and must not be sup-
planted by a government of the peo-
ple. Dr. Michaelis is also getting
further away from the reichstag
peace resolution, even as he inter-
prets as the days pass. The phrase
in his speech Saturday on the neces-
sity of “‘a powerful peace’ Was
printed in black faced type.

Some Spy System

New York, Aug. 8.J—A London
dispatch to the Sun says;

The Germans in France have in-
vented a new device which is auto-
matically projected into allied lines
and grcpples telegraph or telephone -
wires cstablishing an electrical con-
nection and enabling the Germans
to tap passing messages regarding
operations. Prisoners recently taken
confirm stories previously told of
how the German command obtained
exact information of the hour set
for attacks.

This new device probably is the
most successful means of espionage
invented by the Germans. Our sol-
diers in France have always been
mystified by the ease with which the
Germans identified new British regi-
ments coming into the front line.
When the new comers arrived they
were invariably greeted by’ placards
erected over the trenches or by a
hail from the enemy line calling them
by name. This ability of the Ger-
mans to pick up the latest informa-
tion undoubtedly came from the use
of this hook-like arrangement

in the publication of a suppressed
pamphlet, whose manuscript was

Washington, Aug. 8.—Officials of
the Red Cross serving with the Am=
erican army in Europe will wear tha
American uniform. William H. Taft,
chairman of the central committes,
and Henry P. Davison, chairman of
the Red Cross war council, will be
recognized as major generals, should
they cross the Atlantie. Lesser rank
will be conferred upon lesser offi-
cials.

Operations of the Red Cross are
being hampered because its officials
in Europe do not receive the recog-
nition according to wearers of uni-
forms. Their commissions will be
signed by the secretary of war, - but
will i confer no military authority,
obligations or rights. They are in-
tended more as certificates of inden-
tification and an indication of comfiv
dence of the government.
