Though the weather is
not’ at all cold, from the Yukon
standpoint, yet the ice is becoming
more and more solidified each hour
Today there have been a dozen or so
who have crossed from West. Dawson
and they report the ice as solid, ap
parently, as it was at any time * last
winter.
