Canada’s Trade With That Colony Has
Increased.

Ottawa, Sept. 5.—Reporting to the
Trade and Commerce Dgpartment, Mr.
J. 8. Larke notes that while Canada
largely shared in the general increase
of the trade of New Zealand for 1906,
imports to the colony from the United
States have ‘fallen off. New Zealand’s
imports from:Canada for the year were
£157,088, as against £06,119 in 1905,
while New Zealand’s exports to Canada
decreased from £51,1 to £20,815, the
falling off being altogether in direct ex
ports of wool and skins. The New Zea-
land tariff maintains the preference to
all Canadian goods except paper hang
ings; but the new tariff on cheap boots
and shoes will be almost prohibitive
amounting to about 00 per cent,
