THE REPORT.
The Directors have pleasure in submitting to the Shareholders their Thirty- 

fourth Annual Report and Balance Sheet of the affairs of the bank as on .‘10th 
April, 1909, together with the result of the operations of the bank for the year 
ended on that day.

The net profits of the year (after making full provision for all bad and 
doubtful debts, for interest on unmatured bills under discount, for the usual 
contributions to the Pension and Guarantee Funds, for the payment of all 
Provincial and other taxes and for all preliminary expenses incurred in con 
nection with the opening of new branches) amounted to $743,524.17, which has 
been applied as follows:

PRESIDENT’S ADDRESS.
In moving the adoption of the report, the President and General Man­

ager, Mr. D. R. WiHcie, said :
Gentlemen, I have much pleasure in rising to move the adoption of the 

report, but before making the motion I shall draw your attention to the op­
erations of the bank during the past year. Our deposits have increased by 
about twenty per cent, from $30,150,000 to a little over $36,000,000. There 
has been an increase in circulation of over $200,000, and our ordinary dis­
count loans during the same period have increased from $23,862,812 to 
$26,571,958.

I am happy to say that the increase in deposits is not confined to fluc­
tuating Current Account balances. Oui/ Savings Accounts show an increase 
of $2,500,000, indicating a very substantial improvement in the condition of 
affairs throughout the country. I have pleasure in drawing your attention 
to our conservative policy by way of maintaining at all times substantial Cash 
Reserves, the proportion of what is known as liquid assets being over fifty 
per cent, of our total liabilities to the public.

RESERVES.
The maintenance of large reserves, while affording a sense of aceuritv to 

depositors and while giving confidence to shareholders, and, I may sav," to 
Directors and to the staff, must undoubtedly curtail immediate profits, "but in 
the long run the advantages are on the side of the safer course and ulti­
mately lead to greater gains. We have, I am satisfied, reaped great benefits 
both at home and abroad from the conservative course which we adopted 
many years ago, and which we have endeavored to follow constantly.

STATISTICS.
We do not claim any pre-eminence for enterprise, nor that we have 

gained more than our share of the expansion in deposits, circulation, and 
business loans which has taken place in Canada during the year. The lat­
est monthly returns to the Government indicate a total Bank Note circula­
tion in the Dominion of $67,260,664 on 30th April, 1909, as compared with 
$0(;,713,000 on the 30th of April, 1908, with a total Bank Capital in 1909 of 
$97.140,528. as compared with $96,253,058 on the same day in 1908. Deposits 
in the banks on 30th April, 1000, were $057,489,753 as compared with $551,- 
871.716 on 30th April, 1908. This condition is in part the result of a fairly 
good crop in the Northwest in 1908, valued at $126,000.000, as compared with 
only $90,000,000 in 1907; of large expenditures on public works, of borrow­
ings abroad on the pan of the Dominion, Provincial ami Municipal Govern­
ments; and by railway and other corporations; of a considerable increase in 
the population of the Dominion and of si steady improvement in "encrai 
trade.

Our population is noxv stated to be 7,145,040, as compared with 6,803,500 in 
1907. V

The estimated acreage under crop in the three Northwest Provinces in 
1908 was 10,336,070, yielding in all 238,664.000 bushels of wheat, oats, bar­
ley and other grains. This year the estimated acreage under crop is, 11,- 
2IHH00O. Wheat seeding, although later than last year, has been finished 
under good conditions, and there arc favorable prospects of an average crop. 
When we look forward to the day when even twenty per cent, of the arable 
lands of the Northwest Provinces, which are estimated to number 253,000,000

acres, of which little more than four per cent, arc under crop, are put into Ac­
tion, can we overestimate the results which will follow therefrom, and the ef­
fect which the output will have upon the industrial progress and on the carry­
ing trade of the Dominion!

