At a special meeting of the Stockholders of 
the Commercial Bank, held on Wednesday, it 
was resolved to petition the Legislature for the 
passage of a bill in amendment of the charter. 
By this, it it pass, the number of director, 
will be reduced from thirteen to five—some 
wished the number to be seven, but they were 
outvoted,—and at each election the Stock­
holders will be required to re-elect only two 
of the directors of the previous year, of whom 
the President shall be one. At present the 
charter requires that seven of the thirteen 
should be re-elected. It was proposed that 
the Stockholders should be bound to re-elect 
only the President, but this was lost. It was 
also proposed that no notes should be dis­
counted without the approval of the President,

expressly given, are to be asked to adopt the 
scheme, and that the Delegates feel quite confi­
dent that they can get the necessary Bills passed. 
The Toronto Leader, supposed to be the organ 
of Hon. J. A. M Donald, tells us that :—

" Injunctions of secresy are sti 1 imposed on 
members and the scheme will not be promul­
gated till the several legislatures meet.”

“It is still undetermined whether the scheme 
adopted by the Conference will be submitted to 
the people of the various Provinces. There is 
a strong desire in the Conference to avoid the 
necessity of doing so, if possible.”

“The result gives great satisfaction to the 
leading members of all the Provinces, and they 
are confident of being able to carry the scheme 
in the several Legislatures.”

dividends may be resumed, was given at the 
annual meeting. In lieu of this it was now 
proposed that the Legislature be asked to 
authorise th- directors to pay dividends out of 
the actual earnings of the Bank on $480.000, 
the capital remaining nominally $600,000— 
the amount to be appropriated for the payment 
of such dividends never to exceed 76 per cent, 
of the actual earnings of the Bank in each 
half year, the balance of such earnings to be 
used for making up the deficiency of capital. 
Some thought it would be better to reduce the 
capital at once, but after some discuss on and 
some amendments, the resolution—substan­
tially such as stated—passed.

But until 1 came to New York 
I never knew what immorality and irreligion, 
blasphemy and impiety, robbery* murder, sud­
den death, gum-ticklers, revolvers, lying, 
swindling, and Bourbon whiskey meant. 1 
have resolved to do my duty as your special 
commissioner, and to tell the sort of truth 
which my engagement, demands. They may 
kick me if they like. Some dastardly despera­
does have already, indeed, thus insulted the 
majesty of England and the Union Jack in my 
British person.

If the Government of this 
Province will not condescend to consult the 
people of the Province on a question in which 
they are most deeply interested, but will endea­
vour by such means as hve been frequently 
inployed before to get a majority of the Le- 
vislature to destroy, and for ever, the Legisla- 
tive independence of their country, and if the 
people are willirg to submit tamely to such 
treatment, to be so bought and sold, news­
paper articles on the sabject are mere waste 
paper. But we do not believe that the majo­
rity of the members of the Assembly are so 
utterly corrupt as the Delegates are said to as- 
sume; that they can so easily be cajoled or 
bought as majorities sometimes have been.— 
The question is so momentous, the issue so 
important, that the most ignorant, the most 
unprincipled, must feel how enormous will be 
he responsibility of those who dare to accept

The making 
of laws for the peace and prosperity of the 
united Provinces ; trade and commerce ; eus- 
tome; taxes; the currency and coinage; pub­
lic debt ; public finances ; banking ; bankrupt 
and insolvent laws; commercial laws ; crimi- 
nal law ; the laws relating to interest; court 
of appeal ; post office ; navigation ; sea fisher­
ies ; patente ; copyright ; the census ; mili­
tary and all questions of defence; railroads 
and canals ; and, in short, all questions of a 
general nature not specially reserved for the 
local government.

•• The separate provinces will have powers to- 
make laws respecting agriculture, but these, we 
understand, will be concurrent with the Gen­
eral Government; also respecting education; 
but on this point it is decided that the rights of 
religious minorities shall be protected by 
separate schools ; the sale and management of 
public lands except those required by the Gen- 
eral Government i municipalities ; real estate 
and civil rights ; inland fisheries; prisons 
and penitentiaries i hospitals and charities; 
local roads and bridges ; direct taxation for 
local purposes ; and other matters of this sort.’

