The vote on Aid. Du rick's amend­

ment was then takun. and resulted 
as follows: •

Yea—Aid. Doyle, Du rick, Sar-
géant.

Nay—Aid. Kingston, John Russell, 
P. Russell, Ritchie and Troy.

The motion was then put and was 
defeated without division.

Aid. Sargeant explained that when 
he had made his first motion he had 
fully Intended to have water main 
changed from four Inch to 6 inch.

Mr. Fish’s second report was then 
taken up.

Aid. P. Russell moved, That the 
report be received and council au­
thorized to go ahead and build the 
sewer. Seconded by Aid. John Rus­
sell.

Aid. Ritchie asked if Pleasant 
Street sewer was not overtaxed now, 
and would It not, If extended, need 
another outlet. He would like to 
have some Information from Mr. 
Fish on this matter.

Aid. Doyle moved That Mr. Fish 
be heard on the matter. Seconded 
by Aid. Kingston and carried,

Mr. Fish said that, previous to his 
putting down that Pleasant Street 
sewer some fourteen fears ago, he 
consulted the engineer who was then 
constructing the Chatham sewerage 
system, and on his advice, had laid 
down a 12 inch sewer, which was 
figured capable of holding the sew­
erage of a town of 15,000 to 18,000 
people. This sewer was occasionally 
blocked, but this was not due to any 
deficiency In the sewerage but to 
lack of flushing. If it were system­
atically fresh, the sewer was amply 
large to carry all that It Is proposed 
to put Into It, the George Street pro­
position included. He would recom­
mend automatic flush tanks which 
would go off every 48 hours, or so, 
and flush the whole sewerage sys­
tem. It was a wonder that our sew­
ers had not blocked long ago.

A^Ld. John Russel} asked) ifl the 
Willow Brook colud not be made to 
run Into Pleasant Street sewer to 
help flush it.

Mr. Fish—Yes.
Aid. Sageant—What is the reason 

that the manhole at Street’s Corner 
where Dr. Sproul now lives, halt 
tills when there is a big run of wa­
ter?

Mr. Fish said he did not know 
just where the trouble was. But he 
supposed that waste water must be 
getting into that sewer somewhere. 
He did not see that a larger outlet 
was needed.

The Mayor—There is sometimes 
three or tour feet of water in the 
manhole near R. H. Armsrtong’s.

Mr. Fish said this would be due to 
temporary block.
The motion that the council pro­

ceed to build the sewer under con­
sideration was adopted, Aid. Ritchie 
voting nay.

Aid. Doyle moved That a donation 
of $50 be granted the band for a 
concert once a week until October 
1st

This was seconded by Alde John 
Russell and carried unanimously.

The Mayor said that Miss Craig 
had complained to him about the 
overflow of the spring in. Mrs. Craig's 
field, which spring Is claimed by the 
town, flooding her garden and some­
times her cellar. The water also In­
terfered with the property of John 
Kingston, Sr. Could not that spring 
in Mrs. Craig's field, he asked Mr. 
Fish, be piped over to Brown’s 
Brook?

Mr Fish replied that the natural 
outlet for that water is the valley 
across the Manse property, thence 
back of the Orange Hall, and on 
down through the Davidson property. 
To take care of It would mean going 
on to private property. He presumed 
that, under the rights possessed by 
the old firewardens, the town could 
handle the water.

The Mayor recommended that a 
motion be passed authorizing the 
Public Works Committee to go with 
Mr. Fish and look Into the matter.

Aid. P. Russell said that a wooden 
pipe of 8 or 9 Inches used to run 
from that spring. It Is now por- 
bably, filled up. Either a terrra 
cotta pipe should be put In on the 
tank filled up. People should look 
after the water on their own proper­
ty.

Aid. Sargeant understood that the 
town owns the right of way to that 
spring.

Aid. P. Russell disagreed wkh this 
view of the matter 

Aid. Doyle said that It was claim­
ed some year» ago that Kingston and 
Stables had stopped the drain from 
that spring. The town had no right, 
he thought, to look after the over­
flow on private property. But the 
town ought to help. ▲ pipe to 
Brown’s Brook would not solve the 
problem, as there are several springe 
In the vleintty.

Water Committee had had any reply 
from the C. G. R. authroities re wa­
ter and sewerage on Jane street.

