When the Pope 
is satisfied with thia first study he 
turns the matter over to hia “ Secre­
tary of the Latin Litters,” whose 
fnnotion it ie to translate the Ponti­
fical documenta into Latin. This 
prelate ia a distinguished Latinist. 
When he receives the first text of 
the encyclical, which la always in 
Latin, he stretches it oat in long 
and elegant Latin periods. This 
done, the document ia printed in the 
printing eetabliahment of the 
Vatican. The Pdpe then gets the 
proofs of it, and immediately begins 
to revise and correct it. Leo XIII. 
ia hard to ple-ae in thia matter. 
He ia very partioular, and often 
passes sleepless nights meditating 
over the cadence of a period. It ia. 
not the perfeetion of style alone that 
he 11ms at ; he takes the greatest 
qhre to present his thoughts in ell 
their shades and shapes fearing to 
let a single word go Jtieyond hie idea 
and thereby leave room for telie in­
terpretations. Sometimes the Pope 
sends the encyclical to Cardinals 
and other lifeh ecclesiastics with the 
request for their opinions. These 
learned- men read carefully the 
Latiq text and return it to the Pope 
with their observations, The Pope’s 
"proof, loaded with notes, additions 
and excisions, is finally sent to the 
Vatican printers, who return it to 
His Holiness in its final form. At 
last the Pope has his enuyolioal in 
proper shape; but it frequently 
happens that Lecy XI1L keeps it 
looked np for months before giving 
it publicity. He watches the 
current of public opinion, and waits 
for a favorable ohanceto bring out 
the carefully prepared document, 
because an eneyolicel presented at 
an unfavorable moment creates little 
or no impression. That is just what

bbld good, and ought to serve as a 
rule to the Catholio writer and 
journalist. It would be a work of 
supererogation to detail here the 
manner in which the Chnich has 
aided the press in all parta of Chris­
tendom, and none but the densely 
ignorant pay any heed to such stu­
pid assertions as those which de­
clare that a free press never received 
any encouragement until after the 
Protestant “ Reformation ’’ became 
an established fact St. Francis of 
Sales showed his belief in journ<.l:sm 
years and years before Germany had 
its first newspaper, and the Frank­
furter Journal, which figenolph be­
gan to issue in 1616, is believed to 
have been the first publication of its 
character in any European land. It- 
waa a Catholic bishop, Monsignor 
Zumarraga, of Mexico City, who 
brought the first printing press 
across the Atlantic, quite a number 
of years before one was set up here 
in New England , and it was a Cath­
olic priest who set up the first print 
ing press in our own Northwest, 
Bov. Gabriel Eiohard, and who be­
gan the Dublioation of ednoational 
and devotional works at Detroit as 
early as 1808. The Fathers ol the 
Baltimore Council have spoken of 
Catholio journalism in -approving 
terms; more than one prelate 
throughout the country takes an 
active interest in the Catholic press, 
and readers of the Beview have no 
need to be enlightened regarding the 
attitude towards it of our venerable 
Archbishop, his suffragan prelates 
and the priests of New England. 
Why should the Church not show 
herself thus towards the Catholio 
press? •<Teaching the young,” 
said a writer in the Catholio World 
a year ago, “ has been hallowed as a 
vocation ; why uot the teaching of 
the adult rod the world ? Preaching 
has ite anointed ministers, why not 
the teaching by the written message ?
