lation of Paraguay in 1857, 1,337,
439; in 1873 (three years after the
termination of the war) it amouat-
ed to only 221,079; and of these
vearly all were women, children
and very old men. When the war
was over the people had been reduc-
ed to the most abjaet poverty, and
were on the verge of starvation,
being driven to such expedients as
to eat cats, dogs, and horses.

Father Middleton De-
fends theFriars.

The North American of Philadel-
phia published, in its issue of July
28, an interview with the Very Rev.
Thomas C, Middleton, D. D., O. S.
A, on the question which is at pre-
sent agitating the Catholics of this
country so: profoundly. Father
Middleton is an Awungustinian, a
member of one of the orders in the
Pailippines wbich is coming in for
such severe oriticism from people
who are williog to believe whatever
is bad about Catholic priests at home
or abroad; and while he has never

the sutjact a study. From books
and iaterviews with numerous of
his brother priests whe-had resided
in the islands he has become famil-
iar with the whole subjiet. He
said:—

“The friars have been greatly
calumuiated, They are said to be
ignorant, immortal and bratal,
These are the three great weapons
used against them by the ¢land.
sharks’ or crowd, who, with eyes to
their owa aggrandiz)mosnt, are
ready to vilify mon who hava been
benefacters of their race.

“ How is 1t possible for the friars
to be igoorant? Priests are mnot
made in a day. No man ocan be-’
come & priest merely by saying such
is his desire. Oa the contrary, he
mast give eight years to-hard stady,
pass the most severe examinations
and gatisify his superiors in many
ways of his fitness for the vocation.
[s it likely that mea who devote o
many years to studies, covering
philosophy, theology, physics, higs
tory (sacred aud profane), and gen-
eral literastare, can bs igoorant?
This charge alone ought tobe a
convincing one to all fair-minded
men that those who acouse the friars
of ignoxance are urged on by other
than honest motives, Farthermore,
it usually takes a mau several years
to learn Lhe three dialects required
by the rules of the Mission. In the
islands there are about sixty diffar
ent languages or dialects, and the
eagiest of them can not be learned in
less than three years. These 8o de-
gignated igaorant man have written
and published 3,000 books, not all
religious, but on history, and every
scienue.

“The next great weapon is immor-
ality. I will refer to-our own order.
We have had aboat 1,000 men in
the Philippines, I will not olaim
that all were immune from immor-
ality, but- I am sure we have had but
few socamps among our people. Oar
records prove that numbers of our
men have lost their reason. There
are some peculiar climatic features
in the islands that can not be over-
come, and many men, when sent to
the interior, and living & strenucus
life, suddenly break down and be-
come'insane, As a proof of thisI
point to the numerous cases of in-
sanity among our troope, a feature
never before occuring in any war or
locality .

“But if this charge of immorality
were true would it not extend to the
people ? Tae Filipinos, mez and
women, are noted for their morality.
One proof is that the population
increases 100 per cent. every
twenty-five years. Such places as
houses of ill-repute have bsen un-
known. How is it possible to have
& moral psople ualess their religious
instructors are moral ?
“Now as to the third oharge—
brutality. That is simply absurd.
If they had boen bratal or even
harsh with their people they woald
have baen anaibilated canturies ago,
and nover permitted to gain the
stronghcl) in the affections of the
pople they now have, Would a
body of brutal men establish hospit-
als, universities, schools, such as can
be found in Manila and other im-
portant oities .? Oatside of the
Kitipuaan, meaning, ‘ The Society
of the B others,’ and a few friends
