Scotland's Crown.

So long has Scotland been united 
to England, so long is it since James 
of England, became James of Eng­
land, that we have grown to almost 
forget that Anld Scotia had ever 

-been an independent kingdom. 
When we read the story of the 
Stuarts, or that of Bruce, we feel like 
when we are erjoying the historical 
romances of the Waverly series. 
Yet Scotland had its royal house, 
its King, and its crown. Holyrood 
is yet there in all its antique and 
venerable grandeui; the royal family 
has gone down into history; and the 
crown alone remains to remind ue 
that once there reigned a royal line 
in the “Land of brown heath and 
shaggy wood." The ancient crown 
of Scotland is still preserved in the 
Castle of Eiinburg. It is .said to 
have been made for Robert Bruce. 
It consists of two circles of gold, the 
upper- and narrower circle is sur­
mounted by crosses and gem-incrust, 
ed imitations of flowers. The lower 
ring, which is the head band, is 
adorned from end to end of the gold­
en band with large precious stones 
of different colors mostly in their 
unpolished state. Above are two 
arches of gold, which unite and are 
eurmounted with the historic “cross 
and ball.” When the Stuarts became 
kings of E igland they took the 
trouble of going to Scotland to seal 
themselves, for a few moments, upon 
the celebrated “Stone of Scone,” and

eed upon their royal heads. Charles 
I. declared his intention of removing 
the Scottish oiown to England, so 
that such [ceremonies could be car­
ried out at home but the Soots soon 
convinced him that it would be an 
infringement upon their rights, so 
the King had to go toElinburgh, as 
others had done before his time. 
In about the year 1652 or 1655, the 
wife of a Sjotoh preacher, named 
Granger, stole the crown of Scotland, 
as well as all the royal insignia. At 
the time of the restoration they were 
transferred to Coarles II. In 1707 
they were returned to Edinburgh 
Castle, and are still there, the most 
precious relics of the country. It 
must be remembered that the mon 
arohs of Scotland were all Catholics, 
and that the crown bears the emblem 
of our holy faith

Church Property in
The Philippines.

From the Manila Times, April 14. 
To the present the “Times" has 

refrained from expressing any 
opinion touching the merits of the 
controversy anent ohnroh property 
between the Roman Catholic Church 
and the so-called Aglipay movement 
in the Philippines. The “Timee" is 
not a religious journal, its editor is 
not a member of any association 
ecclesiastical or lay, and therefore 
the editorial columns of this paper 
do not rest under the imputation 
that it ie biased in favor of or pre­
judiced against any religions or­
ganization . Bnt the recen t decision 
of a judge of the Court of First In­
stance at Gnagua appears to furnish 

legitimate subject for comment. 
It seems that the fiodiog and judg­
ment of the court ie a complete and 
clean-cut victory for the established 
Church as against those who dissent­
ed and established another ohnroh 
under the leadership of a self-ap­
pointed “archbishop.” While we 
are not so certain concerning the 
motives that actuated the dissenters, 
for the present we shall be charit­
able enough to concede to them the 
benefit of the doubt and only looob 
the property rights involved in the 
controversy.

The decision at Gnagua, involving 
the ohapela and buildings, is exactly 
what all dispassionate and interest­
ed thinkers thought it would be.

If we understand the contention 
correctly, it appears that certain 
Ftlipons, led by a native priest, 
became dissatisfied with the regularly 
established Church and started a 
church on their own account, In 
this venture they probably had the 
moral support of several who were 
willing to contribute to the embarras- 
saraent of the Catholic Church, re­
gardless of the controversy. We 
know but little if anything of the 
original incentive for the disruption, 
and such information is not pertinent 
to the present consideration.

