The Toronto
fair is managed by the city in the
fame way as any other department,
In a recent issue of the Toronto Globa
a report was published regarding the
affairs of the asdsociztion, showing
what a pronounced success this svs-
tem of management was having. « The
profit this year from the fair held in
Toronto. last, summer was between
$43,000 and $50,000. During the past
six years the City of Toronto hsas
received from the exhibition a total
profit of about $290,000.

Mr. Monteith indicated
this state of mind in the course i
an interview given to a Bulletin rep-
resentative. It oceurred in giving his
impressions of the west.

“What I notice most about the
west,” said Mr. Monteith, “is the all
absorbing desire on the part of every-
body to make money. Wherever I
go, in the railway ecar, at the hotel,
or on the street, I hear of proposi-
tions that are under way and of how
much money certain individuals have
made on a deal in real estate or osn
erop returns. This of course is typi-
cal of .2 néw deountry, but as time
goes by the people must pay more
attentipn to the aesthetic side of
their nature ‘or they will misg the
real enjoyments in life.

Inflated Land Values.

““A consequence of the desire for
money is the enormously inflated val-
nwes that are given to property and
even to the necessaries of life. Espe-
cially is this true in British Colum-
bia where living is very expensive
and where values for fruit and farm
lands are up in the clouds. The lev-
elling period must come, when the
west will assume a more equable po-
sition and when land ecan be bought
for its commercial and not its specu-
lative value.”

Mr. Montieth was
the wonderful agricultural outlook
for these -provinces. He was sur-
prised at the small percentage of
land under cultivation and at the
proportionately large areas that can
be brought under the plow. In his
opinion ‘the department of agricul-
ture has a problem before it, as so
much of the work to be done is ex-
perimental by reason of the compar-
atively light rainfall here. In Onta-
rio the rainfall is.42 inches, while in
Alberta it is only some 20 inches in
the year. Omn this aecount principles
of ‘agriculture which apply in Onta-
rio0 do not apply to this provinece:
New principles must be evolved. Al-
berta is only in the experimental
stage in respect to agriculture.

Don’t Forget the East.

“Another thing about the west
that comes under my observation,’
said Mr. Monteith, “is the little at-
tention that is paid to the news from
the east. The impression I have
gained is that you cut loose from the
east.

“My trip_through to the coast has
made me prouder than ever that I
am a Canadian. There is a wonder-
ful future ahead of our country, in
the exploiting of our fisheries, our
minerals and our seil. The best
brains that the country can produce
will be needed to guide the destinies
of the Dominion of Canada for many
yvears- to come.”

On November 26 he
had 1,000 cattle ready for shipment.
The cattle ‘'were mostly drawn from
Cochrane and Jumping Pond dis-
triets. Stockmen have given it as
their opinion that the- presence of 2
Chicago competitor in the country
means a ¢ cent per pound more ito
them for their beef ctatle. ~ Scarcity
of cattle across the border is eom-
pelling the Chicago export shippers to
come to Canada to get sufficient cattle
to fill their steamship contracts.

There is keen competition among
various stockmen for feeders as
higher prices are generally excepted
before the next cattle erop is ready
for market. More farmers are now
buying cattle for winter feeding than
ever beiore in this province. A great
many two-year-olds are being picked
up #for that purpose.

CATTLE BUSINESS !N DANGER.

Toronto. Dec. 8.—The most sericus
phase of the live stoek business in
Eastern Canada today iz the reeent
{ outbreak of foot and mouth discase in
| Pennsylvania and Washington, and
| he ever-present possibility that this
] lisease may epread to other places.
| and to wider hou:)(}miv:. At the pre-
sent time the affected districts are un-
der the strictest quarantine, and this
fact prevents the transportation oi
cattle ° y 3
stock yards, wheré, in fact, the dis-
ense was first noticed, have been elos-
ad, and shipments ‘through there are
also impractical.

This means that the big packing-
houses of Chicago, Omaha, St. Louis.
and Kansas City, in order to ship
live stock to Great Britain, are com-
pelled to ship via Capada, and must
send their cattle by way of St. John
and Halifax, as the Montreal ports
are now closed. They have accord-
ingly spoken for all the available
steamship space, and this brings the
xport trade of Canadsa for the preseni
to a standstill. The action of the
Dominion governmient, however,, in
passing an order-in-couneil, prohibit-
ing the exportation of American cattle
over Canadian lines and Canadian
water routes, will affect this latier
situation to stme éxtent. No vessel
leaving American ports, and carrying
cattle; is now allowed to touch at any
Canadian port, and no C(Canadian
cattle will be allowed to leave Canada
for Europe except through Canadian
ports,

The railroads are also co-operating
with the government for the preven-
tion of the spread of this disease, and
have decided not to carry Amerfean
cattle from the Western States which
are unaffected, throigh Canadian ter-
ritory to Canadian ports. At the city
of Windsor the most rigorous mea-
sures for the prevention of the entry
oi'the disease are being taken.

