FUR CATCH SMALL.
Twenty-four years ago the Bulletin 

reported the departure of Colin Fraser 
from Edmonton with three dog trains, 
bound for Island Lake, beyond Lac 
La Biche.

Colin Fraser is still the trapper 
and fur trader of the north. On 
Monday afternoon he, with a party 
of six trappers, arrived in Edmonton 
from Fort Chipewyan, where be has 
been fur trading since last Julv.

The first remark made by Mr. Fra­
ser when approached by a Bulletin 
representative at the' Imperial Hotel 
was that Monday evening’s Bulletin, 
under the column “Twenty-four years 
ago,” told of him leaving Edmonton 
with three dog trains.

“It seems funny,” said Mr. Fraser, 
“that when I left Fort Chipe wyan 
twenty days ago to come to Edmon­
ton, I had three dog trains, the same 
number as I had twenty-four years 
ago. I brought the dogs as far as 
Lac La Biche and sent them back 
from there, while I came on with s 
team of horses.”

Continuous Cold.
Mr. Fraser said that this lias been 

the hardest winter in the north that 
he has seen in twenty years. The 
cold has been intense ever since the 
first of January, previous to which 
the temperature was very mild. Dur­
ing a period of fifty days the ther­
mometer never went above 38 degrees 
below zero, and for days at a time 
it hovered around 50 degrees below 
zero. The Indians suffered terribly 
from the cold, and 67 of them have 
died since the beginning of the year. 
The store-house ran out of provisions 
and many of the Indians are now 
on the verge of starvation. Fish 
solved the food problem in former 
years, but there are no fish to be 
caught this year.

‘As if the cold were not enough," 
said Mr. Fraser, "the,* are no furs to 
be had this winter. There are a few 
rats and beaver but nothing to speak of. 
The catch which I will bring down is 
July when the river is open will not be 
one-tenth of what I used to freight to 
Edmonton. On this trip I have dnfy 100 
marten. I left several weeks earlier than 
usual on account of the slackness in* 
the fur business. i

Ethusiastic Over Railways.
Asked cs to the feelig in the north re­

garding the prospect for railways, Mr. 
Fraser said there is great enthusiasm 
at Athabasca Landing. Real estate has 
taken a decided rise and Mr. Fraser has 
been offered '$800 for a lot which he 
purchased some time ago at $380.

Mr. Fraser leaves Edmonton about 
April 20, for Athabsca Landing where 
he will remain until the ice breaks up 
on the river so that he can proceed by 
boat. He will return in July with his 
year’s catch of furs.

Prof. Alexander hoped that Canada 
would be a unified nation. He thought 
that the foundation of unity laid in 
the public schools which Should be 
such in reality. The academic stand­
ing of the teachers, in the school could 
oc-t be too high as it was the teach­
ers., who eet the standard for .the 
pùpii-s.,

He po'ntcd 
out that there were practically only 
two available sites fit for the pur­
pose, viz : Delton • and East Dolton, 
situated on the main line of the G.T. 
P. If these properties were taken 
hold of by the city and the car line 
through them to the packing' house it 
would save crossing pf lour lines « f 
railway.

The importance of this matter was 
emphasized by several members. The 
secretary pointed out that the city 
of Chicago retained control of the Chi­
cago stock yards and thought that 
Edmonton should do the same.

The matter was referred to the com­
mittee on civic interests for them to 
look carefully into the matter before 
reporting to the board.

To Advertise the City.
A letter was also read from Agnes 

Deans Cameron who pointed out that 
for two years that she had been ad­
vertising tile Edmonton district gratu­
itously, and now proposed that she 
should do to on a business basis. She 
suggested that she should specially 
mention Edmonton and show from .EC 
to 25 lantern views of the commercial 
achievements of the city. She intend 
3d lecturing in 25 cities of Eastern 
Canada and the United States, and 
offered to give Edmonton the adver­
tising mentioned above at the rate cl 
$25 a lecture. She would give the lec­
ture in the form authorized by the 
secretary of^the board and send news 

: paper clippings of each lecture.
Several of the -members were of the 

opinion that this advertising was me 
'best possible that could be procured 
The eommun.oation was referred to 
the council of the-board to confer with 
the Provincial government in order 
to ascertain what they . were willing 
io do. The secretary was also in­
structed to inform Miss Cameron that 
no action cookl yet be taken owing to 
ihe fact that the city grant of the 
board of trade had not yet been made.

