Opening Shot in Controversy.

New York. Sept. 7—Commander 
Robert E. Peary’s claim, cabled to 
London today, that he was the first 
to reach the North pole, was the open­
ing shot in what probably will be 
the greatest scientific controversy that 
ever happened or absorbed the atten­
tion of the civilized world. It struck 
home. It reached Dr. Frederick A. 
Cook in Copenhagen early in the day 
and this was his answering -volley : 
‘'Commander Peary, ol course, can 
say what he wishes ; I am not accus­
tomed to indulging in controversies. 
All I have to say about Commander 
Béary is that if he says he reached 
the North pole I believe he reached 
the North pole"

Evidently with » a foresight of the 
coming conflict for the honors of the 
discovery the National Geographical 
society in Washington, while tele­
graphing “heartiest congratulations” 
to Commander Peary, in answer to a 
message announcing his achievement, 
issued the followiing guarded state­
ment : “The board of managers of the 
National Geographical sociejy today 
decided to take no action with regard 
to honors to Arctic explorers until af­
ter the detailed observations and re­
cords are submitted and passed upon 
by competent authorities.”

GREAT RAILROAD KING 
IN CRITICAL CONDITION

E. H. Harriman May be Dying at
His Home at Arden, N. Y__News
of His Condition Difficult to Ob­
tain—Five Physicians are in At­
tendance.

Arden, N. Y., Sept. 7.—E- H. Har- 
riman’s condition is extremely cri­
tical according to the same authority 
that enabled the Hearst news service 
to give exclusively Monday morning 
the first news ot his collapse.

FISHERIES-ARBITBATION

Great Britain and -Lk S. Agree on 
Questions to Be Submitted.

Canadian Associated Press.
London,' Sept. 8.—A formal agree­

ment between the United Kingdom 
and the United States for submission 
to arbitration" of questions regarding 
the fisheries of the North Atlantic 
Coast has been published. Article 
No. 1 sets out seven questions which 
are to be submitted for decision, ill 
arising upon the construction of the 
convention signed in London, October 
20th, 1818. Three subsequent articles 
relate to procedure, and Article No. 
5 provides that the arbitration tri­
bunal shall be chosen from the gen­
eral list of the permanent court at 
the Hague within three months.

Furs Not of Much Bulk.
The furs stolen including 35 silver 

fox skins valued at from $300 to 
$400 each were not of great bulk and 
they could easily be transported ’rom 
place to plàce. It is likely, how­
ever, that unless they are cached 
away that they could be identified.

Some trappers now in the city are 
of the opinion that they were not 
stolen to be disposed of but out ol 
spite by some one ill-disposed towards 
Hislop & Nagle. If such is the case 
it is probable that the furs are still 
at the Landing and probably have 
been already destroyed.

For Death of Andrew McKay in 
Winnipeg.

Winnipeg, Man., Sept. 7.—“We, the 
jury, find that Andrew McKay died 
as the result of a fracture of the 
skull received by being knocked down 
by an automobile on Broadway, in 
the City of Winnipeg, on the even­
ing of the fourth day of September, 
1909. We find that MacKay’s death 
was the result of a misadventure. We 
wish to draw the attention of the city 
council to the inadequate manner in 
which Broadway is lighted, the sha­
dows cast by the shade trees on that 
street and especially on the north 
side of the street, rendering it dan­
gerous to traffic after dark. We con­
sider that this was a factor in caus­
ing the accident to the deceased, and 
we very strongly recommend that ac­
tion be taken at once to provide more 
lights on the thoroughiare.”

The above is the verdict of the 
coroner’s jury which met last evening 
to place the responsibility and as­
sign the causes for the death of An­
drew McKay, who died in the Winni­
peg General Hospital last Sunday 
night as* the result of injuries sus­
tained by being struck by an auto­
mobile driven by S. C. Dunn.

BIG MEXICAN LAND DEAL.

British Syndicate to Purchase Thou­
sands of Acres.

Mexico City, Mexico, Sept. 8.—The 
most extensive deal ever contemplat­
ed in the Republic of Mexico is prac­
tically closed, with English capitalists 
on one side and General Lois Terra­
zas, reputed to own more acres than 
any other man'on earth,'on the other 
hand.» Sir William Wiseman is at 
the head of the British syndicate, the 
other members of which are A. R. 
Boirel, H. Marsh and R. Burn. They 
have obtained options on and are 
purchasing many hundreds Of thou­
sands of acres. The exact number 
cannot be ascertained in the state of 
Chihuahua. Most of this land would 
be classed as ranch land in the Unit-, 
ed States, but some of it shows 
mineralization, and it is believed that 
the Englishmen will develop much 
of the property into mining land. 
Credence is given this theory by the 
fact that Sir William Wiseman, when 
he inspected the land, was accom­
panied by Captain C. O. Greenwell, 
a mining magnate associated with the 
Rothschilds at Santa Rosalie.

