At
that time the self-inflicted vow of the
Young men is up, but the girls say
that for all of them they can keep or,
because once having started, it makes
no difference. ‘

“If they consider us extravagant
and think that we expect the boys to
spend all their money on us, they are
mistaken,” said one girl, who did not
wish her identity knpown. She was,
however, one of the last of the fe.
male sex to be geen out with Mr.
Rankin.

' Document Is Signed.

This morning a legal document,
plentifully signed and otherwise dec-
ovrated with seals and other insignia
of legality, was signed by members
of the club, confirming them in their
determination to have nothing to do
with girls for the next t(wo months.

All efforts to secure the document
were without availy Mr. Rankin,
bresident, stating that it was depos-
ited in a safety deposit vault at one
of the local banks. It has been drawn
up with full legal phraseology and is
absolutely binding' on all the mem -
bers.

Somea of the provisions, according
to Mr. Rankin, are that none of the
§ members of the club be seen on
the street with any girl, that no tele-
phona communication be held with
them, that they do not invite them
to their homes, that they do not ac-
cept invitations extended to a dance
or other function, and that the only
1ecognition of the female sex. that
the members shall_show shall be; a
doffing of the hat when they are
passed on the street,

The girls’' themselves are very reti-
vent in the matter, but tHey ara
unanimous in their decision that the
‘boys will regret taking this step all
their lives. :

FOR BUT $175,000
ONNEW CITY HALL

City Already Has Available
Cash and Convertible Prop-

erty Valued at $425.000.
BENNETT REPORTS

Approximately  $475,00 will  be
available in ploperty and cash for
the construction of a new city hall
on the McCormick site, according to
an official valuation report submitted
to the mayor at noon today from
.\zfessmem Commissioner H. J. Ben-
nett. 2
Upon this basis the mayor is con-
fident that it will not be necessary
to ask the ratepayers for more than
$175,000 at the December  election,
with which to complete the under-
taking, for which tenters are already
asked. Lo
This $175,000 would also include the
cost of  office fixtures, interior de-
corations, etc., roughly estimated at
$50,000., 1t will still be ' possible to
con.lplete\the task within the $600,000
estimate,
The Valuators.

In his statement to the mayor, As-
£essment Commissioner Harry Ben-
nett places the value of the present
city hall (the Spencer Block) at $100,-
000. He records the assessed value
of the McCormick site at $95,000—
where Mayor Wenige and his sup-
porters propose to erect their new
administration officgs. |

The commissioher plages a value of
$10.000 upon the old registry office
at the corner of Carling and Talbot
streets; land $6,500, buildings $3,500.

The gargge next to the MeCormick
site, but owned also by the city as a
part of the so-called Federal square,
ie now valued.at $55,000, according to
the commissioner’s report.

. Other Properties.

Other Federal square properties, on
Dundas and King streets, and , the
sale of which has now been author-
ized’ by the Ontario Legislature are
valued as follows: 801 Dundas street,
$8,000; the lane-way, $3,500; 305-309
Dundas street dwellings) $24,500; 328
King_street, $7,500; 312 King street,
$9,000: 284 King street (Nursery)
$8,000.

Exclusive of the McCormick site,
upon which is contemplated the con-
struction of the new city hall, the
city has available property valued by
the commissioner at $225,000. The
mayor adds to this the sum of $250,-
000. making a total roughly of $475,-
000 for new efty hall purposes.

Estimating perhaps $50.000 for in-
terior decorations, fixtures., etc., it

will then be necessary, the mayor
points out, to go to the people’ in
December for about $175,000 to com-
plete the $600,000 project.

T0 BE APPOINTED
SUPER-DICTATOR

Chancellor Stresemann Wil
Present Virtual Ultimatum
to the Reichstag.

FEARS  COLLAPSE

Berlin, Oct. 3.—Chancellor Strese-
man has won at least two rgore days
of life for his government, if the
party strife which threatens to wreck
it does not subside by tomorrow. He
plans to go before the Reichstag as
an individual, announce his program
—which calls for his appointment as
a super-dictator, not only of military
affairs but of financial economies—
and leave the fate of Germany in the
Reichstag’s hands. _

This was the decision he announcéd
to his own party in an impassioned
speech Tuesday night, when, startled
and overwhelmed by news that his
party had voted by a four-fifth
majority to demand exclusion of the
Socialists from the government and
inclusion of the Nationalists, he
rushed to the party conference room
-and took the floor.

Submits Ultimatum.
Terrifically serious in his efforts
to save Germany from what he be-
lieves to be a threat of - complete
ammihilation, he announced that he
would endure such party strife but
24 hours more. At the end of that
time, he declared, he would 8o be-
fore the Reichstag as ag individual
with his program,

Panic immediately seized the two
government parties, the Sogialists
fearing, the eight-hour day was in
danger of being abolished, while the
Peoples or Industrialists party be-
came apprehensive, because of the
threat of government control over
their own financial and mercantile
foings, as well as over the taxation.

There is still a faint hope that a
gersonal arrangement may be made
etween the two parties. But. mean-