But our grain industries are not the only ones that are adding to the 
wealth and prosperity of the Dominion. Uur cattle are not only sufficient to 
meet the requirements of the ever-increasing population, but we exported during 
the year 1908, mainly to Great Britain:

T am not one of those who think that the prohibition of the importation 
into England of live stock is an unmixed evil. We are making more money,
1 believe, in feeding our young cattle than we would by their shipment and 
the exportation of the native grain and fodder which they consume. I shall 
say nothing of our lumber interests, which, owing to the depression which 
preceded and followed the crisis of 1907, have been in a somewhat depressed 
condition, but the tide has turned, and we have ^çood accounts from our saw­
mill customers from Ontario to British Columbia ; and last, but not least, let 
me draw your attention to the extraordinary increase in the output of our 
mines. Our mineral output for 1908 is valued at $87.323,849 by the Domin­
ion Government officials. From the Cobalt district alone there has l»?en an 
increase in the value of the output of silver from $136.217 in 1904 to $9.- 
284.869 in 1908, and this, mark you, is but the beginning of greater things 
to come.

.The total imports of Canada in 19 08 were valued at $298,123,792, the 
total exports at $261.512,159. It is estimated that there were borrowings 
abroad during the sMno. period of over $200,000,000, otherwise we should 
have had a very stringent money market.

NEW BRANCHES.
Under our pyatem of banking it is impossible for an institution having 

its own and the country’s Interests at heart to stand still. It is our duty not 
only to endeavor to keep pace with the development of the country, but to 
foster and encourage it by extending banking facilities to still larger radii, be­
sides affording to points in the inner circles, that have grown to importance, 
the facilities which they demand and that we are in a position to extend to 
them. Our desire to carry out such a policy accounts for the eight new 
branches which have been opened during the year, and for the ten additional 
branches which are now being established.

BANK PREMISES.
Bank Premises Account continues to grow, notwithstanding the appro­

priations which we make from year to year, but this is unavoidable. I can 
only assure you that so far as that item is concerned, it is, as it stands in our 
Balance Sheet, one of the most profitable of our investments. We expended 
during the year in the purchase of property and in the construction and fitting 
up of buildings the sum of $169.921.01, and we have, as you have been 
advised, written off from the account out of the profits of the year the sum 
of $69,921.01. Our policy has not been to purchase property or construct 
buildings improvidently, at the same time we must, in a mod%>t way at least, 
provide for our requirements, but without laying ourselves open to the charge 
of extravagance.

BORROWINGS ABROAD.
The borrowings from or through Gnat Britain by the Governments, the 

municipalities and the railways of Canada have been enormous —one won­
ders where all the money comes from—will this easy condition and confi­
dence continue? Some say not. A writer in a recent number of the Fort­
nightly Review draws a very gloomy picture of trade and finances in Great 
Britain.

There are those who say that the enormous taxes imposed by the Brit­
ish Government is driving capital out of the United Kingdom and, if so, we 
are no doubt sharing in its distribution ; it. behooves us. therefore, to invest 
that share in enterprises that will yield a substantial return to the investor. 
We must not enter upon new enterprises that depend entirely upon contin­
uous borrowings from abroad ; otherwise, sooner than we expect, perhaps in 
the not very distant future, the source of supply may dry up, and we may be 
left with unfinished enterprises on our hands.

AMERICAN SILVER.
The quantities of American silver in circulation throughout the Dominion, 

particularly in the western Provinces, including British Columbia, estimated by 
some at $2.006.000. is a bint upon the tiseal system. After all. silver coins are 
but tokens; the American silver dollar is worth in silver less than fifty cents, 
but it passes current in Canada for one hundred per cent, more than its value. 
If silver coins are to form a part, of our currency, let Canada have the liencfit 
of the seigniorage, and let us at the same time give our new citizens an oppor­
tunity to become familiar with our national emblems. The gold and silver coin­
age of every self-respecting nation should form an important part of its national 
outfit, and should b« jealously guarded, it is satisfactory to know that we have 
in Ottawa «me of the best up-to-date and perfect Mints in the world, under the 
management of efficient., scientific controllers ami operatives. I should like to 
s«- et lie machinery in more constant use manufacturing coins up to the legitimate 
demand for gold and silver currency. Uider our present, currency laws the sil­
ver coin of the country is not redeemable in gold or legal tender notes. This 
condition should be remedied ; moreover, the old and worn currency should be 
withdrawn from circulation and replaced by new coins as necessity demands. 
American silver coins should be shipped back to their country of origin.