£1,000. It stands eight fret high, including the 
plinth, and represents the Apostle of Tem- 
perence as in the act of pronouncing a blessing 
upon one of those multitudes to whom, in his 
lifetime, he administered the pledge.

It is in truth a Legislative Union, 
and the local Legislatures will be useless, cum- 
brous, expensive machinery, which no one 
will, desire to see retained. Their very first 
session will prove them worse than worthless, 
and when they have served the purpose of de­
luding some of the p ople by a show of a 
Federal Union, they will be abolished. If this 
Union must be, it would be better to abolish 
the local Legislatures at once in appear- 
ance as well as in reality than to set up such 
expensive shams.

THE UNVEILING.
CORK, MONDAY EVENING.—The "beautiful 

city” presented a regular holiday aspect to-day. 
Though the great thoroughfares between the 
two channels of the Lee and along the quays 
were "thronged to an extent but rarely seen even 
in this busy and populous mart of commerce 
yet it was evident that little or no business was 
ransacted after ten o’clock in the forenoon. 
Scarcely a shop in the flat, or principal part of 
the city, was to be seen open, and even those few 
traders whose love of gain, or, mayhaps, their 
non-appreciation of the signal virtues and ex­
traordinary public services of the great depart- 
d, whose memory the grand pageant of the day 
was intended to honnor, induced them to reject 
the example so generally set by their neigh­
bours, and to pursue their usual avocations, 
paid some respect to the popular feeling by 
opening merely the. doors of their establishments 
and keeping their shutters up. In the main 
streets of the city however, those even who 
opened their shops at all formed but a very 
small proportion, indeed; the entire suspen- 
sion of business was by no means confined to 
persons of any one party or creed. Catholic, 
Protestant and Dissenter, Liberal, Conservative, 
and Nationalist, all joined in closing their 
establishments for the day ; in fact no shop or 
warehouse really of respectable position was to 
be seen open, and what is especially deserving of 
notice is, that great numbers of the publicans 
kept their shops closed while the proceedings 
were going on.

Immediately after the death of Father Mathew 
a coTmittee, composed of some of the principal 
citizens of, Cork, of every shade of political and 
religious opinions, was formed for the purpose 
of erecting a suitable monument in the city to 
his memory. The money was raised without 
difficulty, and the statue would have been erect- 
.4 long before now.but for the death of Hogan, 
the great Irish sculptor, to whom the execution 
had been entrusted. This caused some delay 
by the new arrangements which it necessitated 
and finally the work was given to Mr. Foley, 
d. A., who has performed the task in a man­
ner fully worthy of his high reputation. It is 
now the only open air statue in Cork, and, in 
fact, it may be considered the first one ever 
crected by its people—who appear very little 
given to paying indiscriminate honours to the 
dead. It is very well placed, being just at the 
head of Patrick-street, and about a hundred 
yards from Patrick's-bridge. It feces the 
bridge, and as that is the chief route by which 
strangers enter the city, this handsome work of 
art is one of the first objects of interest that will 
meet their view. The finest view of the city is 
to be had from Barrack-hill, which (a few 
minutes, walk to the North of Patrick’s-bridge) 
rises with a very steep ascent to a considerable 
height, and a person turning round on reaching 
the brow of this has a tine perspective view 
along Bridge-street over the bridge, and into 
the midle of Patrick-street. A conspicuous ob­
ject in this perspective, and standing with a 
bridge which, in point of width and architec- 
ural beauty, has scarcely a superior in the 
three kingdoms, in its front, and a specious and 
handsom street behind it, is now the Mathew 
Statue. The site was of Foley’s own selection, 
and could hardly be better chosen, and the 
statue itself is one eminently worthy of the 
sculptor's genius. By all who knew the ori­
ginal it is pronounced a striking likeness, 
though Mr. Foley in shaping it was obliged 
to depend solely on such assistance as he could