Aid. John Russell said that he did 
not consider It wise for the Town 
to open up the matter of water and 
sewerage on Jane Street with the 
railway authorities, as the Board of 
Trade and especially the Board of 
Health were negotiating with the 
railway in the matter. Therefore the 
Light and Water Committee had not 
written the railway since the laat 
council meeting.

Alde Durick did not think that Aid. 
Jbhn Russell, as chairman of a com­
mittee, had any right to disregard or 
countermand the Instructions of the 
council.

On the Mayor's suggestion, Aid. 
Durick moved That the Town Clerk 
be authorized to write the C. G. R 
on the matter.

The Mayor said that after consult­
ing some of the Aldermen, he had 
waited on General Manager Hayes 
about a month ago and proposed to 
him that the C. G R. put In water 
and sewerage on Jane Street, the 
town to remit all rates thereon un­
til cost of construction was repaid. 
Mr. Hayes’ last letter to him was to 
the effect that the further working 
out of the matter would be left o 
assistant manager Brown. He had not 
heard from Mr. Brown.

Aid. John Russell said that this 
was news to him. But the Board of 
Trade had dealt with the same mat­
ter some time ago, and had sent de­
legates to Moncton, backed up by a 
strong letter from the Board of 
Health, to Interview the rallwray au­
thorities. Consideration had been 
promised them, and that was why 
he felt that he town council should 
not, at this stage, take up the mat 
er.

The Mayor said that no one ald­
erman should put his conclusions be­
fore those of the committee.

PROTECTECTION OF CROPS
Crop protection means crop product­

ion. Canada loses over one hundred 
million dollars worth of her staple 
crops every year through the depre­
dations of insect pests. A large port 
ion of this loss could be prevented. 
As we cannot afford to lose the 
smallest portion of our grain and 
other food crops during the present 
critical period when the production 
of food Is of supreme Impôrtaifce, the 
Dominion Department of Agriculture 
Is making every effort to prevent, so 
far as possible, losses due to Insect 
pests. Crop protection must go band 
lr. with crop production.

Insect pests are not usually noticed 
or reported until they have caused 
considerable damage. Therefore It Is 
urged that the closest watch be 
kept on all crops for the first appear­
ance of any Insect pests or damage. 
Immediately such damage Is obaerv-j 
ed steps should be taken to control 
the outbreak in. its Incipient stage.If 
the pest or the method of control Is 
unknown specimens of the Insect Mid 
its injuries should be sent at once to 
the nearest of the following sources 
of expert assistance: The Agricul­
tural Colleges, the Provlnicial Depart­
ments of Agriculture or their 
local District Representatives, the 
officer In charge of the nearest 
Dominion Entomological Station, or 
direct to the Dominion Entomologist, 
Department of Agriculture, Ottawa, 
for examination and advke In regard 
to control measures will be furnish­
ed without delay. Letters and packag 
es up to 11 ounces in weight may be 
mailed to the Dominion Entomologist 
‘ Free,*’ but postage will be required 
on letters or speciments sent to the 
ether sources of advice mention.

Do not delay reporting Insect out­
break or sending Inquiries; delay 
may involve serious losses that could 
otherwise be prevented. Write Im­
mediately, or telegraph if the out­
break Is serious. Clean farming, the 
securing of vigorous growth in young 
plants and good cultivation are the 
best protective measures against 
insect attack. Keep all 
crops constantly nnder su 
pervlslon for the first ap 
protective measures gainst Insect 
protective measures against insect 
attack.

FINLAND DECLARES
INDEPENDENCE

Helsingfors, July 21—The bill 
thereby Finland seeks to wrest com­
plete Independence from Russia waa 
.adopted by the Diet amidst scenes 
ot unexampled enthusiasm and sol­
emnity.

A conflict with Russia Is regarded 
as Inevitable because ot the taction 
ot the Finnish Diet in adopting a 
bill granting Independence to Fin­
land. The Socialist members of 
Parliament assert that Petrograd baa 
Its hands too fall with Its own trou­
ble» to attempt repression

The Diet rejected, 104 against 87, 
a proposal by M. Talas, member of 
the young! Finnish party, that the 
law as prescribed by the constitution 
be submitted for Russia’s approval or 
veto.

A final vote was taken on the re- 
slutlon ot M. Hornberg. member of 
the Swedish party, the ~ Import of 
which was that the Diet reserve the 
right to break the laat bonds with 
Russia. The Hornsberg resolution 
was defeated chiefly by the vote of 
the Socllalsts themselves, who stand 
tor the policy, but object to follow­
ing the Initiative of the non-Soclallst 
parties.