The Aglipay following resolved 
themselves into what they termed an 
organized church, and argued that as 
they bad contributed to the building 
and maintenance of the Church from 
which they had detatebed them­
selves, they were entitled to a certain 
pro rata interest in the property of 
the organization with which they 
were no longer in sympathy. On 
this pretext they seized and occupied 
property of the Church which they 
had deserted. While it is evident 
that the followers of the new schism 
had contributed to the support of the 
Catholic Church, it was contributed 
and expended for purposes at varian­
ce with that for which the claimants 
have since sought to apply it. It is 
very certain that whatever money, 
property or labor was contributed, 
the donor never entertained the idea 
for a moment that he would be per­
mitted to withdraw at bis option the 
amount so given. Much less should 
he be expected to do so when, the 
purpose to which he might apply it 
was given and expended under trust­
ees of the institution which was the 
beneficiary. Take for example a 
citizen of the United States who has 
made a substantial donation to the 
Methodist Church, " with which a 
chuch buiding has been erected 
Afterwards the donor finds another 
institution or establishes one of his 
own to meet his changed views; would 
any reasonable person contend that 
the church constructed under the 
auspices of the organization that in­
spired his gift could be appropriated 
by the original giver and applied to a 
purpose inimical to that for which it 
was constructed? Neither in law or 
or equity would the donor have any 
right to the property made possible 
by his generosity. Will any right- 
minded person seriously contend that 
a church member has such a tangible 
interest in a church of which he is a 
member that upon his withdrawl from 
the organization he can demand a 
divison for his benefit? If this is true, 
then any member of a religions de­
nomination can assign or transfer his 
interest at any time and use it in 
every manner similar to that of stock 
in any ordinary corporation. Think 
of a member who wants to affiliate 
with another church offering his in­
terest in the church of his first choice 
far salel And a claim of that kind 
would never be treated seriously by

the first instance to use sufficient 
force to exclude the so-called Agli- 
payans from the property in question 
And under more stable conditions 
this would have been the case.

No person, without right or color 
of title, either in law or equity, has 
the fight to the countenance of the 
law in any such a light-handed game 
and odinarily the interloper would be 
dealth with summarily. Otherwise 
property rights would be subject to all 
kinds of expensive litigation at the 
instance of some malicious or design 
ing person. Aglipays following has 
received more consideration than it 
ever deserved, so far as its claim to 
property goes. And the fact that it 
could not get what did not belong to 
it will probably lesson the faction in 
its own estimation or divert the fol­
lowing into other channels.

It is very certain that any other 
decision would have been a great 
surprise to all conservative and fair- 
minded people

Some boys and young men well 
deserve the title “quitters." When 
they leave school and go to work they 
meet with many unpleasant ex 
peiiences, and, instead of sticking 
right to their work and overcoming 
the obstacles which prseent them­
selves, they grow weak and disheart­
ened, and “ throw up their job, "’ as 
the saying is. “ Throwing up their 
job ’’ is a great habit with some 
people. They seem to have no back 
bone, no “ stick-to-it iveness.” Or 
they are so hot-headed, so impetuous, 
so sensitive, that they can not bear a 
rebuke from one in authority, but, on 
receiving it, at once answer back, 
hotly and hastly, and “throw up their 
jobs." It is not difficult to find boys 
and young men who have a long re 
cord of jobs which they have held for 
a while and then left because of some 
petty trouble. They are “quitters," 
and, in a sense, failures. Every time 
they resign a position they weaken 
their calibre. Each resignation 
makes it more difficult for them to 
hold the next job they get. By-and- 
by they have no strength of character 
left, andnobody wants them, no mat­
ter how cheaply they offer their 
services.

Of course there are times when no 
other course is open to a young man 
of character and spirit than im­
mediate resignation. But those cases

better for a young man to resist the 
temptation, which comes so often 
when things go wrong, than to get mad 
and resign.

We saw something from Post 
master General Wynne 00 this sub 
ject the other day which we think 
good enough to merit the attention 
of every youthful worker whether in 
office or factory. Mr. Wynne said he 
had a set of rules for resigning.

I framed them up years ago, ” 
said be, “when I was in the newt- 
paper -business, and I have used 
them ever since. I have resigned 
often since then, always in the way 
prescribed by these rules. Perhaps 
they will be of service to you. Here 
they are ;—

Rule 1. After receiving the last 
straw don’t do anything for two hours. 
Above all, don't write anything.

“ Rule 2. At the expiration of two 
hours, write your resignation, and 
make it as hot as you can. Relieve 
your feelings and say everything you 
have been penning up in your breast. 
Scorch the scoundrel.