Canadian exhibitors at the Chieago
International have been prevented
from .going there by the fact ' that,
after the show, they would have to be
held in quarantine. Only one exhibi-
tor of'sheep. James Robertson, of Mil-
ton, got through with his pens of show
sheep, and will ‘have some difiiculty
in returning.

Every precaution possible is being
taken to guard against the spread of
the disease. Meznwhile live stock in-
terests will suffer more or less- until
{ sueh time as the authorities are able
fto suppress the ‘disease and stamp it
iout in a satisfactory manner. The
Iinm'mluctimn of such a disease is noth-
ping less then a continental ealamity.

They need cap-
ital to conduct their business, and,
i being unable to get it, they have been
at the merey of the coffee buyers,
who finally come to own them along
with their crop. This bank is. de-
signed tohelp thése growers get away
from the ‘“‘buyers’’ by securing work-
ing capital at a low rate.

Em-
boldened, the blackmailers tried their
hands on Assistant Chief of Palice
Schuttler, and Dr. Gehrmann, who
recently killed a burglar, the latter
receiving two letters alleging that the
dead burglar was a member of the
city. Naturally they were not intim-
idated, 'and the appointed rendez-
vous, which  was the confessional
box of the R. C. church of St. Jar-
lath, was watched and two suspects
who ventured there were shiadowed to
their lairs. There, it is claimed, a
large amount ‘of incriminating cerres-
pondence was seizéd, which showed
that $25,000- had been drawn from in-
timidated victims.

PLOT TO.STEAL WHITE GIRLS.

To Sell to Chinamen in Mz iage,
Unearthed in Chicago.

Chicago, Dec. 7.—A 'plot to  steal
white girls and sell them as the wives
of Chinamen was unéarthed today by
the police. Detective George Graham
broke into a  house at 1439 Roscoe
Boulevard and arrested two China-
men;, Charles Poy and Shuck Ju.
and Anna and Liliian Stady, 16 and
18 years old, who are said to have
married the Chinamen. 1In the house
was found Rose Stady, 15 vears old,
the younger sister of the two.

In Milwankee,  Edward Doerner
was \arrested on the charge of having
persuaded the older girls to come to
Chicago, and to have been interested
im holding  them here for unlawial
purposes. Rose Stady declares that
she has been held as a prisoner in
Chicago and that her sister had com-
pleted arrangements for her marriage
to the Chinese proprietor ¢f a north
side laundry.

The sisters told Detective Graham
that they had been lured: from their
Milwaukee home by Edward Doerner
on the promise of positions as eashiors
in Chicago restaurants, and that on
their arrival in this city they were
held by a Mr3. O. F. Hunn and'H. L.
Hinson, supposed to be a lawyer.
Finally thev were taken to Crown
Point, Indiana, - where they  were
foreced to marrv two Chinamen:

Upon the offer of their husbands to
pay them $500 for any white girl that
they could persuade to present herself
as a candidate for a Chinese . mar-
riage, the two girls say that they
brought their sister from Chicago and
were preparing. to sell her to a China-
man. - The ecase is . to ceme up be-
fore Municipal Judge Pinckney, when
it is expected that further details of
a well-laid - pian of traffic in white
girls will be exposed.

CANADA’'S TRADE EXPANDS.
In North of Enreland, According to
Trade Commissioner’s Report.

Ottawa, Dec. 7.—J. _A. Chesley.
Canadian trade commigsioner  af
Capetown, reports to the Trade and
Commerce Department that last veas
South Africa imported 288.297,636
pounds of flour, velued at $4.178,660
Of this Xustralia supplied 244,000,000
pounds; Canada sent 1,449,119 pounds.
worth  $5,163, «s against 3,607.250
pounds, valued at, $11,514 in 1906. The
bulk of importation is of wheat, our
grain only being needed for mixing
purposes.

The trade of Canada with the north
of England is growing in a remarkable
manner, according to a report which
Commissioner J. B. Jackson hos sent
from Leeds - tos~“the Department of
Trade and Commoree. -  Mr. Jackson
states that a féw years ago there wwas
practically no dircei busine:s — done
with Canada from the ‘north of
land, and the Canadian produce
which was sold theére was disposed ef
as American.

Calgary, Dec. 8<The extra precantions
taken against smallpox by .the city
healih departnient during the past three
weeks has hud {he effect of greatly
checking the outhreak, and conditions
have been hetter than since September.
Since Saturday Inspector ‘Fox has re-
leased eight patients from: the smallpox
hospital "and four quarantined houses.
There are three or four houses now un-
der quaraniine but these are expected
to be lifted some time this week.

Ald. Manarey, chairman of the city
health commitiee, stated’ that the extra
mildness of the disease had at . first
greatly handicapped the department be-
cause cases had afterwards come to his
notice that persons had been out mingl-
ing with others who had symptoms of
smallpox but had been so mild that they
rever even thought their marks were
smallpox.