BIG SMUGGLING CONSPIRACY.

Agent for Damascus Jewfclry Co. Turns
Informer—Case Before Judge
Cr.ssels, i-« "

Montreal, -Mar.'S—In the Exchequer 
court here today Judge Caesele open­
ed an investigation into a case of an 
alleged extensive smuggling conspir­
acy Involving large amounts, the 
p -ople implicated in. the case being 
mostly Syrian merchants. The ease 
was laid on tbeg evidence of Richard 
Gando.r, who . claimed that lie had 
bîeji agent in dojng the smuggling, but 
had turned informer. This led to an 
action being taken against the Da­
mascus Jewelry; Waists and Fancy 
Goods company, of New York State, 
end against Margil Lawande, also of 
Montreal, for $20,000 on a similar 
charge.

Candor today declared that in 1906 
he had bean employed by the Da­
mascus Jewelry company, who did 
business in Ontario and Quebec to 
smuggle goods vinto Canada. His 
modus operand; was to have the goods 
sent to him at an address to Lisbon, 
New York, across the water from Iro­
quois, Ont., where he was living, he 
would then row across to Lisbon, get 
the goods ,and row them J>ack by 
night and secret them in his house, 
later shipping them to the firm at 
Montreal.

NO TAX ON COFFEE.

U.3. Tariff Reductions Will Affect Lum­
ber, Leather, Woollene, Steel 

and Coal.

Washington, March 9—The latest rum­
ors out of the Ways and Means Com­
mittee room are that the tariff on lum­
ber will be cut from $2 to $1.50 per 
L000 feet and that there will not be a 
tax on coffee. An influential member 
told the Hearst News Service corres­
pondent that it would be political sui­
cide for the members of the committee 
to vote for a coffee tax. “McKinley and 
Dingley both proposed it,” said he, “but 
the etorm of protests was too strong for 
them.”

Free hides are said to be assured with 
heavy reductions on shoes and leathers. 
There will be reductions on the cheaper 
grades of woollens. There will be a cut 
of fifty per cent, en steel and a smaller 
cut on steel billets. There will be an 
increased duty on window glass but a re­
duction on plate glass.

A report also says that cheaper coal 
for New England is in sight, through re­
ciprocity with Canada on coal. That 
olan will enable the soft cool on the sea­
board of Canada to be floated to the Am­
erican seaboard. The Pennsylvania min­
er will be eom pensa ted by being able to 
ship Pennsylvania coal to middle Can­
ada.

Arthur G. Harrison, secretary of the

A. <?. Harrison, secretary of the Ed­
monton Board of Trade, has been ap­
pointed managing secretary of the Ed­
monton Exhibition Association at a sal­
ary of $1,500 per year to succeed H. R. 
Mountifield, retiring secretary. He will 
have charge of all the détails connected 
with the annual fair in Edmonton and 
will be assisted in this work by the 
board of directors.

This appointment was made at a meet­
ing of the directors of the Exhibition 
Association held in the city council 
chambers on Tuesday afternoon.

Racing vs. Agriculture.

The question of who much money 
should be devoted to racing and how- 
much to other portions of the fair this 
year was discussed by the directors. 
Last year the purses for the racing was 
$6.600 and D. B. Stewart moved that 
this year $7.000 be hung up in prizes 
for racing. He said that this would 
only mean a cost of about $3,500 to the 
association as the balance would be 
made up in entrance fees, grand stand 
receipts, etc. He thought this matter 
should be decided at once as it was abso­
lutely imperative that the race program 
should be issued at once. Already en­
quiries had been received from horse­
men in all parts of the country regard­
ing the . Edmonton races and if a pro­
gram were not issued immediately the 
entries for the races would be slim.

D. W- Warner wanted to know how 
the proposed $7.C00 for the races would 
measure up with the amount set aside 
for the agricultural exhibits. He had 
heard many complaints in the past that 
two mnch money was devoted to racing 
nnd not enough for agricultural and 
stock exhibits. He believed better prizes 
should be offered to the latter, as the 
country depended in a large measure on 
the farmer and stock grower, and the 
latter would leave the money right in 
the country whereas many of the racing 
purses went to outsiders.