Toronto City Solicitor Resigns.
Toronto, Ont., Sept. 8.—W. C. Chis­

holm, city solicitor, has resigned a'ter 
eighteen years’ service. The city Is 
now without a corporation counsel 
or a city solicitor. When James Ful 
lerton, K.C., resigned as corporation 
counsel, Mr. Chisholm was ‘reely 
mentioned as his successor, but there 
was some opposition in council.

LORDSTRATHCONA 
ACCEPTS DEGREE

University of Alberta Enrolls High 
Commissioner Among Members 

of Convocation

The library of the university build­
ing at Strathcona was the scene of a 
most impressive ceremony yesterday 
afternoon when the degree of Doctor 
of Lqws, honoris causa, was con­
ferred on the Right Honorable Lord 
Strathcona and Mount Roya1 G. C. 
M., G. G. C. V. O., etc. A special 
convocation was necessary for the oc­
casion and was attended by a large 
number of the members who were for­
tunate in hearing by far the most im­
pressive address which the High 
Commissioner had delivered during 
his visit to the twin cities. Chan­
cellor Stuart led the way to the seat 
of his high office followed by Lord 
Strathcona, President .Tory and the 
members of the university senate.

The Chancellor in rising said that 
the members of convocation had 
been summond to confer thé degree 
of Doctor of Laws on- Lord Strath 
con a. In doing so the university was 
not unmindful of the fact that His 
Lordship had received this degree 
on previous occasions from other uni­
versities and that in aeceeding to the 
request of the University of Alberta, 
His Lordship was doing the univer­
sity an honor rather than receivings 
an honor at its hands.
President Introduces His Lordship.
In a few well spoken words Dr. 

Toiry, introduced Lord Strathcona. 
He did not overlook the fact that the 
university was probably the youngest 
in the British Empire and that Lord 
Strathcona has been honored by a 
similar degree from the oldest and 
most famous universities in the Em­
pire and in the United States.

“The degree from this university 
is «conferred on men of distinction 
who have done much for Canada,*" 
said Dr. Tory. “Lord Strathcona has 
done much for education in the Dom­
inion particularly in connection with 
McGill university. I have great 
pleasure in introducing his Lordship 
for the degree of Doctor of Laws ‘rom 
this university.”

Lord, Strathcona’s words of -warm 
appreciation, following this initiatofy 
proceedings, were as follows :

“I have had the honor of receiving 
academic degrees from several of the 
leading universities in the mother 
country, in the United States and in 
Egypt, but nothing has impressed 
me so much as receiving this high 
degree from the university chartered 
by the first legislature of Alberta. 
It is your desire that your university 
shall take no mean place among the 
universities of the world and I am 
sure that where there is a will there 
is a way. The same progressive spirit 
which you as a province have shown 
in other things will surely give to 
your university a place of which you 
may well be proud.”

Proud to be Enrolled.
“I am proud to have toy name on 

the roll of your university for >n 
having it there I shall feel thatl am 
one of you and shall take an even 
greater interest in your future if that 
were possible. I am glad to see the 
lady graduates present for they have 
the right to be here judging by the 
way their sex surpass the men even 
in the pursuit of science. It was my 
great felicity, as chancellor of the 
university of Aberdeen, to confer the 
graduating degree on fifty ladies. 
Ladies and gentlemen should go forth 
from the university with the desire 
that their conduct shall be truly 
that of gentlemen and gentlewomen.
I trust that your prosperity shall 
be all that can be desired and know 
that it will be so.”

‘T feel under a great obligation to 
His Honor the Lieutenant Governor 
for all that he has said regarding me.
I know that I have done little to mer­
it it all. I know it will have the effect 
of making me think even more of this 
great country where I have spent 
nearly three quarters of a century of 
my life.”

The Civic Presentation.
The Edmonton opera house was well 

filled Tuesday afternoon on the oc­
casion of the presentation to Lord 
Strathcona of the civic address. When 
the venerable high commissioner ar­
rived in a motor car from Govern­
ment house he was greeted with ap­
plause by the assembled audience. He 
was accompanied by His Honor Lieut. 
Governor Bulyea, Premier Rutherford 
and C. C. Chipman, Hudson’s Bay 
Co. commissioner at Winnipeg, who 
escorted him to the platform which 
was prettily decorated for the occa­
sion.

Without preliminaries Mayor Lee 
at once proceeded to, the reading of 
the address from the corporation of 
the city of Edmonton. It extended a 
hearty welcome to the distinguished 
guest and expressed the, pride of all 
Canadians at what he had done for 
the empire, the Dominion and especi­
ally for the west.

Reference was made to Lord Strath­
cona’s sterling qualities which were 
especially characteristic of Scotchmen 
and had made them a vital force 
wherever they had gone. His magni­
ficent gifts and gracious deeds would 
perpetuate his memory and none more 
than the Strathcona Horse, which he 
equipped and comthissioned for the 
honor of the empire.