SHAREHOLDERS.
Our shareholders continue to im-rease. and now* number 1.302, not a 

large increase over last year, it is true, but on the right side.

NOT A HERETIC.
PROFESSOR MATTHEWS ACQUIT­

TED OF HERESY CHARGE.

Students Have a Strong and Inspir­
ing Teacher—Professor Matthews 
Holds Firmly to Inspiration and 
Supernatural Character u. £tnp-

Toronto, May 28.-The charge laid by 
Bov. Dr. Klmore Harris against Pro- 
tcaor I. G. Matthews, of the chair of 
Hebrew a ml Old Testament exegesis of 
Me Master University, of teaching hereti­
cal views of the Old Testament, was 
found not proven by the Senate of Mc­
Master University last night, after a 
session lasting over six hours. In an 
official statement issued to the press 
by the Senate it was declared that Pro­
fessor Matthews. th.mgh accepting 
many of the results of modern critical 
scholarship, holds firmly to the inspira­
tion* ami supernatural character of the 
Old and New Testaments. It is further 
declared that "McMaster University 
•stands for freedom, for progress ami 
for investigation.”

Dr. Harris based his charges upon 
shorthand notes taken by a student in 
Professor Matthews’ case, the general 
allegation being that the professor was 
unorthodox in many of his views re­
garding the interpretations of the Old 
Testament by higher critics. In view 
of the publicity given to the charges it

quarter, and never be guilty of binding 
the spirit of free inquiry. As a Chris­
tian school of learning under Baptist 
auspices it stands for the fullest and 
freest investigation, not only in the 
scientific realm, but nl§o Lit the,realm of 
biblical scholarship. Holding fast their 
historic position on the personal freedom 
and responsibility of the individual, re­
fusing to bind or be bound by any 
human creed, rejecting the authority of 

•tradition and taking their stand on the 
word of God alone ns the suprenH* and 
all-sufficient rule of faith and practice, 
the Baptists have ever been ready to 
accord to , all students of the sacred 
scriptures the largest possible measure 
of freedom consistent, with loyalty to 
the fundamentals of the Christian faith.’’

was decided at a meeting of the Senate 
on May 11 to appoint a committee to 
investigate them, and to definitely settle 
the attitude of McMaster University 
towards modern scholarship. After 
careful consideration the committee pre­
pared a report exonerating Professor 
Matthews from the charges made against 
him. and expressing confidence in his 
teaching.

The report came before a special 
meeting of the Senate yesterday, and 
after considerable discussion the recom­
mendations of the committee were 
adopted, and this statement was issued :

“The Senate, after careful considera­
tion, finds the charges against the teach­
ing of Professor Matthews not proved. 
The Senate is assured that Professor 
Matthews is regarded by his students us 
a strong ami inspiring teacher; that he 
is a man of humble and devout spirit, 
sound on all the fundamentals of the 
Baptist faith, and that he is highly re­
spected as a Christian and a gentleman 
by all those who know him best. In 
matters of biblical criticism he is con­
servative.

“The chair of Old Testament exegesis 
is, in the opinion of the Senate, one of 
the most difficult in the wjjolc univer­
sity to fill, because of the critical prob­
lems that are necessarily raised in deal­
ing with the religion and literature of 
the Semitic peoples. There are different 
ways of facing these problems. One 
method is to ignore them altogether; an­
other is to recognize them, but to seek 
to deal with each imiividually as it 
arises in the ntiml of the student; ami 
a third is to state the problems frankly, 
face them, and then seek to find some 
solution that will stand the severest 
strain that may be put upon it. Pro­
fessor Matthews adopts the last of 
these methods, believing that it is 
better for the students to face the 
problems in the privacy of the class i 
room under the sympathetic guidance | 
of their teacher than to meet and solve ! 
them alone and unaided, as they are j 
bound to do in after years in the course 
of their ministry. Ami in this Professor ; 
Matthews has the hearty endovsation of j 
the Senate.

MONEY ORDERS.
Forged Ones Cashed by Merchants 

at London, Ont.

Kenova. May 27.—A couple of Ital­
ians, wanted at London. Ont., for for­
gery. were arrested by the Ivenorn police 
at Ignace this morning.