H. R. Mountifield, retiring secretary, 
stated that jtlie prize list prepared by 
the association compared very favorablv 
with any prize list in Canada. The prizes 
for agricultural exhibits was greater 
than in Calgary. Last year some $5,flflfl 
had been expended in this way and this 
year it was proposed to spend $45,-000.

Mayor Lee expressed a desire to seethe 
estimates for the expenditure for races 
brought before the directors before any 
sum was voted for this purpose. This 
appealed to everyone as reasonable and 
the estimate will be prepared by the 
racing committee and submitted out a 
special meeting of the directors on Fri­
day, March 12th, at 3 p.m. At this 
meeting (he committee in charge of the 
whole prize list will also bring in a re­
port to the directors.

It was decided that tenders should be 
called for the supply of hay and feed to 
stock exhibits at the Exhibition 
Grounds. The assocaition has supplied 
this previously and always operated it at 
& loss.

Dr. L. E. W. Ifving, provincial me­
dical health officer, was elected a direc­
tor of ■ the Association in the place of 
Jas. Tough, who resigned.

HAMILTON MURDER MYSTERY.

Body of Ethel Kenrade Exhumed— 
Florence Kinrade’s Two Different 
Stories.

‘Hamilton, March 9—Ethel Kin- 
-rade’s body was exhumed this after­
noon after resting in the grave nine 
days. The crown wants to discover 
the exact number of bullet wounds. 
The crown also wishes to use as a 
witness Dr. McNichol, who has been 
acting as coroner and who was the 
first medical man to- see the girl after 
the murder. The attorney-general's 
department, to avoid illegality, has- 
fi«pointed Dr. Anderson a new coroner 
and the jury will be re-sworn. The 
inquest goes on tomorrow night. The 
body was disinterred and taken to 
the morgue, where it was viewed by 
the new coroner and the inquiry com­
menced this evening.

Dr. McNichol’s evidence is wanted 
because he was.the first to hear Flor­
ence Kinrade’s story. Her story to 
him differed from her subsequent 
story in many important details. She 
«aid the man who shot her sister had 
red hair and a moustache. After­
wards she told Detective Bleakley 
that the man was medium dark with 
a black moustache. To the .doctor 
she said that the man forced her back 
to near the dining rom, that her sister 
came downstairs and the man shot 
her. The girl didn’t- mention going 
upstairs to get $10.

Dr. McNichol’s story, as told to 
Grown Attorney Washington, is that 
when he arrived at the Kinrade homo 
in response to a telephone call he 
found Ethel dead, and the room full 
of powder fumes. He saw Florence 
at a neighbor’s house. The girl said 
she found her sister about to go out 
when a knock was heard. She open­
ed the door. A man pushed his way 
in and demanded money, producing a 
revolver. She backed down the liait 
till within view of the dining room ; 
she supposed her sister came down 
the rear stairway, as she heard a 
scream, followed bv revolver shots. 
She heard other shots and ran to the 
homo of a neighbor, Mrs. Hickey.

A plumber employed by the authori­
ties to tear up the pipes failed to find 
a trace of the revolver. The house 
and surroundings have been carefully 
searched but without avail.

J. T. Blaekstock. K.C.. who will 
act for the crown, had a long confer­
ence this afternoon with Crown At­
torney Washington and Detective 
Thomas Hobson, of Lees, Hobson & 
Stephens, has been retained by Kin­
rade to watch the inquest in the in­
terests of the family.

CANADA IS SATISFIED.

Asquith, in Commons, Quotes Sir 
Wilfrid as Satisfied With Prac­
tice of Negotiating Treaties.

Canadian Associated Press.
London, March 9.—The London 

Standard says the new United States 
tariff accentuates the settlement of 
the preference question by the 
mother -country, since the new 
duties have been made so tempting 
to Canada as to impel in her a desire 
for immediate reciprocity negotia­
tions.

In the Commons, a question was 
asked by J. G. S. MacNcill whether 
the time had not now come for con­
cession to Canada by the government 
of the Dominion to enter into direct 
communication with other British 
possessions -and with; foreign powers 
for the . purpose of extending the 
trade and commerce of Canada 
abroad.

Right Hon. Mr. Asquith said the 
Canadian government already docs 
negotiate with other British posses­
sions. §jr Wilfrid Laurier, about a 
year ago, m the Canadian parliament, 
expressed himself as quite well satis­
fied with the present practice of 
negotiating treaties with foreign 
governments through His Majesty’s 
governments. I believe it to be im­
possible for any other arrangement 
to secure a fuller or -more effective 
presentation of Canadian views and 
wishes than has been obtained in the 
recent negotiations about matters of 
Canadian interest with France, Unit­
ed States and Japan.

STORMY SESSION
IN LEGISLATURE.

His Holiness* Cold Improving.
Rome, -March 9—The pope, who hoe 

been suffering from, a cold, is much bet­
ter today. The spring-like weather has 
had a good effect on the patient. He has 
not been «llowed to come down to the 
state departments, but as he insists upon 
resuming his audiences, he received in 
his private apartments Cardinal Richel- 
my, Archbishop of Turin, and Mgr. Tro- 
hec, bislrop of St. Cloud. The pontiff ex­
pressed the desire to descend soon to the 
throne room to receive Cardinal Merier, 
Archbishop of Mechlin, who is hare with 
five -Belgian bishops and a -Belgian pil­
grimage.

Philippine Editor Sentenced.
Manila, March 0.—Tedora Kalaw, 

editor of the organ of the radical ele­
ment -of the Filipinos, has been con­
victed of libeling of Dcac. C. Worces­
ter, a member of the Philippine com- 
jnission. and has been sentenced to 
serve nine months in the military 
prison of Bilidid and to pay a fine of 
3,000 pesos. Kalaw will take an ap­
peal. The editor and four of his as­
sistants were arrested several months 
ago on complaint of the commissioner, 
who asserted that he had been grossly 
libeled. Later he began a civil action 
for $50,600.

Saskatoon Gambling Joints Raided.

Saskatoon, flask., March 9.—A: 
couple of gambling joints in town- 
were rounded up by the city and 
mounted police last night and a num­
ber of frequenters and others taken 
in. A man named Como, who oper­
ated the game, got "two months at 
Prince Albert jail and two others, 
named Miller and Ball, were fined $25 
and costs or two months.

B. C. House Fights on Election Lists 
—Liberals and Socialists Against 
Government.._

Victoria, B. C., March 9.—Save for1 
one adjournment of two hours the 
Legislature has been in continuous 
session since yesterday afternoon in 
the keenest party fight the House has 
seen in years, since the stormy 
days when Joe Martin was premier. 
The fight is on the clash of amend­
ments by the government. Liberals 
and Socialists, all aiming at the puri­
fication of the election lists and the 
duties of the registrar of votes, and 
when and under what conditions the 
names of dead men and absentees 
shall be stricken from the lists. The 
government’^ amendments are, in 
their view, mbrp generous than #v.-r 
before, but the Liberals and Social­
ists have joined in refusing to accent 
them, and offer amendments which 
the government will not accept. 
Throughout last night Premier Mc­
Bride and Attorney-General Bowser 
held the government fortress, net a 
-private member speaking. The Lib­
erals and Socialists kefft up the ver­
bal storm and are still at it. Beds 
were brought into the committee 
rooms for the night by both the gov­
ernment and the opposition, neither 
showing any signs of surrendering.
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CANON MAC MERINE DEAD.

Anglican Clergyman, of Portage, Fails 
to Survive Operation For Appen­
dicitis.

Portage la Prairie, Man., March 9.— 
Rev. Canon MacMerine, who was ope­
rated on last week foi- appendicitis, 
died this morning at 7 o'clock. He.was 
a son of a Presbyterian minister -t 
Quebec and graduated from Queen’s, 
Kingston, where his brother. Rev. 
MacMerine, still lives. After a short 
period in the Presbyterian jninisti y 
he joined the Anglican communion, 
being lector of Three Rivers and Ot­
tawa before- coming here twenty years 
ago. Two years later he was appoint­
ed rural dean, and for the last ten 
years had been chairman of the local 
school board, taking a keen interest 
in educational affairs. Two years ago 
he was" appointed Honorary Canon of 
St. John's, Winnipeg, but within the 
last two weeks had resigned from the 
church and been appointed by the 
provincial government as governor of 
the Boys’ Reformatory school here. 
He is survived by Mrs. MacMerine 
and five daughters.
